cal outfit that had emerged
from an anti-corruption
movement and estab-
lished itself as the most
successful political startup
of the country.

The current Delhi As-
sembly election was the
toughest test for Kejriwal
who had arrived on Delhi’s
political scape with a
promise of a fresh ap-
proach and wave of clean
governance sans VIP cul-
ture.

An offshoot of an anti-

corruption campaign of
Anna Hazare in 2011,
Brand Kejriwal proved to
be fourth time unlucky.The
AAP’s fourth attempt at
capturing the ‘Dilli Darbar’
failed amid a strong anti-
incumbency, poor perfor-
mance of MLAs, and the
party chief’s growing faith
in turncoats from other
parties.

The fact that the
youngest of the three par-
ties in Delhi was keen to
field dissidents or old war
horses from the BJP and
Congress, reportedly on a
third of the 70 seats, re-
flected Kejriwal’s own ad-
mission about the poor
performance of about 20
of his MLAs.

The induction of almost
a dozen former BJP and
Congress MLAs into the
AAP also reflected Kejriw-

al’s realisation that his cha-
risma was no longer
enough to get any candi-
date or non-performing sit-
ting MLA elected.

Virtually pitted against

After a
decade-long dominance,
Kejriwal and his party have
suffered a massive defeat,
as the BJP is set to clinch
a historic victory in Delhi
after decades. Interesting-
ly, the Congress, which is
called the grand old party,
is faced with yet another
dismal performance, and
it is on track to record its
third consecutive zero-
seat result in the capital.

While the vote count is
underway, the BJP has
won or is leading in 48 out
of 70 seats, and the AAP
has clinched or is ahead
only in 22. The AAP’s dra-
matic fall has taken down
its top leadership, with
Kejriwal having lost his
seat in New Delhi and
former Deputy Chief Min-
ister Manish Sisodia being
defeated in Jangpura.
However, Chief Minister
Atishi managed to hold her
seat in Kalkaji, defeating
BJP’s Ramesh Bidhuri.
Kejriwal’s loss to BJP's
Parvesh Verma in the New
Delhi assembly seat high-

lights a significant shock
for the AAP. Political ob-
servers have attributed the
AAP's defeat to wide-
spread allegations of cor-
ruption against its leaders
such as Kejriwal and Siso-
dia. With Kejriwal and Si-
sodia facing charges in the
Delhi excise scam, voters
have apparently delivered
a verdict against the par-
ty's leaders, rejecting their
integrity.

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Reducing coal imports, boosting
domestic production key focus: Minister

New Delhi, Feb 8 (IANS) The government has
reiterated that reducing coal imports and increas-
ing domestic production is the key focus, as the coal
sector remains a cornerstone of India’s energy se-
curity, playing a vital role in the country’s industrial
and economic growth.

With the fifth-largest geological coal reserves glo-
bally and as the second-largest consumer, coal con-
tinues to be an indispensable energy source, con-
tributing to 55 per cent of the national energy
mix.Approximately 74 per cent of power generation
in India relies on thermal power plants (TPPs), reaf-
firming the need for a robust and sustainable coal
sector, said Union Minister of Coal and Mines, G Kis-
han Reddy.“The coal ministry is progressing in the
path of achieving ‘Atmanirbharta’ in the sector,” the
minister added. The efforts has significantly reduced
reliance on imported coal. Between April and Novem-
ber 2024, coal imports declined by 5.35 per cent,
saving approximately $3.91 billion (Rs 30,007.26
crore). Notably, coal imports for domestic power plant
blending fell by 23.56 per cent.The Ministry’s ‘Mis-
sion Coking Coal’ aims to increase domestic coking
coal production to 140 MT by FY 2029-30, thereby
reducing dependency on imports in the steel
sector.India’s coal production has reached an all-time
high of 997.82 million tonnes (MT) in FY 2023-24,
marking a significant rise from 609.18 MT in FY 2014-
15, with a Compound Annual Growth Rate (CAGR)
of 5.64 per cent over the past decade.

Indian stock market continues to assess
2 big policy moves to boost economy

Mumbai, Feb 8 (IANS)
The stock market saw two
major policy moves this
week that could signifi-
cantly impact India's eco-
nomic trajectory — the
Union Budget 2025,
which introduced tax cuts
to boost consumption and
investment, and the RBI’s
25 bps rate cut, signalling
a shift towards monetary
easing, experts said on
Saturday.

These measures col-
lectively aim to strength-
en economic growth while
maintaining fiscal disci-
pline.

On the markets front,
Nifty 50 is up 1 per cent,
Nifty Midcap is up 0.9 per
cent and Smallcap index
is up 0.7 per cent.

The Indian stock mar-
ket closed lower on Friday
as investors continued to
assess the RBI's Mone-
tary Policy Committee

(MPC) decision to cut the
repo rate by 25 basis
points (bps).

However, the central
bank maintained its poli-
cy stance, keeping a neu-
tral approach. The Mone-
tary Policy Committee
(MPC) decided to reduce
the repo rate from 6.5 per
cent to 6.25 per cent.

The Sensex eventual-
ly settled at 77,860, down
by 198 points. The Nifty
index fluctuated between
23,694 and 23,443, be-
fore closing at 23,560 with
a decline of 43 points.

According to Krishna
Appala of Capitalmind
Research, the Budget
provided long-awaited tax
relief, putting more mon-
ey in the hands of con-
sumers.

Individuals earning
over Rs 24 lakh annually
will now save an addition-
al Rs 1.1 lakh per year,

while those earning up to
Rs 12 lakh per year will
effectively pay no income
tax.

“With an estimated Rs
1 lakh crore expected to
flow back into the econo-
my through these tax cuts,
the move is likely to en-
courage higher discretion-
ary spending and sav-
ings,” said Appala.

Despite these tax re-
ductions, the government
has kept its fiscal consol-
idation efforts intact, set-
ting the FY26 fiscal defi-
cit target at 5.3 per cent
of GDP, down from 5.8 per
cent in FY25.

Alongside the fiscal
push, the RBI’s decision
to cut the repo rate by 25
bps to 6.25 per cent
marks the beginning of a
potential rate-cut cycle
after over two years of un-
changed policy rates.

This follows a 50 bps

CRR cut in December
2024 and a Rs 60,000
crore bond purchase pro-
gramme, all aimed at im-
proving liquidity in the
banking system.

Hrishikesh Yedve of
Asit C Mehta Investment
Interrmediates Ltd (a
Pantomath Group com-
pany) said that on the
weekly scale, index has
formed a green candle,
confirming the bullish en-
gulfing pattern formed
last week.

“On the downside, im-
mediate support for the
Bank Nifty is near 49,650,
while on the upside,
50,600 will function as re-
sistance. Traders should
closely monitor these lev-
els for potential opportu-
nities. However, looking
at weekly formation, buy
on dips strategy should
be adopted in Bank Nif-
ty,” he mentioned.

India on the path to hit record $800 billion in exports in FY25
New Delhi,  Feb 8

(IANS) India is on the
path to achieve $800 bil-
l ion in exports in the
2024-25 fiscal for the first
time, according to the
government, signalling a
robust economy and con-
t inued growth across
sectors.

According to the
Union Commerce and In-
dustry Minister, Piyush
Goyal, exports have been
growing and have risen
significantly in the last
four years."We will end
the fiscal year with over
$800 billion exports for
the first time," the minis-
ter said during the Ques-
tion Hour in the Rajya

Sabha.
However, certain im-

ports like petroleum prod-
ucts, coking coal, pulses
and edibles oils are un-
avoidable owing to do-
mestic shortages and
high demand. The growth
in imports is a good sign
for the economy as do-
mestic consumption ris-
es. According to the min-

ister, it will take some
years to establish and set
up production units in
those sectors. As de-
mand for Indian products
in the global market surg-
es across categories, the
country’s total exports
reached about $778 bil-
lion in FY2023-24, com-
pared to $466 billion in
FY2013-14 — a whop-
ping 67 per cent growth.

India’s share in world
merchandise exports

also improved from 1.66
per cent to 1.81 per cent,
with the country advanc-
ing in rankings from 20th
to 17th position, accord-
ing to Goyal. The feat
was achieved as the gov-
ernment implemented
several initiatives to sus-
tain and accelerate ex-
port growth.

India's forex reserves rise for 2nd
consecutive week, gold reserves up

New Delhi, Feb 8
(IANS) The forex reserves
rose $1.05 billion to reach
$630.607 billion for the
week ended January 31,
according to the Reserve
Bank of India (RBI) data.

The overall reserves
had increased by $5.574
billion to $629.557 billion
in the previous week. The
forex reserves had in-
creased to an all-time high
of $704.885 billion in Sep-
tember last year.

Meanwhile, gold re-
serves went up by $1.242
billion to $70.893 billion
during the week. The Spe-
cial Drawing Rights
(SDRs) were up by $29
million to $17.889 billion,
the apex bank said.

The country’s reserve
position with the IMF was

down by $14 million at
$4.141 billion in the report-
ing week.

The RBI bought anoth-
er 8 tonnes of gold in No-
vember 2024, as Central
banks around the world
continued their buying
spree with a collective pur-
chase of 53 tonnes of the
precious metal during the
month, according to the
latest World Gold Council
(WGC) report. The RBI
has, like other central
banks, been buying gold
as a safe-haven asset.
The strategy of holding
gold is primarily aimed at
hedging against inflation,
and reducing foreign cur-
rency risks, especially in
times of uncertainty trig-
gered by geopolitical ten-
sions.
