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India sets sights on global renewable ammonia market,
takes strides towards sustainable energyleadership

New Delhi, May 28: India is
positioning itself as a key player
in the renewable ammonia mar-
ket with several international
trade agreenents already inked
and more on the horizon. Ac-
cording to S&P Global Com-
modity Insights, however, in-
dustry insiders emphasize the
need for greater policy clarity
and price stability to transform
these agreements into binding
deals. The country's anbition to
produce 5 million metric tons
(mt) of renewable hydrogen by
2030 and secure a 10 per cent
share of the gldmal trade by that
time underscores its commit-
ment to renewable energy.

ACME-THI and ReNew-Jera
are among the leading entities
that have entered into non-bind-
ing supply agreements for re-
newable ammonia. According
to analysts at S&P Global Com-
modity Insights, more such

agreements are 1ikely to follow,
serving as guiding lights for
companies in securing financ-
ing ard finalizing engineering,
procurement, and construction
contracts. These agreements
are crucial in the early comer-
cial stages of development.
India's renewable energy
sector benefits franvarious in-
centives, including cheap
power, subsidies, low-cost
loans, and readily available
land, provided by federal and
state govermments. These incen-
tives are instrunental inaccelerat-
ing large-scale projects, with ex-
ports expected to commence
arourd 2027. However, concerns
linger regarding the amsistency
of govermment policies amidst the
nation's escalating domestic en-
ergy demands, leading to some
scepticism among developers
regarding export prospects.

a market for its renewable am-
The Japanese and
South Korean markets, tradi-
tionally reliant on low-carbon
ammonia produced using fos-
sil fuels with carbon capture,
present stiff competition. The
distinction between "clean" and
"green" hydrogen/ammonia fur-
ther complicates matters, with
subsidies in these markets
favouring low-carbon options.
Despite these challenges,
India's renewable hydrogen/
ammonia is expected to remain
competitive gldoally due to its
cost advantages. The National
Green Hydrogen Mission 2023,
which waives interstate trans-

mission charges for renewable

energy and offers substantial
subsidies, plays a pivotal role

in driving down production
costs. Moreover, India enjoys a
significant transport cost advan-
tage over the Middle East in
Supplying to North Asia, further
enhancing its competitiveness.

Industry leaders expressed
anfidence in India's ability to
meet stringent European re-
quirements for renewable fuels
at a fractimof the cost inarred
elsewhere. Mahesh Kolli, President
and Joint Managing Director of
Gresrko, highlidhts Tndia's poten-
tial to produce renewable hydro-
omat a significantly lower cost,
even without subsidies, com-
pared to other markets. Kolli
said, "To meet the standards,
the renewable hydrogen cost in
most countries in Europe and
other markets is touching close
to USD 8-USD 10/kg ... In India,
we can achieve all this in USD
3-USD 4/kg range and that too
without subsidies."

"This event
focuses on exploring research
opportunities and fostering col-
laboration between CCRAS
and the Ayurveda drug indus-
try" said Ministry of Ayush. The
meeting will also focus on uti-
lizing research outcomes and
technologies developed by
CCRAS. The primary goal is to
maximize the potential of
Ayurveda stakeholders in drug
