Apps in o�ce devices may
strictly be avoided,” a com-
munication from Expendit-
ure Department, dated Janu-

ary 29, said. The
communication has been
marked to secretaries in the
revenue, economic a�airs,
expenditure, public enter-

prises, DIPAM (Department
of Investment and Public As-
set Management) and finan-
cial services. “This may be
brought to the notice of all
employees,” it said while
adding that the communica-
tion has been issued with the
approval of the Finance Sec-
retary. However, it is not
clear whether other Central
government ministries or
departments have issued
similar communication. 

It may be noted that coun-
tries such as
Australia and Italy have
placed similar restrictions
on the use of DeepSeek, cit-
ing data security risks.

Technology companies may no longer
be able to price artificial intelligence
features at a large premium given the
recent developments in the world of AI,
Sridhar Vembu, Co-founder and Chief
Scientist of Zoho Corporation, said on
Tuesday. 

“I doubt that companies will be able
to charge a large premium or even any
premium at all for AI agentic techno-
logy,” Vembu said while delivering his
opening keynote at Zoho’s analyst sum-
mit, Zoho Day 2025, in Austin, Texas.

USER EXPERIENCE

Drawing a distinction between what he
calls the BC (Big Capex) era and AD
(After DeepSeek) eras of AI, Vembu
said, “before DeepSeek it was assumed
that customers will fork over huge dol-
lars for AI and that big tech will own AI.
But almost all of that vanished over one
weekend.. DeepSeek showed us that
reasoning is a commodity available to
all,” he said.

Zoho views AI as a tool to enhance
user experience using “contextual busi-
ness data” and believes that it can bring
“massive programmer productivity,”
Vembu added. He also sounded a note
of caution that programmers stand the
risk of becoming the next weavers or
farmers.

“There will soon be a time of 10x to
100x productivity gains for program-

mers using AI,” he said, wondering if
that will hand the programmers com-
munity the same fate as the traditional
weavers faced, when the textile in-
dustry productivity zoomed.

This brought better respect
to India abroad and better
value to our own customers
in the domestic market,” he

said. “We are also the most
thin-skinned people in the
world. We must learn to take
criticism objectively. There-
fore, when somebody criti-
cises you or India, do not lose
your temper.

Work hard to make India important enough to be

Whenever there is a techno-
logical advance, there’s al-
ways a fear of job loss. But
technological innovations
have changed the nature of
jobs. The fear that it leads to
job loss has not been proved,
said KV Subramanian, Exec-
utive Director, International
Monetary Fund, when asked
if artificial intelligence
would lead to job loss.

One important di�erence
between previous innova-
tions versus AI is that AI will
have a far bigger impact on

white collar jobs while previ-
ous innovations all had an
impact on blue collar jobs, he
told newspersons after the
first convocation of Sai Uni-
versity on Wednesday.

“Whenever there is an in-

novation that comes, we re-
act with complacency or
with fear,” he said. I don’t
think the fear of AI is neces-
sary. There will be a change
in the nature of jobs. 

JOB GENERATION

A country like India needs an
economic model which is far
more labour intensive, and
not one that is basically la-
bour substituting, he said. “A
lot of us have actually learnt
by observing the West, I
think this is one dimension
where we cannot learn as
much from the West because
labour is scarce in the West
and they typically have relied

far more on capital. But that
is an area where we have to
sort of think afresh,” he said. 

When it comes to capital
intensive versus labour in-
tensive, every firm thinks
that it should move towards
a more capital intensive pro-
duction method. The prob-
lem that will happen is that
cumulatively the industry
will not be generating as
much jobs or increasing
wages and that will a�ect in-
dustry itself, he said. The In-
dian industry needs to think
carefully about it and come
up with more labour-intens-
ive models of growth, he
said.

With the West Bengal gov-
