Administration) Amendment Rules, 2015 for the 29 Annual General Meeting of
Mathew Easow Research Securities Limited held on Friday, 29" September, 2023 at
12.30 p.m. through video conferencing/other audio visual means (“VC/OAVM”)

I, Jagannath Kar, Practicing Company Secretary, have been appointed as the Scrutinizer by the
Board of Directors of Mathew Easow Research Securities Limited (“the Company”) for the
purpose of scrutinizing the voting process (i.e. remote e-voting and e-voting at the 29t"Annual
General Meeting) on the resolutions contained in the Notice dated 14" August, 2023 (“Notice”)
convening the 29t Annual General Meeting (“29t AGM”) of the Members of the Company. The
AGM was convened on Friday, 29" September, 2023 at 1230 p.m. through video
conferencing/other audio visual means (“VC/OAVM"),

The said appointment as scrutinizer is under the provisions of Section 108 of the Companies Act,
2013 (“the Act”) read with Rule 20 of the Companies (Management and Administration) Rules,
2014, as amended (“the Rules”). As a scrutinizer, | have to scrutinize:

a) Process of e-voting before the AGM, through an electronic voting system during the
period stated in the Notice convening the AGM (“remote e-voting”) and
b) Process of e-voting at the AGM through electronic voting system (“e-voting”)

Lhe compliance with the provisions of the Companies Act, 20135 and the rules made there under
relating to voting through electronic means before AGM (remote e-voting) and electronic voting
at the AGM (e-voting) by the shareholders on the resolutions proposed in the Notice convening
the 29" AGM of the Company was the responsibility of the management. My responsibility as a
scrutinizer was to ensure that the voting process both through remote e-voting and e-voting at
the 29 AGM is conducted in a fair and transparent manner and to render a consolidated
scrutinizer’s report of the total votes cast on the resolutions to the Chairman of the meeting,
based on the report generated from the electronic voting system provided by the National
Securities Depository Limited (“NSDL").




As confirmed by the Company, the Notice was sent to the Members through electronic mode
only to those Members whose e-mail addresses are registered with the Company/Depositories
in compliance with the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 read with General Circular No.
14/2020 dated 8™ April, 2020, Circular No.17/2020 dated 13" April, 2020 issued by the Ministry
of Corporate Affairs followed by Circular No. 20/2020 dated 5% May, 2020, Circular No.
02/2021 dated 13 January, 2021, Circular No. 02/2022 dated 5% May, 2022, 10/2022 dated 28®
December, 2022 and all other relevant circulars issued from time to time (collectively referred to
as "MCA Circulars’), and various Circulars issued by the Securities and Exchange Board of India
(Listing Obligation and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015.

The Company had availed the electronic voting facility offered by NSDL for conducting remote
e-voting as well as e-voting at the AGM by the Members of the Company through a secured
electronic voting system.

The notice of the AGM dated 14 August, 2023 was sent through electronic means on 4%
September, 2023 to those members, whose e-mails were registered with the Company or M/s.
MCS Share Transfer Agent Limited, the Company’s Registrar and Share Transfer Agent (RTA)
or Depositories as on 25" August, 2023.

The period for remote e-voting commenced on Tuesday, 26% September, 2023 at 9.00 a.m. and
ended on Thursday, 28" September, 2023 at 5.00 p.m. and the NSDL e-voting platform was
blocked for voting thereafter.

The voting rights were reckoned in the proportion to the equity shares held by the Members as
on close of business hours on Friday, 22* September, 2023 being the Cut-off date for the
purpose of deciding the entitlements of Members to cast their vote on the resolutions as
cotitained m the Notice through remote e-voting and e-voting at the AGM.

The requisite advertisement pursuant to the MCA Circulars was published on 15t September,
2023 in the "Financial Express" (in English language) and in "Duronta Barta" (in Bengali
language).

The requisite advertisement pursuant to the Section 108 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with
Rule 20(4)(v) of the Companies (Management and Administration) Rules, 2014 and the MCA
Circulars was published on 5% September, 2023 in the "Financial Express" (in English language)
and in " Duronta Barta" (in Bengali language)

The Company had also provided e-voting facility to the shareholders who attended the AGM
through VC/OAVM and who had not casted their vote earlier. The shareholders who had voted
through remote e-voting facility provided by NSDL were blocked and only those members who
attended the AGM through VC/OAVM and who had not voted through remote e-voting were
allowed to cast their vote during the AGM through e-voting system.
