POLICE IN Jammu and Kashmir’s
Kupwaradistrict have registered
acase against Army personnel for
allegedly entering a police station
Tuesday night and assaulting po-
licemen, leaving four injured.

Denying there was any alter-
cation, the Defence spokesper-
son said there were “minor dif-
ferences” that were “amicably
resolved”.

“Reports of an altercation be-
tween police and Army person-
nel and beating up therein of po-
lice personnel are misfounded
and incorrect. Minor differences
between the police personnel
and a Territorial Army unit on an
operational matter have been
amicably resolved,” a Defence
spokespersonsaid in astatement.

Police sources claimed that the
Army personnel were angry over
thedetentionof one of their mem-
bersinacase and also tookawaya
Head Constable, Ghulam Rasool,
with them.

The personnel who entered
the Kupwara police station were
led by an officer, said police

sources, adding that they also
snatched the phones of the in-
jured police personnel and
Station House Officer
Mohammad Ishagq. Sources said
that after the intervention of
senior officers, Head Constable
Rasool was released in exchange
for the detained soldier.
