the lurch. Official sources

Earlier in the day, when
the airport was operational,at
least 12 flights were delayed.

The Chennai airport in a
post on 'X'said that a team of
senior officials was closely
monitoring the situation to
facilitate the earliest resump-
tion of operations as meteo-
rological conditionsimprove.
