THE first meeting of the
newly-constituted Tiruma-
la-Tirupati ~ Devasthanams
(TTD) Trust Board, under
the chairmanship of B Ra-
jagopala Naidu, convened
at Annamayya Bhavan on
Monday. The meeting re-
sulted in several significant
resolutions aimed at improv-
ing services for devotees and
streamlining administrative
practices.

After the meeting, Chair-
man Rajagopala Naidu an-
nounced the board’s deci-
sions in the presence of
Executive Office ] Syamala
Rao, Additional EO Ch Ven-
kaiah Chowdary, and other
board members.

Addressing a longstanding
demand, the board wants to
adopt Artificial Intelligence
to reduce the waiting time for
Lord Venkateswara Swamy’s
darshan. Currently stretch-
ing up to 20-30 hours dur-
ing peak periods, the board
aims to bring it down to 2-3
hours. An expert committee
will be formed to explore the
operational and infrastruc-
tural changes necessary to
achieve this goal which may
bring a sea change in having
the Lord’s darshan.

cided to retain the SRIVANI
scheme albeit with a new
name. However, a propos-
al to merge the SRIVANI
Trust with TTD’s main ac-
count and rename it is under
consideration.

In response to mounting
complaints about irregulari-
ties in Special Entry Darshan
(SED) ticket allocations un-
der the Tourism Corporation
quotas, the board resolved
to abolish this category of
Darshan Quotas. This will
have a huge impact on the

tourism corporations of vari-
ous states, including Andhra
Pradesh, Telangana and Ta-
mil Nadu. The board also
resolved to rename the Srini-
vasa Setu flyover in Tirupati
to its old name, Garuda Vara-
dhi. Another crucial decision
was taken in favour of devo-
tees from Tirupati city. Soon
after the necessary orders are
issued, they will be granted
Srivari darshan on the first
Tuesday of every month.

The board directed the
authorities to initiate steps

to clear the piled-up debris
in Tirumalas dumping yard
within 3 to 4 months.

The board resolved to hike
Brahmotsava Bahumanam
for the TTD employees by
10 percent as they contrib-
uted to the smooth conduct
of this years Brahmotsa-
vams. Accordingly, regular
employees will receive Rs
15,400, while outsourcing
staff will get Rs 7,535.

Repairs to the temple
kitchen (Potu) and moderni-
sation of the Vengamamba
Annaprasadam complex will
be executed in collaboration
with TVS. A new tasty recipe
will also be introduced to the
daily Annaprasadam menu.

The board decided to
write to the state govern-
ment to seek clarity on the
employment of non-Hindus
in Tirumala.

In its bid to maintain the
sanctity of the sacred Tiru-
mala, legal action will be tak-
en against individuals mak-
ing or propagating political
statements in Tirumala.

To ensure the safety of
TTD’s deposits, the board
plans to move its funds from
private banks to nationalised
banks. This will be finalised
in the next meeting. The
board approved the cancel-
lation of the lease granted to
Visakha Sarada Peetham fol-
lowing an expert committee’s
report on rule violations.

Govt abolishes two-
child norm for local
body candidates

PUTTING an end to
30-year-old policy, Assembly
on Monday passed Andhra
Pradesh Municipal Laws
(Amendment) Bill 2024 re-
laxing the two-child norm
for contesting the local bod-
ies elections. The two-child
policy was introduced in
united Andhra Pradesh in
1994, barring candidates
with more than two children
from contesting local body
elections.

Minister for municipal
Administration P Narayana
moved the bill which was
passed unanimously without
any discussion.

It may be noted that both
the Central and state gov-
ernments introduced popu-
lation  control measures
during 1960. As part of it
Municipal Laws Amend-
ment bill was passed in 1994.
With population growth
rate coming down in the
past three decades reaching
1.5 per cent from 2.6 per
cent in 2001, Chief Minister
N Chandrababu Naidu ap-
pealing to people to have
more children or else AP
will face a situation like
some countries where there
are more older generation,
the government abolished
the two-child norm to drive
home the message.

The Assembly also passed
AP Land Grabbing (Prohi-
bition) Bill 2024 which was
moved by minister for rev-
enue Anagani Satya Prasad.

Probe housmg scheme 108 service: Speaker

THE question hour of the
state Assembly on Monday
witnessed demand from
the members of the TDP-
led NDA alliance that the
government should order
a probe into various issues
like the irregularities in In-
diramma Housing scheme
and 108 ambulance services
during the previous regime.

The issue of irregulari-
ties in Indiramma Hous-
ing scheme and Jagananna
colonies invited some seri-
ous comments from Speaker
Chintakayala  Ayyannapa-
trudu. The Speaker told
the government that there
was largescale variance in
the reports submitted by
the officials and the ground
situation regarding alloca-
tion of houses. He said the
government should order a
thorough probe into the ir-
regularities and take strong
action against those found
guilty.

He said action against of-
ficials who gave wrong or

fabricated reports should
also be taken. The action

should be demonstrative so
that no officer would in fu-
ture dare to indulge in such
acts, he remarked. Min-
ister for Housing Kolusu
Parthasarathy said that the
government had ordered a
vigilance probe into the ir-
regularities.

Members expressed con-
cern that the construction
works were not moving for-
ward. The members said that
the conditions in Jagananna
colonies were horrible. The
houses were of poor quality
and the allottees were fac-
ing several problems. They

urged the government to or-
der a detailed probe into the
way contractors siphoned
off money and constructed
poor-quality houses.

Later, TDP senior mem-
ber Somireddy Chandramo-
han Reddy urged the gov-
ernment to take a serious
view of the irregularities in
the 108 Ambulance service
which was handled by Au-
robindo Pharma Founda-
tion. Raising the issue un-
der short discussion, Reddy
alleged that hundreds of
crores were “looted,” by
those who were managing

the services while even criti-
cally ill patients who needed
the services suffered as they
could not get ambulances
in time to go to the hospi-
tal, particularly during the
golden hour.

Quoting the CAG report,
ambulances took patients
to hospitals after more than
one hour.

He said the organisation
pressed for services only 430
but claimed bills for more
than 731.

He urged the Government
to consider it a serious issue
and take action.

Council members generate heat over twisted facts

THE Legislative Council

on Monday witnessed some
heated moments as the oppo-
sition members tried to twist
the facts on issues like law and
order and the supply of free
gas to the beneficiaries. Senior
TDP leader Yanamala Rama
Krishnudu said opposition
leaders were deliberately mak-
ing false statements to mislead
the people just as they have
been doing on their social
media platforms.

Referring to the Opposi-
tion's comments that Deputy
Chief Minister Pawan Kalyan
had stated that law and order
had gone from bad to worse,
Ramakrishunudu said the
members should check their
facts and not follow their
newspaper writings. He said
Pawan never said that law

and order had failed. He said
it was shocking that even the
leader of the opposition Botsa
Satyanarayana was twisting
the facts. On the other hand,
Home Minister Vangalapudi
Vanitha took serious objection
to the language used by the
opposition members, includ-
ing women members who
tried to project that gangrapes
and killing of girlchildren and
other crimes had increased
manifold.

She said she expects the
women members to be more
responsible and think twice
about the trauma the parents

undergo if false comments
were made against certain
unfortunate incidents that
took place recently.

She said there was no rape
of a three-year girl, but the
members were repeatedly
referring to it.

The medical reports, the
parents of the girl and the po-
lice had confirmed that there
was no rape and yet for politi-
cal reasons YSRCP members
were spreading false informa-
tion. It amounts to rubbing
salt on the wounds of the
victims and their families, she

said. She also quoted figures
regarding incidents of crime
between 2019-2024 and said
due to tough measures taken
by the government, there has
been a steep fall in the crime
rate. She also claimed that the
police has been solving all
cases within 24 to 48 hours
and the offenders were sent to
remand.

But the LoP raised other
issues like alleged illegal ar-
rests of social media activists
and led a walkout from the
Council. The Minister chal-
lenged the LoP to stay back to
hear why such action had to
be taken.

On the other hand, the
YSRCP members went on
repeating that the govern-
ment had cheated the people
in implementing the Deepam
scheme. He said one cylinder
once in four months was a
joke.

IN a step forward to resolve
the inter-state issues relating
to bifurcation between Tel-
angana and Andhra Pradesh
which have been hanging fire
for over a decade, the first
meeting of the official com-
mittee consisting of senior-
most officers would be held
here in December.

It may be recalled after
the change in governments
in Telangana and Andhra
Pradesh, the two Chief Min-
isters A Revanth Reddy and
N Chandrababu Naidu met
in Hyderabad and decided to
constitute two committees.
One committee of officials
and a committee of ministers
from both the states.

Following this, the Telan-
gana government has written
a letter to Andhra Pradesh
that it was ready for the bilat-

eral talks in December. The
Andhra Pradesh government
also responded positively.
This committee will dis-
cuss issues like the division of
assets and payment of long-
pending power dues. They
would be holding a series of
meetings and finding solu-
tions to the pending issues.
In case there are any issues
that were beyond their pre-
view, they would be referred
to the ministerial committee
later. The officers’ committee
will be headed by respective
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chief secretaries.

Disputes on the distribu-
tion of government buildings
and corporations in Sched-
ule 9 (under Sections 53, 68
and 71 of the Act) and the
institutions under Schedule
Ten (under Section 75 of the
Act) would be taken up on a
priority basis in the meeting.
Deadlock on the division of
assets and payment of power
dues of more than Rs 10,000
crore to Telangana would
also be discussed, sources
said.

The Chief Minister A Re-
vanth Reddy is slated to visit
Warangal as part of the cel-
ebrations of one year of Praja
Palana on Tuesday. As part of
development of the tri-cities of
Warangal, Hanumkonda and
Kazipet, the government an-
nounced huge funding to the
district. The government sanc-
tioned Rs 4,962.47 crore for
the Warangal City development
like never before. The projects
which were provided funding
include Rs 4,170 crore for com-
prehensive underground drain-
age (UGD) scheme in Greater
Warangal Municipal Corpora-
tion (GWMC), Rs 205 crore re-
leased for Mamunoor Airport
land acquisition, Rs 169.92
crore for Kakatiya Mega Textile

Park, Rs 33.60 crore for roads,
schools in textile park, Rs 43.15
crore for providing Indiramma
Houses to farmers who gave
lands for textile parks, Rs 85
crore for Kaloji Kalakshetram,
Rs 65 crore for road widening
between Parkala to Erragattu,
Rs 8.3 crore for construction of
Nayeem Nagar Bridge, Rs 32.50
crore for Warangal Municipal
Corporation building, Rs 80
crore for inner ring road, Rs
28 crore for Polytechnic college
new building near Bhadrakali
Temple, Rs 49.50 for roads
in the GWMC limits and Rs
1.50 crore for Warangal Urdu
Bhavan.

The GWMC commissioner
sent a preliminary estimate
prepared by the consultant M/s
Shubh Consultants and Tech-
nocrats LLP for according in
principle approval. The GWMC
Commissioner informed that
Chief Minister A Revanth
Reddy during a review meeting
held on June 29 at IDOC, Han-
amkonda, had instructed to get
the DPR prepared for various
infrastructure works in GWMC

and accordingly the Request for
Proposals (RFP) was invited for
preparation of comprehensive
proposals in two parts for tak-
ing up various Infrastructure
projects In GWMC as detailed
below.

The Comprehensive Master
Plans for infrastructure works
includes, Underground Drain-
age, Storm Water Drainage,
Water Supply Systems, Rejuve-
nation of water bodies, Aquifer
Management Plan, Design of
Blue-Green infrastructure, Un-
derground Ducts for services
like power, telecom, cable, in-
ternet etc.

The GWMC Commissioner
further stated that the consult-
ant M/s. Shubh Consultants
and Technocrats LLP had sub-
mitted initially the preliminary
estimates for taking up the
Comprehensive Underground
Drainage scheme in GWMC in
3 phases for Rs 4170.00 Crores
with SoR 2024-25. The phase-
wise details include Rs 3087.00
Crore in phase-I, Rs 597.00
Crore in Phase-2 and Rs 486.00
Crore in phase-3 totalling Rs
4170 Crore.

This will be a setback
for areas like Devarakadra,
Makthal, Wanaparthi, and
Kollapur,” he said.

Reddy pointed out that
the BRS government had
acquired 14,000 acres near

Mucharla for the Pharma
City.

“We had proposed to
transfer the Godavari
water to the Pharma City.
Instead, the government
is saying it will build the
Pharma City in Kodangal,
a place not suitable for it.
This is an unthoughtful
and foolish decision by the
government,” he said.
