WASHINGTON (AGENCY) 

The United States has 
expressed deep concerns 
about the continued vio- 
lence in Bangladesh includ- 
ing attacks on members of 
religious or political groups, 
and said it will be vital for 
the new government to 
credibly investigate all such 
instances and provide jus- 
tice to victims. 

"We are deeply con- 
cerned about continued 
reports of violence in 
Bangladesh - including vio- 
lence directed at members 
of religious or political 
groups. We are equally con- 
cerned about reports of vio- 
lence against police and hw 
enforcement’ a _ State 
Department spokesperson 
told PTI on Tuesday. 

"We repeat our call for 
de-escalation on all sides 
and a return to calm. This is 
not a time for retribution or 
revenge,’ the spokesperson 
said in response to a ques- 
tion. "As a friend and part- 
ner to the Bangladeshi peo- 
ple, the United States will 
continue to support 
Bangladesh's democratic 
aspirations and promote 
respect for human rights for 

all)” said the spokesperson. 
Bangladesh is going 

through an unprecedented 
crisis with Prime Minister 
Sheikh Hasina, who was in 
power for 15 years, resign- 
ing and fleeing the country 
after a protest against a jobs 
quota scheme snowballed 
into a massive agitation 
against her and her govern- 
ment.

Bangladesh : India Inc treads 
a cautious path

India Inc is treading a cau- 
tious path after the political 
upheaval in Bangladesh 
which has cast a dark cloud 
over bilateral trade and 
investment in the neigh- 
bouring country, enfeebling 
relations in a manner that 
has never been seen over 
half a century. A day after 
Sheikh Hasina was ousted 
as the Prime Minister of 
Bangladesh, Indian compa- 
nies operating in the coun- 
try were scrambling to 
make some sense of how 
the regime change would 
impact their business in the 
months ahead. Two of 
India’s largest business 
chambers, CII and Ficci, 
preferred to maintain a 
studied silence on Tuesday. 
They have opted to adopt a 
“wait and watch” mode as 
they try to come to grips 
with the many moving parts 
of the equation. However, 
individual companies and 
some of the trade bodies 
have started to voice their 
concerns about the unfold- 
ing events. The Adani 
Group, one of India’s largest 
conglomerates, has one of 
the widest footprints in 
Bangladesh, primarily 

Bangladesh's top police official urges policemen 
to resume their duties and maintain public safety 
DHAKA (AGENCY) 

A top police official in 
Bangladesh has called on 
every member of the police 
force to resume their duties 
gradually and maintain 
public safety and law and 
order amidst reports of 
attacks on the law enforce- 
ment authorities in the vio- 
lence-hit nation. Additional 
Inspector General of Police 
(AIG) AK.M. Shahidur 
Rahman, who was appoint- 
ed as the focal person of the 
Bangladesh Police on 
Tuesday to handle the cur- 
rent crisis, asked his force 
to ignore rumours. 

"The police are friends 
of the people and work for 
the public. We cannot imag- 
ine a society without the 
police. Therefore, | request 
our police members once 
again to ignore rumours 
and return to their duties in 
a phased manner, ensuring 
that security arrangements 
are properly in place,’ he 
said, emphasising the cru- 
cial role of the police in 
maintaining public safety. 

Most police stations in 
the country, including the 
capital Dhaka, currently 
have no police personnel 
present, the Dhaka Tribune 
reported. 

Multipk police officers 
have reported that over 
four hundred police stations 
across the country have 

experienced attacks, vandal- 
ism, arson, and looting. 

In this situation, no one 
feels safe staying in their 
respective stations or 
offices, leading everyone to 
seek safe shelters. A police 
headquarters official men- 
tioned that the police have 

not faced such a situation 
since 1971, the report said. 

In many places, clashes 
broke out between the 
police and agitated mobs. 
Consequently, law enforce- 
ment officers vacated vari- 
ous stations overnight. After 
the attack on the police 
headquarters on Monday 
night, senior officials were 
evacuated to safety by heli- 
copter. Many climbed over 
walls to escape the head- 
quarters. Law enforcement 
broke down in Bangladesh 
after the fall of the Sheikh 
Hasina government on 

Harris chooses Minnesota governor 
Tim as her running mate 

WASHINGTON (AGENCY) 

Vice-President Kamala 
Harris picked Minnesota 
governor Tim Walz to be 
her running mate on 
Tuesday, according to three 
people who spoke to The 
Associated Press on condi- 
tion of anonymity. In choos- 
ing Walz, she is turning to a 
Midwestern governor, mili- 
tary veteran and union sup- 
porter who helped enact an 
ambitious Democratic 
agenda for his state, includ- 
ing sweeping protections 
for abortion rights and gen- 
erous aid to families. Harris 
hopes to shore up her cam- 
paign’s standing across the 
upper Midwest, a critical 
region in presidential poli- 
tics that often serves as a 
buffer for Democrats seek- 
ing the White House. The 
party remains haunted by 
Republican Donald Trump’s 
wins in Michigan and 
Wisconsin in 2016. Trump 
lost those states in 2020 but 
has zeroed in on them as he 
aims to return to the presi- 
dency this year and is 
expanding his focus to 

Minnesota. Walz, 60, is join- 
ing Harris during one of the 
most turbulent periods in 
modern American politics, 
promising an unpredictable 
campaign ahead. 
Republicans have rallied 
around Trump after his 
attempted assassination in 
July. Just weeks hater, 
President Joe Biden ended 
his re-election campaign, 
forcing Harris to unify 
Democrats and consider 
potential running mates 
during an exceedingly com- 
pressed time frame. The 
three peopk spoke on con- 
dition of anonymity to 
avoid pre-empting the offi- 
cial announcement. Harris, 

the first Black woman and 
person of South Asian 
descent to lead a major 
party ticket, initially consid- 
ered nearly a dozen candi- 
dates before zeroing in ona 

handful of serious con- 
tenders, all of whom were 
white men. In landing on 
Walz, she sided with a low- 
key partner who has proven 
himself as a champion for 
Democratic causes. Walz 
has been a strong public 
advocate for Harris in her 
campaign against Trump 
and Vance, labelling the 
Republicans “just weird” in 
an interview last month. 
During a fundraiser for 
Harris on Monday in 
Minneapolis, Walz said: “It 
wasn't a slur to call these 
guys weird. It was an obser- 
vation.” Walz, who grew up 
in the small town of West 
Point, Nebraska, was a 
social studies teacher, foot- 
ball coach and union mem- 

ber at Mankato West High 
School in Minnesota before 
he got into politics. He won 
the first of six terms in 
Congress in 2006 from a 
mostly rural southern 
Minnesota district, and used 
the office to champion vet- 
erans issues. Walz served 
24 years in the Army 
National Guard, rising to 
command sergeant major, 
one of the highest enlisted 
ranks in the military. He ran 
for governor in 2018 on the 
theme of “One Minnesota” 
and won by more than 11 
points. As governor, Walz 
had to find ways to work in 
his first term with a legish- 
ture that was split between 
a Democratic-controlled 
House and a Republican.

Parliament on Tuesday and 
appointed 84-year-old 
Nobel laureate Mohammad 
Yunus as the head of an 
upcoming interim govern- 
ment. 

Meanwhile, the ready- 
made garment (RMG) and 
textile factories across the 
country will reopen on 
Wednesday, the paper said. 

Bangladesh Garment 
Manufacturers and 
Exporters Association 
(BGMEA), the apex trade 
body of the country's RMG 
manufacturers, urged its 
members to open their fac- 
tories on Wednesday. 
BGMEA Director Mohiuddin 
Rubel, a participant at the 
meeting, told the paper that 
they were going to reopen 
their factories for the bet- 
terment of the country's 
economy and workers. Ina 
separate statement, Sulov 
Chowdhury, CEO of the 
Bangladesh Knitwear 
Manufacturers and 
Exporters Association 
(BKMEA), urged its mem- 
bers to reopen their facto- 
ries as there is an 
announcement to keep 
industrial units open in the 
present context.

Four policemen among seven 
held for robbing German 
tourist in Pakistan's Punjab 
LAHORE (AGENCY) Lahore police have arrested seven 
suspects, including four policemen, for allegedly rob- 
bing a German tourist in the Punjab province of 
Pakistan. Berg Florine, 27, was camping near the 
Lahore airport last week when two armed men 
approached him, police said. The suspects stole his 
mobile phone, cash and camera worth PKR 550,000 at 
gunpoint, they said. Florine submitted a comphint to 
police, stating that he was visiting Pakistan on his bicy- 
cle and had erected his tent for the night on a piece of 
meadow near a street on August 3. Lahore police chief 
Bilal Siddique Kamyana said in a statement on 
Wednesday that police have arrested three suspects 
involved in robbing the German citizen. 

UK to expand jail capacity to 
help tackle violent, week-long 
anti-immigrant riots 
LIVERPOOL (AGENCY) The British government has 
increased its prison capacity to help tackle violent, week- 
long anti-immigrant riots that have prompted a grow- 
ing number of countries to warn their citizens about 
the dangers of travelling in Britain. Riots across a num- 
ber of towns and cities have erupted following the mur- 
der of three girls in Southport, a seaside town in north- 
ern England after false messaging on social media 
wrongly identified the killer as an Islamist migrant. 
The justice department, which is being forced to release 
some prisoners early as it battles a jail overcrowding 
crisis, said nearly 600 prison places had been secured 
to accommodate those engaged in violence. About 400 
peopk have been arrested so far.
