Sharma took two South Af-
rica wickets at Bayuemas
Oval to finish the tournament
with 17, the most of any
player, while 17-year-old
Shulka was second with 14.

Bevan's inclusion comes in
the aftermath of Cricket Aus-
tralia making a change in crite-

ria that allows players to be
included "for their overall con-
tribution to the game of cricket,
whether that is across all
formats, or in just one formar,
available in their era” Bevan
represented Australia, New
South Wales, Tasimania, Soutl
Australia, Yorkshire, Sussex,
Leicestershire and Kent. In
first-class cricket, he made 237
appearances and garnered
19,147 runs at 57.32, including 68
centuries and 8l fifties, with a
top score of 216.
