WITH A RISE in gig economy,
tier-onecitiesled in short-term
blue-collaremployment oppor-
tunities, accounting for 67.1%
openings from June 2023 to
June 2024,areport said on Sat-
urday. These tier-I cities, which
have a large concentration of
gig working opportunities, saw
63.11% job applications origi-
nating from these urban hubs,
a report by tech-enabled blue-
collar workforce recruitment
platform WorkIndia said.

Tier-II cities saw 26% of
such job openings and
accounted for 25% of applica-
tions, indicating balanced
growth potential, the report
said. However, tier-III cities
exhibited alower proportion of
job openings (6.7%) compared
to 11%applications, hinting at
heightened competition
amidst an oversupply of gig
workers, the report stated.

The WorkIndia report, an
annual index representing the
state of blue collar workers in
the Indian job market and hir-
ing activity, is based on job list-
ingsonits platform during June
2023 to June 2024. 1t further
revealed that Delhi emerged as
the prime hub for gig workers,

CHATGPT MAKER OpenAl is
working onanovel approach to
itsartificial intelligence models
inaproject code-named'Straw-
berry, according to a person
familiar with the matter and
internal documentation
reviewed by Reuters.The pro-
ject, details of which have not
been previously reported,
comes as the Microsoft-backed
startup races to show that the
types of models it offers are
capable of delivering advanced
reasoning capabilities.

Teams inside OpenAl are
working on Strawberry,accord-
ingtoacopyofarecentinternal
OpenAl document seen by
Reuters in May.

Reuters could notascertain
the precise date of the docu-
ment, which details a plan for
how OpenAl intends to use
Strawberryto performresearch.
The source described the plan to
Reuters asawork in progress.
The news agency could not
establish how close Strawberry
istobeing publiclyavailable.

How Strawberry works is a
tightly kept secret even within
OpenAl the person said.

The document describes a
project that uses Strawberry
models with the aim of
enabling the company’s Al to
not just generate answers to
queries but to plan ahead
enough tonavigatetheinternet
autonomously and reliably to
perform what OpenAl terms
“deep research,” according to
the source.

This is something that has
eluded AI models to date,
according to interviews with
more than a dozen AI
researchers.Asked about Straw-
berryand the detailsreportedin
this story,an OpenAI company
spokesperson said in a state-
ment: “We want our Al models
toseeand understand theworld
more like we do. Continuous

Two sources
described viewing earlier this
yearwhat OpenAlstaffers told
them were Q* demos, capable
of answering tricky science
and math questions out of
reach of today’s commercially-
available models.

On Tuesday at an internal
all-hands meeting, OpenAl
showed a demo of a research
project that it claimed had new
human-like reasoning skills,
according to Bloomberyg.

An OpenAl spokesperson
confirmed the meeting but
declined to give details of the
contents. Reuters could not
determine if the project
demonstrated was Strawberry

$638 mn in realty

DOMESTIC INVESTORS
PUMPED $637.9 million in
the Indian real estate during
April-June — a fivefold jump
on annual basis — expecting
better returns amid strong
demand,according to Vestian.

Real estate consultant
Vestian on Saturday released
data for institutional invest-
ments in real estate during
the second quarter of 2024
calendaryear.

As per the data, institu-
tional investments in the
Indian real estate rose 96% in
April-June to $3.1 billion
from $1.6 billion in the corre-
sponding period of the previ-
ous year.

Shrinivas Rao,CEO, Vestian
said, "The Indian real estate
sector garnered significant
investments in the second
quarter of 2024,dominated by
foreign investors as the loom-
ing uncertainty over the major
economies of the world has
faded away." Moreover, he said,
domestic investors actively
participated to capitalise on
the robust economic growth.

As per the data, foreign
investors infused $2,218.1
million in April-June as
against $1,459.2 million in
the year-ago period.

Funds infused in real
estate  from  domestic
investors rose to $637.9 mil-
lion from $127 million.

Co-investments from both
foreign and  domestic
investors increased to $260.2
million from $5.5 million.

Vestian said foreign
investors accounted for the
highest share of 71% of the
total investments received
during the second quarter of
2024 as they flocked to India
to capitalise on its robust eco-
nomic growth.

At present, the UDF on
domestic departure is ¥394 per pas-
senger which will be I805 from
August 1.
