Prizes were announced
across six categories — Eco-
nomics, Engineering and
Computer Science, Humanit-
ies and Social Sciences, Life
Sciences, Mathematical Sci-
ences, and Physical Sciences.
Winners were announced by
ISF trustees — Kris Go-
palakrishnan (President,
Board of Trustees), Narayana
Murthy, K. Dinesh, Dr. Pratima
Murthy, Mohandas Pai, and SD
Shibulal. Other trustees of ISF
include Nandan Nilekani,
Srinath Batni, and Salil Parekh.

The Infosys Prize 2024 in
Economics was awarded to
Arun Chandrasekhar, Pro-
fessor in the Department of
