at least three rounds of
explosions overnight in
Kyiv. On Monday, Russia
launched more than 200
missiles and drones, killing
at keast seven and damaging
energy infrastructure in an
attack condemned by US.

Former Malaysian Prime
Minister Muhyiddin Yassin
was charged Tuesday with
sedition over a speech he
made that allegedly ques-
tioned the integrity of the
country's previous king.

Muhyiddin, who led
Malaysia from March 2020
until August 2021, pleaded
not guilty in a court in
northeast Kehntan state.
According to the charge
sheet, Muhyiddin made the
seditious remarks last
month during a by-election
campaign in Kelantan.

Nine ethnic Mahy state
rulers  take turns as
Malaysia's king for five-year
terms under the country's
rotating monarchy, which
began when Mahysia

gained independence from
Britain in 1957. The monar-
chy phys a lrgely ceremo-
nial role, but are revered by
the nation's
Muslims.

Families flee after renewed
evacuation orders in Gaza

Israel issued new evacuation orders for Deir Al-Balh in
the central Gaza Strip late on Sunday, forcing more fami-
lies to flee, saying its forces intended to act against mili-
tant group Hamas and others operating in the area. In
recent days, Israel has issued several evacuation orders
across Gaza, the most since the beginning of the 10-
month war, prompting an outcry from Palestinians, the
United Nations and relief officials over the reduction of
humanitarian zones and the absence of safe areas.

The Deir AlF-Bahh municipality says Israeli evacua-
tion orders have so far displced 250,000 peopk. In a
statement posted on X, the Israeli military urged resi-
dents in certain zones to move immediately to the west,
as the area they are in is “considered a dangerous com-
bat zone”. Israeli military strikes killed at least seven
Palestinians on Monday, medics said. Two were killed in
Deir Al-Bakh, where around a million people were shel-
tering, two at a school in the Al-Nuseirat camp and three
in the southern city of Rafah, near the border with Egypt.
