The Company is therefore advised to note that as per the provisions of this circular:

. The company is required to ensure compliance with above regulation and ensure to pay the aforesaid fines including GST within 15
days from the date of this letter/email, failing which Exchange shall, pursuant to the provisions of the aforesaid circular, initiate
action related to freezing of the entire shareholding of the promoter in this entity as well as all other securities held in the
demat account of the promoter. The company is advised to bring the provisions of this Circular to the notice of the promoter of the
company. In this regard, it may also be noted that details of outstanding fines payable pursuant to SEBI SOP Circulars for the prior period, if
any, will be provided separately. The SEBI circular stipulates that the freeze on promoter demat accounts should be lifted only after the
company complies and pays all the outstanding fines.



e Further in the event of this being the second consecutive quarter of non-compliance for the Regulation 17(1), 18(1), 27(2) & 76 would
result in the company being transferred to Z group and liable for suspension of trading of its equity shares.

. The company is also advised to ensure that the subject matter of non-compliance which has been identified and indicated by the
Exchange and any subsequent action taken by the Exchange in this regard shall be placed before the Board of Directors of the company in
its next meeting. Comments made by the board shall be duly informed to the Exchange for dissemination.

For the Companies to whom Regulation 15 (2) of the SEBI (Listing Obligations & Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, is applicable,
a certificate from the Company Secretary/Compliance Officer of the company, certifying that Paid up equity capital was not exceeding Rs.10
Crores and Net worth was not exceeding Rs.25 Crores as on the last day of the previous financial year is required to be submitted to the
Exchange. Companies are required to mention the exact paid up equity capital and net worth figures as on the last day of the previous
financial year in this certificate.

Provided that where the provisions of the regulations specified in the regulation becomes applicable to a listed entity at a later date, such
listed entity shall comply with the requirements of those regulations within six months from the date on which the provisions became
applicable to the listed entity.
