THE RUPEE ENDED at a
record closing low on Thurs-
day, despite the likely inter-
vention from the Reserve
Bank of India, as elevated US
treasury yields and weakness
in other Asian currencies
weighed on the local unit.

The rupee ended at 83.21
against the US dollar, com-
paredwith 83.1325inthe pre-
vious session. The unit
touched a session low of
83.2175, not far from the
record low of 83.29 it hit in
October last year.

The RBI was likely selling
dollars near the 83.20 level,
said a foreign exchange trader
at a state-run bank. It has also
been intervening in the non-
deliverable forward market to
prevent a fresh all-time low.

Asian currencies fell with
the Korean won leading losses
while theo nshore Chinese
yuan ended its domestic ses-
sionatitsweakest since 2007.

The dollar index was up by
0.12% at 104.99, while the
10-year US treasury yield was
at4.27% in Asia hours.

The RBI’s intervention
notwithstanding, the rupee is
likely to stay very close to its
record low over the next six
months,aReuters poll showed.

However, it is unlikely to
breach that markin nearterm,
according to Sajal Gupta,head
of foreign exchange and rates
at Edelweiss Financial Ser-

vices. Given that the dollar
index was at 112-113 when
therupeehititsrecordlowlast
October, the currency may yet
display some resilience,
helped by the RBI, Gupta said.

The RBI is likely paying in
rupee forwards across various
deliveries via public sector
banks, three traders said on
Thursday. The RBI is conduct-
ing sell/buy swaps for value
date September 11 over Sep-
tember 15 and across near
deliveries.

“Tome,itlookslike theyare
paying across the curve, but
the paying is the most in the
very near maturities,” a forex
trader at a private sector
bank said. Another trader
pointed out that it was
unusual that the RBI was sell-
ing in spot and paying in for-
wards. “If I had to guess, the
paying is related to rupee liq-
uidity,” he said.

ICICI SECURITIES' (I-SEC)
mergerwith parent ICICI Bank
could hit a roadblock, with
reports suggesting that Norwe-
gian pension fund manager
Norges Bank and an Indian
PMS provider are set to vote
against the proposal citing con-
cerns over the lowvaluation.

The minority shareholder
and PMS provider, Manu Rishi
Guptha of MRG Securities, has
urged other shareholders to
oppose and vote against the
delisting, according to reports
on Thursday. Norges Bank
Investment Management's
Government Pension Fund
Global holds a 3.13% stake in
ICICI Securities.

When contacted, an ICICI
Bank spokesperson said: “The
bank appointed and relied
upon thevaluation report pro-
vided by a reputed indepen-
dent valuer and fairness opin-
ion provided by a reputed
independent merchant
banker. The valuers arrived at
theshare exchangeratiobased
on a relative equity valuation
of ICICI Bankand ICICI Securi-
ties after considering various
internationally accepted valu-
ation standards and
approaches, particularly the
incomeapproachand the mar-
ket approach.”

I-Sec stock rose by 5% dur-
ing the trading session. It
finally closed at ¥635.45, up
2.37%. ICICI Bank's share
price closed up marginally by
0.57%at3962.95.

According to the bank, the
proposed share exchange ratio
isat a premium of ¥77 to the
marKket price of ICICI Securities
shares (%552 volume
weighted-average price) as on
June 23.1Itis also higher than
the floor valuation prescribed
by Sebi (60 days’ volume
weighted-average price from
the date of the board meeting),
which amounted to ¥583.60.

The brokerage had in June
announced thatitwould delist
and become a wholly owned
subsidiary of ICICI Bank. As of
June 2023, ICICI Bank held a
near-75% stake in ICICI Secu-
rities.

Though the ICICI Bankand
ICICI Securities have given
their nod to the proposal,

ers and creditors of both enti-

ties, Reserve Bank of India, the
National Company Law Tri-
bunal,and the stock exchanges
are still pending.Besides the
prescribed majority, it requires
approval of a 2/3rd majority of
the public shareholders of
ICICI Securities under regula-
tory norms.

It was reported at the time
that public shareholderswould
be allotted 67 equity shares of
ICICI Bank for every 100 shares
of I-Sec. This was has been
determined based onthevalu-
ation report by independent
valuers, and in compliance
with Sebi’s delisting regula-
tions, according to an ICICI

Bank spokesperson.
“ICICI Securities’ public
shareholders would also

receive a more liquid stock,
which is owned by public
shareholders”, the I-Sec filing
had stated.

According to the ICICI
spokesperson, while there are
business synergies between
ICICI Bank and ICICI Securi-
ties, a consolidation by way of
merger is not permissible on
account of regulatory restric-
tions on a bank from under-
taking securities broking busi-
ness departmentally.
