New Delhi: A record 7.28
crore Income tax returns
(ITRs) were filed till July 31
for the assessment year 2024-
25, 7.5% higher against the
same period last year, official
data released Friday re-
vealed.

Of the total returns filed,
5.27 crore have been filed in
the new tax regime, which
means that 72% of the tax-
payers who filed tax returns,
switched to the new tax re-
gime. Now only 28% of tax-
payers remain in the old tax
Tregime.

A'total 6.77 crore ITRs were
filed for the assessment year
202324 till July 81, 2023 out of
which 2.01 crore tax payers
‘have opted for the new tax re-
gime. The last date for filing
returnwas July 31

“The department also re-

ceived 58.57 lakh ITRs from
first-time filers, a fair indica-

New Delhi: After a defici-
ent June, monsoons have
picked up pace in India
cording above-normal cu-
mulative rainfall for July,
with this unevenness is e:

“Inflation  expectations
for crops should be more

of excess or deficit rainfall
in any specific division
which covers production of
any crop can have an infla-
tionary signal. The spatial
distribution of rainfall was
uneven this season, with
Southernand Central India
receivingexcess rain, while
10met divisions saw a doub-
le-digit defieit. “Therisk of
food inflation continues to
remain elevated as key ag-
rarian states in northern
India and the Eastern
Gangetic plains continue to

experience deficit rain-
