With consumption tapering of 
late, Finance Bill 2025 came out 
with some long-awaited tweaks 
to the personal income-tax struc- 
ture aimed at reducing the tax 
burden of the common man. 
One, the rationalisation of tax 
rates, resulting in the highest 
bracket of 30 per cent charged 
only to income over ¥24 lakh 
from the current over I15-lakh 
slab. 

Two, the increase in rebates 
resulting in no tax liability upto a 
total income of 12 lakh (after 
deducting standard deduction of 
0.75 lakh) under the new tax re- 
gime, up from ¥7 lakh earlier. 

While this was much cheered 
about, calculators were out, and 
discussions quickly shifted to 
what could be the plight of those 
earning marginally higher than 
this magical number - ¥12 lakh. 

While a standalone interpreta- 
tion of the above tweak would 
mean that a tax (before Cess) of 
¥61,500 might need to be shelled 
out by those whose total income 
is even ¥10,000 more than ¥12 
1351, this is where something 
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DE-TAX. Taxpayers

termed as marginal relief swoops 
in to restore equilibrium. 

MARGINAL RELIEF 
Marginal relief, as a concept, was 
introduced in the Finance Act 
1961. 

Marginal relief is a provision 
designated to provide relief to 
those taxpayers whose income 
marginally exceeds a threshold 
for higher tax or surcharge, res- 
ulting in additional tax payable 
on account of such thraghold ex- 
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ceeded, being higher than the ad- 
ditional income earned. 

Let’s start with some num- 
bers. Taking the example quoted 
above, a net tax liability of 
61,500 for a total income of 
¥12.1 lakh per annum brings the 
after-tax earnings to just around 
¥11.5 lakh, lower than the after- 
tax earnings of ¥12 lakh of those 
earning ¥12 lakh. 

Rephrasing it, tax liability 
stands at 61,500, which would 
have been nil if not for the in- 
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come additionally earned to the 
extent of £10,000. This is a case 
where marginal relief is applic- 
able as the taxable income mar- 
ginally exceeds the threshold of a 
higher tax bracket. Now, to save 
the disproportionate tax burden, 
marginal relief comes into play 
which is computed as the differ- 
ence between the tax liability 
(before Cess) and the additional 
income earned which put the 
total income beyond the higher 
tax threshold. Please note thatall 
tax liabilities quoted here are be- 
fore adding Cess, as marginal re- 
lief is computed only against the 
before Cess tax liability. 

So, in the above example, mar- 
ginal relief comes to %51,500, 
limiting the tax burden to just 
the additional income earned. 

Surcharge is an additional tax 
that is applied on the tax liability 
computed (before Cess), when 
the total income exceeds 350 
lakh and such other levels from 
there. 

And similar, to the earlier ex- 
ample, if on account of sur- 
charge, the additional tax ex- 
ceeds the additional income 
earned, marginal relief comes 
into play, again.
