KARNATAKA LARGE AND
medium industries minister
MB Patil on Sunday asserted
that there is no irregularity in
the state government’s deci-
sion to execute the sale deed of
3,666 acres of land in Ballari
district to Jindal Steel.

He emphasised that the
Cabinet has decided to imple-
ment the order issued on May
6,2021,during the BS Yediyu-
rappa-led BJP government, fol-
lowing a high court directive
onMarch 12,2024.

Karnataka Cabinet on
Thursday gave its approval for
executing an absolute sale
deed for2,000.58 acres of land
at Kurekuppa and Toranagallu
villages in Sandur taluk, and
1,666.73 acres of land at
Toranagallu, Musinayakana-
halli and Yerabanahalli, in
favour of |[SW Steel.

JSW Steel will get 2,000.58
acres at ¥1.22 lakh per acre
and 1,666.73 acres at ¥1.50
lakh peracre.

Patil dismissed deputy
leaderof the Oppositionin the
Legislative Assembly Aravind
Bellad’s accusation of an “in-
ternal agreement”, in the mat-
teras baseless.

“If there has been any inter-
nal agreement, it must be with
his own party (BJP); he retorted,
according to a statement from
the minister's office.

Noting that Jindal Steel had
approached the High Court be-
cause the order issued by the

“Our government has not
extended any concessions to
Jindal Steel, unlike the BJP,
