Register if you want salary,
Govt warns employees

Gandhinagar, The work
done by the employees and
officers working in all the
departments and subordinate
offices of the Secretariat is
registered in the Karmayogi
application. Karmayogi
application is designed as a
part of human resource
management system.

While instructions have
also been issued from time to
time for all personnel-officers
to use the application, another
resolution regarding user
registration of the application
has been made by the General
Administration Department in
late July. In which it has been
decided to stop the salary of
those who do not have user
registration in Karmayogi app.

According to this
amendment , the user
registration must be
completed from the admin log-
in after the position is created
in the official application as
per the approved staff
organization of the office and
after getting the admin right
at the office, the user
registration must be completed
from the admin log-in through
the office. If this operation is not
done, action will be taken to

withhold the September salary
of the head of the concerned
office. Apart from this, the
concerned head of the office
has to submit a certificate that
all the employees of the office
have been registered in the
Karmayogi application along
with the salary bill of that month.
The circular mentions that
action will be taken on the pay
bill only after verification of the
certificate by the treasury
officer. Launch of Curry
Application 2.0 in March Also
during the last month of March,
Karmayogi Application 2.0 was
launched by the government in
a more sophisticated manner
to maximize online
performance.
