DAYSAFTER a24-year-oldMBA
studentwas founddead inside
his hostel room at the Indian
Institute of Management
Ahmedabad (IIMA), the police
havesaidthat,primafacie,they
havenotfoundanythingtosug-
gestthattherewasanyinstance
ofabetmenttosuicide.

Thiscomesadayafterthefa-
ther of AkshithBhukya,who is
fromWarangal in Telangana,
lodgedawrittencomplaintwith
police, requesting themto look
intoallegationsthatthesecond-
year student had been pres-
suredandthreatenedbyanad-
ministrative staffer at the
prestigiousinstituteoveranup-
comingsymposium.

Police, however, told The
Indian Express that they have
not found any evidence yet to
support the allegations. “This
case still remains anaccidental
deathone,”apoliceofficialsaid.

InvestigatingofficerRLPatel
saidBhukyawasheadingtheco-
ordination committee of The
RedBrickSummit(TRBS),IIMA’s
annualmanagement sympo-
sium. The committee had
brought in sponsorship froma
third-partyfirm.“Thecompany
was going to hold an advance
event as part of the deal.
However, this company al-
legedly used an IIMA logo in
theirpromotionalmaterialand
uploadeditonsocialmediaplat-

forms. This is said to have ran-
kled senior officials at thepre-
mier institute,” an officer con-
nectedwiththecasesaid.

The police officer said that
one of the administrative
stafferstoldanothermemberof
the coordination committee
that the companydidnothave
the authority to use the IIMA
logo. Theywereasked topull it
down from social media and
cancel the event, the officer
added.

“Following this, the firm
deletedthepostsandtheevent
was cancelled. The entire con-
troversy had ended by
September 20. Later on, this
staffer texted amember of the
coordination committee that
they shouldbemore careful in
the future, especially regarding
theuseoftheIIMAlogobythird
parties,”thepoliceofficersaid.

“Wehavefoundnoevidence
to support the allegations that
Bhukya took the extreme step
followingpressurefromthead-
ministrativestaffer,”Patelsaid.

Police officers said they
spoke to students involved in
this committeewho said that
theywereplanning the events
together till 11.45 pm on
September25,addingtheywere
in touchwithBhukya till 10.30
amonSeptember26.His body
wasfoundaround3.45pmthat
evening.OnaFacebookposton
Friday, the organisers of TRBS
announced that the event,
scheduled to kick off that day,
hasbeencalledoff.

POLICE ISSUEGARBAADVISORY

Cops say no evidence yet
of abetment to suicide

THEOPERATIONtheatreofaneye
hospital in a villageof Rajkothas
been sealed by the Health
Departmentafter10patientswho
recentlyunderwentcataractsur-
gery at the hospital developed
complications, officials said on
Saturday.

Dr PK Singh, Chief District
Health Officer (CDHO), Rajkot,
said thathis teamsealed theop-
eration theatre of the Shivanand
Mission EyeHospital (SMEH) in
VirnagarvillageonThursdaynight
aftertheincidentcametolight.

“The hospital performed 32
cataract surgeries onSeptember
23.Duringdressing, the staff de-
tectedunusualsecretionof fluids
from the eyes of nine of 32 pa-
tients. Sampleswere taken and
senttoalaboratoryinRajkotwhile
thepatientsweretreatedforbac-
terial infection. Laboratory tests
confirmed bacterial infection
amongpatients.Aftertheincident
wasreportedtous,wevisitedthe
hospital onThursday and sealed
theOT,”Dr Singh told The Indian
ExpressonSunday.

Aftertheconfirmationofbac-
terialinfection,theseninepatients
were shifted to Rajkot Civil
Hospital on Fridaymorning. “Of
them, four had severe infection
whilefivehadmildinfection,”the
CDHOsaid,adding,“Afterthecon-
firmationoftheinfection,thehos-
pital reachedout to23otherpa-
tientswhowere operatedupon
onSeptember23andaskedthem
if they had any complications.
During this exercise, they con-
cluded that one patient from
Botadalsohaddevelopedcompli-
cations, takingthenumberof in-
fectedpatientsto10.”

DrSinghfurthersaidthatpri-
mary laboratory testsof samples
taken fromequipment in theOT
have returned negative for the
presence of bacteria. “Also,
cataract surgeries were per-
formed in the same OT on
September24and25andnopost-
surgicalcomplicationshavebeen
reported among those patients.
Thiscanmeanthatthesepatients
could have contracted infection
before cataract surgeries or post
surgery. To identify the sourceof
infection, a five-member expert
team comprising eye surgeons
and microbiologists from the
health department in
Gandhinagarvisited thehospital
Fridayandhavetakensamplesfor
laboratorytests,"heunderlined.

Located some 45 kmeast of
Rajkotcity, theSMEHinVirnagar
villageofJadantaluka,wasestab-
lished by Dr Shivanand
Adhvaryoo, an eye surgeon in
1956.ThehospitalisrunbyNetra
Raksha Charitable Trust (NRCT)
and performs surgeries free of
cost.

AshokMehta,jointmanaging
trusteeofNRCT,saidthatthehos-
pital hasperformedaround9.08
lakheyesurgeriessinceitsincep-
tion. “When therewasnoone in

theSaurashtraregiontocurepeo-
ple of blindness, Dr Adhvaryoo
tookitupthroughtheShivanand
Mission… The Trust and we
trusteesarepainedbeyondmeas-
ureoverwhathashappened.This
has never happened in the long
historyofthehospitalandweare
extendingallhelp(toaffectedpa-
tients) and if needed, theTrust is
readytobeartheexpensesoftheir
treatment,”Mehtasaid.

The trustee further said the
hospitalwasalsotryingonitsown
toidentifythesourceofinfection.
“OnTuesdayandWednesday,65
and67 other patientswere also
operateduponinthesameOTand
therearenocomplaints.Whilewe
aretryingtoidentifysourceofthe
infection, our trustee Dr
(Chhotelal) Verma,who is also a
seniordoctor,isinRajkottoensure
that patients get best treatment
and their eyesight canbesaved,”
he said, adding, “Patients had to
be shifted toRajkot civil hospital
fortreatmentafterOTofourhos-
pitalwassealed.” Meanwhile,Dr
HetalKyada,mediacoordinatorof
Rajkot Civil Hospital, said that
sevenofthenineaffectedpatients
werereferredtoAhmedabadCivil
HospitalonSaturdayastheyhad
severeinfection.

WITHTHENavratricelebrations
kicking off on October 3, the
Gujarat police has swung into
action, issuing advisory and
guidelines for organisers and
participants to ensure that no
untowardsituationarisesduring
theninenights of Garba festivi-
ties.While the Ahmedabad po-
lice has issued an advisory
against “sheer” and “indecent”
clothing, Surat police has asked
organisers to “not take law in
theirhands” indealingwithany
suspicious persons at the ven-
ues.

On Friday, putting out a 30-
point advisory, theAhmedabad
city police specifically men-
tioned “sheer” and “indecent”
clothes, cautioning patrons not
todressinan“obscene”manner.
Thenotification,inGujarati,does
notdescribewhatmakes“inde-
cent”clothingbutstates,“Donot
wear sheer (paardarshi) clothes
during the cultural programme
of Dandiya raas... Garba players
must not bewearing indecent,
obsceneclothes.”

In Surat, in view of the
“warnings” fromright-wingor-
ganisations like the Vishwa

Hindu Parishad (VHP), Bajrang
Dal and Antarrashtriya Hindu
Parishad to “people of other
faiths” against participating in
Navratri events, Surat police
commissioner Anupam Singh
Gahlaut clarified that in case of
any issue, organisers should in-
formthepoliceandnot“takelaw
in their hands”. Gahlaut said,
“The police will ensure that
nothingwrong happens to any
girl at theeventvenue...”

As the Surat police gears up
for the festivities, State Home
ministerHarshSanghavialsoput
out a video on social media on
Saturday and said, “The garba
events will last until late in the
night across the state so that
shops owners near the event
venues and small traders will
alsogetbusiness.Peopleshould
enjoy andprayduring the festi-
val and dance to the tunes of
garba. The responsibility of
safety and security has been
placed on the shoulders of the
police and organisers... Garba
events will be organised at 27
places inSurat.Of these,17ven-
ueswillhostmegaevents.Police
staffers will be deployed inside
and outside the grounds to en-
suresafetyof theparticipants...”

He further stated, “We have
made police security arrange-
ments in six deputy commis-
sionersofpolicezonesinthecity

whereoneQRT(QuickResponse
Team) comprising a police sub
inspectorandnineotherstaffers
will reach the spot during an
emergency or if anything unto-
ward happens. The organisers
have also been told to ensure
thatgarbagroundsarenotover-
crowded.”

Meanwhile,Gahlautsaidthat
garba organisers have been
asked to share the IP addresses
ofCCTVnetworksat thevenues
so that the police teams at the
command and control centre
can monitor them. The police
personnel on duty at the garba
venues will be equipped with
body-worn cameras and nine
dronecameras.

Acrossthecities,organisersof
garbaeventshavebeenaskedto
ensuremultiple emergency ex-
itsatthevenuestoavoidcrowd-
ingandstampede-likesituations.
The organisers in all cities have
been asked to prominently dis-
play the signage of emergency

exits. The police have also de-
ployed their respective SHE
teams(specialteamsforwomen)
atthevenuestokeepahawkeye
onpossiblemiscreants.

Meanwhile, Vadodara City
Commissioner of Police
Narasimha Komar said that po-
licemeninplainclotheswillalso
be present among the crowd in
ordertokeepawatchonthepro-
ceedings.Komarsaid, “Wehave
36garbavenues,outofwhich26
are big venues with registered
players only.We heldmeetings
with the organisers and have
asked them to ensuremedical
and emergency service at the
venueaswellastofollowthefire
safetynormsandacquireall fire
safety certificates... The venues
have been asked to ensure that
their private security guards
summon the police in case of
anysuspiciouspersonsentering
the venue and hand them over
to thepolice for furtheraction.”

Sanghavi, meanwhile, ap-
pealed to the garba revellers to
“maintain decorum” and “not
disturbneighboursorhospitals”
byplayingloudmusicduringthe
Navratri.

AgarbaorganiserfromSurat,
HirenKakadiya,said,“Wearefol-
lowing all the safetymeasures,
including deployment of med-
ical teams and ensuring fire
safetyruleswithmultipleemer-

gencyexitsatourground.Weare
alsocoordinatingwiththepolice
teamsandsupportingthemwith
all the details. All the arrange-
mentsareonthevergeofconclu-
sion.Thedomeisreadyandsev-
eral fire-proof materialswill be
usedtopreventanyfireincident.
Our first preference is the safety
of thegarbaenthusiasts.”

Concernoverrain
playing spoilsport

In Vadodara, garba organis-
erssaidtheyhavecompliedwith
the guidelines of the police for
necessary certification, parking
arrangements and security.
However, the “worrisome” fac-
tor for them this time is the in-
cessant rain. Hemant Shah of
United Way of Baroda garba,
which has registered 34,000
players this year, said, “We are
confidentthatwewillbeableto
prepare the grounds in time for
the first Navratri although the
rainfallhasmeantthatthework
hasbecomedifficult...Therecent
floods in Vadodara, too, meant
that we had to spend several
daysdrainingwateroutfromthe
venue using pumps as the
ground water table has also
risen... There is a prediction for
rainuntilOctober1,soweshould
beready in time forOctober3.”

THEAHMEDABADCrimeBranch
on Saturday arrested three ad-
vocatespractisingatthesessions
court for allegedly forging ap-
pointment letters from the
Gujarat Public Service
Commission(GPSC)andobtain-
ing “proceeds of crime” to the
tuneofRs3.44croresince2022.
A driver of one of these advo-
cateswasalsoarrested.

On the basis of a complaint
from one of the victims, the
Crime Branch investigated six
suchcaseswhereJaldeepBharat
Tailor, Jitendrakumar Gandalal

Prajapati, Ankit Tribhovan
Pandya and driver Hitesh
Mahesh Sen issued forged ap-
pointmentorderstopostsinthe
GovernmentofGujaratinlieuof
a hefty sum of money, said po-
lice.

These appointment orders
were for the posts of Deputy
Collector Class-I, Director of
UrbanDevelopment andUrban
Housing Department Class-I,
Deputy Collector (Daskroi)
Class-I and Deputy Collector
Class-I,policesaid.Variousother
supporting documents includ-
ing government notifications
were forged, theyadded.

The accused are alleged to
have earned Rs 3.44 crore from

these victims betweenOctober
12,2022andthefilingof theFIR
earlierthismonthundersection
316(2)(criminalbreachoftrust),
318(4) (cheating), 336(3) (for-
gery),337(forgeryofdocument
or electronic record), 338 (for-
gery of document of authority),
340(2) (useof forgeddocument
as genuine), 61 (criminal con-
spiracy),204(impersonationofa
public servant) and 3(5) (crimi-
nal act by several personswith
common intentions) of the
BharatiyaNyayaSanhita (BNS).

All four have been arrested
and the Crime Branch has re-
ceivedtheir remandtillOctober
7, said Police Inspector JH
Sindhav.
