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CHAIRMAN’S SPEECH FY 2022-2023

Dear Shareowners,

Reflecting on the Financial Year 2022-23, I am pleased to share some remarkable achievements and notable developments of 
our company amid the challenging global landscape.

In the past year, the world made significant progress in managing the impact of COVID-19, leading to a return to nor-
malcy. However, the global economy faced uncertainty and volatility due to geopolitical tensions arising from the ongoing 
Russia-Ukraine conflict. Despite these challenges, our company remained resilient and leveraged on market opportunities, 
ultimately enhancing shareholder value. I am delighted to share that the year witnessed remarkable improvements in our per-
formance, with record-breaking revenue and profits, making it a highly satisfactory year for all stakeholders.

Chlor-Alkali Segment:

During the year, the Caustic Soda Lye market experienced huge volatility throughout the year. Prices had a huge surge 
starting in Q2, reached their peak during Q3, and later declined sharply in Q4 due to improved product availability with the 
enhancement of the Natural Gas scenario in Europe. During this time, India progressed from being a net importer of Caustic 
to becoming a net exporter.

Looking ahead, we anticipate continued growth in Caustic demand, aligned with the country’s GDP growth. To leverage this 
growth potential and to bolster our presence in the Chlor-alkali industry, we are investing in a Greenfield 250 TPD Caustic 
Chlor Project in Karaikal, Puducherry, through our fully-owned subsidiary, Chemfab Alkalis Karaikal Limited. The project is 
well underway and is expected to be commissioned by September 2024. Additionally, we are investing in a 10,000 TPA Alu-
minium Chloride project in Karaikal, scheduled to be commissioned by December 2023. This project is part of our strategic 
forward integration for Chlorine-based downstream products.

PVCO Pipes-Segment:

The Financial Year 2022-23 marks a significant milestone for our PVCO business segment. The company had forayed into 
this segment four years back. Despite initial setbacks due to the pandemic, we persevered and succeeded in securing product 
acceptance by State Water Boards in many states. As a result, PVCO Pipes have been included in various projects under Jal 
Jeevan Mission and other state Government projects. Our persistent efforts are underway to expand the number of states in 
the coming year.

With both Union and State Governments emphasising providing potable water to each household, the demand for high-pres-
sure pipes is encouraging. To cater to this demand, we are enhancing capacity with two more lines in the coming year, effec-
tively doubling our capacity and positioning ourselves to cater to the market requirements.

Moreover, we are pleased to share that the price of PVC Resin experienced a significant correction in Q4, returning to 
pre-COVID levels. The price outlook for PVC resin in the short to medium term appears favourable, which is expected to 
positively impact our company’s margins in the PVCO pipes business for the coming year.

1.	 In view of the ongoing pandemic, the 14th (Fourteenth) 
AGM of the Company is being conducted through Vid-
eo Conference (“VC”) / Other Audio-Visual Means 
(“OAVM”). In accordance with the provisions of the 
Companies Act, 2013 (“Act”), read with the Rules made 
thereunder and General Circular No. 10/2022 dated 28th 
December 2022, and other circulars issued by the Min-
istry of Corporate Affairs (“MCA Circulars”) read with 
Circular no. SEBI/HO/CFD/CMD2/CIR/P/2022/62 
dated May 13, 2022 and other circular issued by SEBI 
from time to time (“SEBI Circulars”) the companies 
are allowed to hold Annual General Meeting (AGM) 
through VC or OAVM up to 30th September 2023, with-
out the physical presence of members at a common ven-
ue.

2.	 Pursuant to the provisions of Section 108 of the Com-
panies Act, 2013 read with Rule 20 of the Companies 
(Management and Administration) Rules, 2014 (as 
amended) and Regulation 44 of SEBI (Listing Obliga-
tions & Disclosure Requirements) Regulations 2015 (as 
amended), and MCA Circulars dated April 08, 2020, 
April 13, 2020, and May 05, 2020, Circular No.20/2020 
dated January, 13, 2021 ,Circular No.02/2022 dated May,

Performance and State of Affairs of the Company:

During the year, the Product realization for the Chemical 
Division continued to remain strong until the end of Q3. The 
prices started softening from Q4. This was offset to some 
extent by a sharp increase Industrial Grade Salt prices. We 
have secured, during the year approval for an increase in

capacity to 180 TPD from 155 TPD. This increase will be 
effectuated from June 24 post completion of refurbishment 
of the Plant. 

Visibility on the demand for the PVCO pipes during the 
year increased significantly as more State Water Boards 
have approved inclusion of PVCO Pipes in the projects. 
The impact in terms of order booking and Revenue will 
happen during FY 23-24. During the year, PVC Resin pric-
es have undergone sharp correction and have  come back to 
Pre-COVID levels.

During the year under review, the Company achieved a 
Revenue of Rs. 33,136.46 Lakhs and profit after Tax of Rs. 
6,458.33 Lakhs.

Your directors recommended payment of Dividend of Rs

MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS REPORT

Industry Structure and Developments

Chemfab Alkalis Limited (“CCAL”) has established the first Membrane Cell cell plant for Chloralkaline production in India; 
it has also built a long legacy of sustainability and diversity in the workplace. CCAL is one of the first major chemical organ-
izations in India to introduce and implement innovative technologies successfully and stay at the forefront of the industry. 
With considerable investment in processes and quality improvement, CCAL’s operations have been at the cutting-edge of 
technology since its inception.

CCAL, established by Dr. Rao in 1985, has many ‘firsts’ to its credit and has received numerous patents and worldwide rec-
ognition for the viability and implementation of various innovative technologies in the Chloralkali sector.

Notably, adoption of Membrane Technology for Chloralkali production in its Kalapet facility has resulted in nationwide 
reform of the sector. Today, all new and expanding Chloralkali plants in India must implement Membrane Technology – that 
was once believed to be unviable and impractical.

Our Founder’s farsightedness, perseverance and quest for excellence have driven our success. His ‘green’ stance has resulted 
in innovations for the betterment of the environment and the well-being of the earth’s citizens.

Working with local communities, and with a group of diverse and talented employees, we are proud to say that the company 
has spearheaded many firsts in the industry and in the country. Making a difference in technology and society alike!

The company operates in two segments viz Chlor- alkali segment and Oriented PVC Pipes segment.

CHLOR-ALKALI INDUSTRY

In the last year, the Global Caustic Soda Lye prices were buoyant and reached historic high due to Russia Ukraine war. In the 
domestic front, India has become a next exporter of Caustic Soda Lye, with steady exports taking place throughout the year. 
There has been a demand revival in almost all the sectors except for a few products which depend on the export market.

During the Financial Year 2022-23, the Chemical division’s product realisation showed marked improvement in the first half. 
Except in the last quarter, there was softening in the domestic prices in line with the fall in international prices, the prices 
coming back to normal levels after reaching highs of USD 7750-800/MT. Presently, prices are stable at around 450/500 CIF 
India price band. 

During the financial year under review the Company has obtained statutory approvals for expansion in the capacity from 155 
TPD to 180 TPD. The refurbishment of the plant is underway, and the expansion is expected to get effected from the month 
of June 2024. 

ORIENTED PVC PIPES (PVC-O PIPES)

The Financial Year 2022 – 23 is a watershed year for the PVCO segment of the Company as more State Government Water Boards 
have approved inclusion of PVCO Pipes in the projects. This has significantly improved the order visibility for the FY 2023- 24

During the year PVC Resin prices have corrected sharply and have come back to pre-covid levels. 

OPPORTUNITIES AND THREATS

CHEMICAL

Globally, the supply demand situation of caustic across continents is diverse and varying and thus the trade flow pattern 
would be different and needs to be watched. However, global inflation and the anticipation of slowdown in various parts of 
the advanced economies continue to pose a threat on the industry and it is likely to impact both the manufacturers and the end 
users. Geopolitical issue continues to be a major concern point.

There has been significant Capacity addition build - up in the domestic industry in 2022-23 especially in western India.  How-
ever, India becoming an active exporter, a large portion of the surplus is getting exported. Also, significant expansion in the 
Alumina capacity will improve demand.  
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PVCO

In India, both the Center and the State Governments are focusing on proving potable water to each household, and the demand 
for high pressure pipe is encouraging. The Company is well placed to meet the enhanced demand expected. With the PVCO 
pipes included in various State Water Board projects the demand visibility has greatly enhanced and is expected to boost rev-
enues for this segment.

OUTLOOK

CHEMICAL

With the Chlor – Alkali products being the inorganic building block, the growth will move in tandem   to growth in the 
country’s GDP in 2023-24. China’s domestic consumption, post covid, is improving and should help global demand balance. 
Overall we expect caustic prices to be stable during the year, in USD 450-500/MT CIF India price band. 

PVCO

With the focus of both the Central as well as State Governments on water connectivity and distribution, the demand for the 
product is expected to be robust. Presently, PVCO Pipes have been accepted both in the Government and non-Government 
projects and with the proven track record, we expect good growth in market demand.

RISKS AND CONCERNS

For the Chlor-Alkali business dependence on grid power continues to be a risk. Though the Puducherry power scenario 
remains reasonably stable, the possibility of the increase in the cost of power is a concern in the long run. 

For the PVCO Pipes business, delay in implementation of the govt projects is a potential risk. 

INTERNAL CONTROL SYSTEMS AND THEIR ADEQUACY

Your Company has well-defined and adequate internal controls and procedures, commensurate with its size and the nature of 
its operations. This is further strengthened by the Internal Audit done concurrently.

Besides, the Company has an Audit Committee, comprising Non-Executive Directors, to monitor its financial systems, con-
trols, management, and operations.

The Company has obtained certification for ISO 14001 and OHSAS 18001 systems to take care of critical operational areas. 
We also engage the services of professional Consultants to continuously analyze and upgrade our operations. The Company 
has also implemented Process Safety Management (PSM). Also, Sustainability Reporting has been carried out enhancing our 
commitment to sustainable development.

DISCUSSION ON FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE WITH RESPECT TO OPERATIONAL PERFORMANCE

During the year, the realization for the Chemical Division increased substantially which resulted in a increase in sales turnover 
and profitability of the company. However, the off take of pipes in the PVCO segment remained dull leading to decreased 
operational capacity. Further, the PVC resin prices remaining high during the major part of the FY and the high prices of 
Industrial Grade Salt, impacted the margins

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1	 General Information

	� Chemfab Alkalis Limited (hereinafter referred to as “the Company”) was incorporated on 06 May 2009 and is in the 
business of manufacturing  of basic inorganic chemicals. The name of the Company was changed from Teamec Chlo-
rates Limited to Chemfab Alkalis Limited on July 21, 2017, vide revised certificate of incorporation issued by the 
Registrar of Companies pursuant to the scheme of amalgamation (‘scheme’) approved by the National Company Law 
Tribunal (NCLT) Chennai vide its order dated 30 March 2017. Erstwhile Chemfab Alkalis Limited a listed entity, had 
merged with the Company pursuant to the scheme and consequently the Company’s equity shares have been listed on 
the National Stock Exchange of India Limited (NSE) and BSE Limited (BSE) with effect from 25 April 2018. 

	 Significant Accounting Policies

	 Recent accounting pronouncements:

	� Ministry of Corporate Affairs (MCA) has notified Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Amendment Rules, 2023 to 
further amend the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015; makes amendments to several Ind AS viz.- Ind 
AS 101 (First-time adoption of Indian Accounting Standards), Ind AS 102 (Share based payment), Ind AS 103 (Business 
Combinations), Ind AS 107 (Financial Instruments: Disclosures), Ind AS 109 (Financial Instruments), Ind AS 115 (Rev-
enue from Contracts with Customers), Ind AS 1 (Presentation of Financial Statements), Ind AS 8 (Accounting Policies, 
Changes in Accounting Estimates and Errors), Ind AS 12 (Income Taxes) & Ind AS 34 (Interim Financial Reporting).

1.1	 Basis Of Accounting

	� The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS) notified under 
the Section 133 of the 2013 Act read with the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules 2015 and other relevant 
provisions of the 2013 Act.

	� These Financial Statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis, except for certain financial instruments 
which are measured at fair values at the end of each reporting period, as explained in accounting policies below. Histor-
ical cost is generally based on the fair value of the consideration given in exchange for goods and services.

	� Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction 
between market participants at the measurement date, regardless of whether that price is directly observable or estimated 
using another valuation technique. In estimating the fair value of an asset or a liability, the Company takes into account 
the characteristics of the asset or liability if market participants would take those characteristics into account when pric-
ing the asset or liability at the measurement date.

	 Going concern

	� The directors have, at the time of approving the financial statements, a reasonable expectation that the Company have 
adequate resources to continue in operational existence for the foreseeable future. Thus, they continue to adopt the going 
concern basis of accounting in preparing the financial statements.

1.2	 Basis of preparation of financial statements

	� In addition, for financial reporting purposes, fair value measurements are categorised into Level 1, 2, or 3 based on the 
degree to which the inputs to the fair value measurements are observable and the significance of the inputs to the fair 
value measurement in its entirety, which are described as follows: 

	 • �Level 1 inputs are quoted prices (unadjusted) in active markets for identical assets or liabilities that the entity can 
access at the measurement date; 

	 • �Level 2 inputs are inputs, other than quoted prices included within Level 1, that are observable for the asset or liability, 
either directly or indirectly; and 

	 • �Level 3 inputs are unobservable inputs for the asset or liability 

1.3	 Use of Estimates:

	� The preparation of the financial statements requires the Management to make estimates and assumptions considered in 
the reported amounts of assets and liabilities (including contingent liabilities) as of the date of the financial statements

and the reported income and expenses during the reporting period. Management believes that the estimates used in the 
preparation of the financial statements are prudent and reasonable. Future results may vary from these estimates and the 
differences between the actual results and the estimates are recognized in the periods in which the results are known / 
materialize. Revisions to accounting estimates are recoginized prospectively in the year in which the estimate is revised 
and / or in future years, as applicable. 

1.4	 Operating Cycle

	� Based on the nature of products/activities of the Company and the normal time between acquisition of assets and their 
realisation in cash or cash equivalents, the Company has ascertained its operating cycle as 12 months for the purpose of 
classification of its assets and liabilities as current and non-current.

1.5	 Revenue recognition

	 (I)	 Sale of Goods/Services:

	� The Company derives revenues primarily from sale of manufactuing of inorganic chemicals viz Caustic Soda Lye, 
Chlorine, Hydrogen, Hydrochloric acid, Sodium Hypo and Sodium Chlorate and also from PVC-O pipes. Revenue 
is measured based on the consideration specified in a contract with a customer and excludes amounts collected on 
behalf of third parties.

	� Revenue is recognized upon transfer of control of promised products or services to customers in an amount that 
reflects the consideration expected to be received in exchange for those products or services. Revenue is reduced for 
estimated customer returns, rebates and other similar allowances. Accordingly, the revenue is recognised on point in 
time basis.   

	 a)	� Sale of products: 

	� Revenues and costs relating to sale of products are recognized as the related goods are delivered, and titles have 
passed, at which time all the following conditions are satisfied-: 

	 - the company has transferred to the buyer the significant risks and rewards of ownership of the goods;

	� - �the company  retains neither continuing  managerial involvement to the degree usually associated with ownership  
nor effective control over the goods sold;

	 - the amount of revenue can be measured reliably;

	 - it is probable that the economic benefits associated with the transaction will flow to the company ; and 

	 - the costs incurred or to be incurred in respect of the transactions can be measured reliably.

	� Revenue is measured at the amount of transaction price which is net of discounts offered by the Company as part of 
the contract with the customer.

	 Trade receivables that do not contain a significant financing component are measured at transaction price.

	 b)�	� Income from service activities is accounted for on rendering the service in accordance with the contractual terms and 
when there is no uncertainty in receiving the same. 

	 (II)	 Other Income:
	� Interest income from a financial asset is recognised when it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Com-

pany and the amount of income can be measured reliably. Interest income is accrued on a time basis, by reference to the 
principal outstanding and at the effective interest rate applicable, which is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future 
cash receipts through the expected life of the financial asset to that asset’s net carrying amount on initial recognition. 
Dividend Income is accounted when the right to receive is established. 

1.6	 Inventories

	� Inventories are valued at the lower of cost and net realizable value. Cost includes cost of purchase, cost of conversion, 
and other costs incurred in bringing the inventories to their present location and condition and is net of taxes where 
applicable. The methods of determination of cost of various categories of inventory are as follows: 

	 - Raw Materials, Fuel and Stores and Spares – On weighted average basis.

	 - �Finished goods and Work in Progress at lower of Cost, which includes appropriate production overheads and Net Real-
izable Value, the cost being determined on weighted average basis.
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	� Due allowance is estimated and made by the Management for slow moving / non-moving items of inventory, where 
ever necessary, based on the technical assessment and such allowances are adjusted against the closing inventory value. 
Net realizable value represents the estimated selling price for inventories less all estimated costs of completion and cost 
necessary to make the sale. 

1.7	 Cash and Cash Equivalent (For the purpose of Cash Flow Statement)

	� Cash comprises of cash on hand and demand deposits with banks. Cash Equivalents are short term balances (with an 
original maturity of three months or less from the date of acquisition), highly liquid investments that are readily convert-
ible into known amounts of cash which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value.

	� Bank balances other than the balance included in cash and cash equivalents represents balance on account of unpaid 
dividend and margin money deposit with banks.

1.8	 Cash Flow Statement

	� Cash flows are reported using the indirect method, whereby profit / (loss) after tax is adjusted for the effects of transac-
tions of non-cash nature and any deferrals or accruals of past or future cash receipts or payments. The cash flows from 
operating, investing and financing activities of the Company are segregated based on the available information.

1.9	 Property, Plant and Equipment (PPE) and Depreciation on Property Plant and Equipment

	� Property, Plant and Equipment (PPE’s) are recorded at cost less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment 
loss (if any). The Company capitalizes all costs relating to acquisition and installation of Property, Plant and Equipment. 
The cost of Property, Plant and Equipment comprises its purchase price net of any trade discounts and rebates, any 
import duties and other taxes (other than those subsequently recoverable from the tax authorities), any directly attrib-
utable expenditure on making the asset ready for its intended use, other incidental expenses and interest on borrowings 
attributable to acquisition of qualifying Property, Plant and Equipment up to the date the Propery, Plant and Equipment 
is ready for its intended use.

	� Cost of spares relating to specific item of Property, Plant and Equipment is capitalized. Cost of modifications that 
enhance the operating performance or extend the useful life of Property, Plant and Equipment are also capitalized, where 
there is a certainty of deriving future economic benefits from the use of such assets.

	� Any part or components of Property, Plant and Equipment which are separately identifiable and expected to have a use-
ful life which is different from that of the main assets are capitalized separately, based on the technical assessment of the 
Management.

	� Advances paid towards the acquisition of Property, Plant and Equipment outstanding at each balance sheet date are dis-
closed as “Capital Advances” under Other Non Current Assets and cost of Property, Plant and Equipment not ready to 
use before such date are disclosed under “Capital Work- in- Progress”.

	 �Depreciation: 

	� Depreciable amount for assets is the cost of an asset less its estimated residual value.

	� Depreciation on Property, Plant and Equipment has been provided on the straight-line method as per the useful life 
prescribed in Schedule II to the Companies Act, 2013 except in respect of Continuous Process Plant, in whose case the 
life of the assets has been assessed as 18 years based on technical advice, taking into account the nature of the asset, the 
estimated usage of the asset, the operating conditions of the asset, past history of replacement, anticipated technological 
changes, manufacturers warranties and maintenance support, etc.

	� Depreciation is also accelerated on Property,Plant & Equipment, based on their condition, usability etc. as per the tech-
nical estimates of the Management, where necessary. 

	 Intangible Assets:

	� Intangible fixed assets acquired separately are carried at cost less accumulated amortisation and accumulated impair-
ment losses(If any). Amortisation is recognised on a straight-line basis over their estimated useful lives. The estimated 
useful life of intangible assets and the amortisation period are reviewed at the end of each financial year and the amorti-
sation period is revised to reflect the changed pattern.

	� Following initial recognition of the development expenditure as an asset, the asset is carried at cost less any accumulated 
amortisation and accumulated impairment losses. Amortisation of the asset begins when development is complete and 
the asset is available for use. It is amortised over the period of expected future benefit. Amortisation expense is recog-
nised in the statement of profit and loss. During the period of development, the asset is tested for impairment annually. 

	 Derecognition of Property, Plant and Equipment:

	� An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when no future economic benefits are expect-
ed to arise from the continued use of the asset.  Any gain or loss on disposal  or retirement of an item of property, plant 
and equipment is determined as the difference between the sale proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and is 
recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

1.10	 Borrowing Cost

	� Borrowing costs include interest, amortisation of ancillary costs incurred and exchange differences arising from foreign 
currency borrowings to the extent they are regarded as an adjustment to the interest cost.  Costs in connection with the 
borrowing of funds to the extent not directly related to the acquisition of qualifying assets are charged to the Statement 
of Profit and Loss over the tenure of the loan. Borrowing costs, allocated to and utilised for qualifying assets, pertaining 
to the period from commencement of activities relating to construction / development of the qualifying asset upto the 
date of capitalisation of such asset are added to the cost of the assets. Capitalisation of borrowing costs is suspended and 
charged to the Statement of Profit and Loss during extended periods when active development activity on the qualifying 
assets is interrupted.

1.11	 Government Grants, Subsidies and Export Incentives

	� Government grants and subsidies are recognised when there is reasonable assurance that the Company will comply with 
the conditions attached to them and the grants / subsidies will be received. Government grants whose primary condition 
is that the Company should purchase, construct or otherwise acquire capital assets are presented by deducting them from 
the carrying value of the assets. The grant is recognised as income over the life of a depreciable asset by way of a reduced 
depreciation charge.

	� Export benefits, if any, are accounted for in the year of exports based on eligibility and when there is no uncertainty in 
receiving the same.

	� Government grants in the nature of promoters’ contribution like investment subsidy, where no repayment is ordinarily 
expected in respect thereof, are accounted in Reserves and Surplus in Other Equity. Government grants in the form 
of non-monetary assets, given at a concessional rate, are recorded on the basis of their acquisition cost. In case the 
non-monetary asset is given free of cost, the grant is recorded at a nominal value.

	� Other government grants and subsidies are recognised as income over the periods necessary to match them with the costs 
for which they are intended to compensate, on a systematic basis.

1.12	 Foreign Currency Transactions

	 Initial Recognition:

	� On initial recognition, all foreign currency transactions are recorded by applying to the foreign currency amount the 
exchange rate between the reporting currency and the foreign currency at the date of the transaction.
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	 Subsequent Recognition:

	� As at the reporting date, non monetary assets and liabilities which are carried in terms of historical cost denominated in a 
foreign currency are reported using the exchange rate prevalent at the date of the transaction. Foreign currency monetary 
assets and liabilities are reported using the exchange rate prevalent at the date of the balance sheet.

	 Treatment of Exchange Differences:

	� Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the settlement/restatement of monetary assets and liabilities of the 
Company are recognised as income or expense in the statement of profit and loss.

	 Employee defined benefit plans include gratuity.

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	 �Deferred Tax:

	� Deferred income tax is recognised using the balance sheet approach. Deferred income tax assets and liabilities are rec-
ognized on deductible and taxable temporary differences between the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities in the 
Ind AS financial statements and the corresponding tax bases of such assets and liabilities.

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1	 General Information

	� Chemfab Alkalis Limited ( “the Parent Company”) and Chemfab Alkalis Karaikal Limited (“the Subsidiary”) (together 
“the Group”) is in the business of manufacturing  of basic inorganic chemicals and PVCO pipes.

	� The name of the Parent Company was changed from Teamec Chlorates Limited to Chemfab Alkalis Limited on July 21, 
2017, vide revised certificate of incorporation issued by the Registrar of Companies pursuant to the scheme of amalga-
mation (‘scheme’) approved by the National Company Law Tribunal (NCLT) Chennai vide its order dated 30 March 
2017. Erstwhile Chemfab Alkalis Limited a listed entity, had merged with the Parent Company pursuant to the scheme 
and consequently the Parent Company’s equity shares have been listed on the National Stock Exchange of India Limited 
(NSE) and BSE Limited (BSE) with effect from 25 April 2018.

	� Chemfab Alkalis Karaikal Limited (‘CAKL ‘) is yet to commence operations.

	 Significant Accounting Policies

	 Impact of the initial application of new and amended Ind ASs that are effective for the current year: 

	� Ministry of Corporate Affairs (MCA) has notified Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Amendment Rules, 2023 
to further amend the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015; makes amendments to several Ind AS 
viz.- Ind AS 101 (First-time adoption of Indian Accounting Standards), Ind AS 102 (Share based payment), Ind AS 103 
(Business Combinations), Ind AS 107 (Financial Instruments: Disclosures), Ind AS 109 (Financial Instruments), Ind AS 
115 (Revenue from Contracts with Customers), Ind AS 1 (Presentation of Financial Statements), Ind AS 8 (Account-
ing Policies, Changes in Accounting Estimates and Errors), Ind AS 12 (Income Taxes) & Ind AS 34 (Interim Financial 
Reporting). The Parent company does not expect these amendments to have any significant impact in its Consolidat3ed 
Financial Statements.

1.1	 Principles of Consolidation:

	� The Consolidated financial statements relate to the Parent Company and its Subsidiary. The Consolidated financial state-
ments have been prepared on the following basis:

	� The financial statements of the Parent Company and its Subsidiary have been combined on a line-by-line basis by adding 
together like items of assets, liabilities, income and expenses, after eliminating material intra-group balances, intragroup 
transactions and resulting unrealised profits or losses, unless cost cannot be recovered.

	� The Consolidated financial statements have been prepared using uniform accounting policies for like transactions and 
other events in similar circumstances are presented to the extent possible, in the same manner as the Parent Company’s 
standalone financial statements.

	 The details of the companies considered in the preparation of the consolidated financial statements are given below:

	� Name : Chemfab Alkalis Karaikal Limited; Country of Incorporation : India;  Relationship: Wholly Owned Subsidiary; 
Effective Ownership Interest as at 31 March 2023 : 100% (As at 31 March 2022 - 100%)

1.2	 Basis Of Accounting

	� The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS) notified under 
the Section 133 of the 2013 Act read with the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules 2015 and other relevant 
provisions of the 2013 Act.

	� These Financial Statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis, except for certain financial instruments 
which are measured at fair values at the end of each reporting period, as explained in accounting policies below. Histor-
ical cost is generally based on the fair value of the consideration given in exchange for goods and services.

	� Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction 
between market participants at the measurement date, regardless of whether that price is directly observable or estimated 
using another valuation technique. In estimating the fair value of an asset or a liability, The Group takes into account the 
characteristics of the asset or liability if market participants would take those characteristics into account when pricing 
the asset or liability at the measurement date.
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	 Going concern

	� The directors have, at the time of approving the financial statements, a reasonable expectation that the Group have ade-
quate resources to continue in operational existence for the foreseeable future. Thus, they continue to adopt the going 
concern basis of accounting in preparing the financial statements.

1.3	 Basis of preparation of financial statements

	� In addition, for financial reporting purposes, fair value measurements are categorised into Level 1, 2, or 3 based on the 
degree to which the inputs to the fair value measurements are observable and the significance of the inputs to the fair 
value measurement in its entirety, which are described as follows:

	 •	� Level 1 inputs are quoted prices (unadjusted) in active markets for identical assets or liabilities that the entity can 
access at the measurement date; 

	 •	� Level 2 inputs are inputs, other than quoted prices included within Level 1, that are observable for the asset or liabil-
ity, either directly or indirectly; and 

	 •	� Level 3 inputs are unobservable inputs for the asset or liability 

1.4	 Use of Estimates:

	� The preparation of the financial statements requires the Management to make estimates and assumptions considered in 
the reported amounts of assets and liabilities (including contingent liabilities) as of the date of the financial statements 
and the reported income and expenses during the reporting period. Management believes that the estimates used in the 
preparation of the financial statements are prudent and reasonable. Future results may vary from these estimates and the 
differences between the actual results and the estimates are recognized in the periods in which the results are known / 
materialize. Revisions to accounting estimates are recoginized prospectively in the year in which the estimate is revised 
and / or in future years, as applicable. 

1.5	 Operating Cycle

	� Based on the nature of products/activities of the Group and the normal time between acquisition of assets and their 
realisation in cash or cash equivalents, the Group has ascertained its operating cycle as 12 months for the purpose of 
classification of its assets and liabilities as current and non-current.

1.6	 Revenue recognition

	 (I)	 Sale of Goods/Services:

	� The Group derives revenues primarily from sale of manufactuing of inorganic chemicals viz Caustic Soda Lye, 
Chlorine, Hydrogen, Hydrochloric acid, Sodium Hypo and Sodium Chlorate and also from PVC-O pipes. Revenue 
is measured based on the consideration specified in a contract with a customer and excludes amounts collected on 
behalf of third parties.

	� Revenue is recognized upon transfer of control of promised products or services to customers in an amount that reflects 
the consideration expected to be received in exchange for those products or services. Revenue is reduced for estimated 
customer returns, rebates and other similar allowances. Accordingly, the revenue is recognised on point in time basis.

	 a)	� Sale of products:

		�  Revenues and costs relating to sale of products are recognized as the related goods are delivered, and titles have 
passed, at which time all the following conditions are satisfied-: 

	 - the Group has transferred to the buyer the significant risks and rewards of ownership of the goods;

	 - �the Group  retains neither continuing  managerial involvement to the degree usually associated with ownership  nor 
effective control over the goods sold;

	 - the amount of revenue can be measured reliably;

	 - it is probable that the economic benefits associated with the transaction will flow to The Group ; and 

	 - the costs incurred or to be incurred in respect of the transactions can be measured reliably.

	� Revenue is measured at the amount of transaction price which is net of discounts offered by the Parent Company as 
part of the contract with the customer.

	 Trade receivables that do not contain a significant financing component are measured at transaction price.
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	 b)	� Income from service activities is accounted for on rendering the service in accordance with the contractual terms and 
when there is no uncertainty in receiving the same. 

	 (II) Other Income:

	� Interest income from a financial asset is recognised when it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the 
Group and the amount of income can be measured reliably. Interest income is accrued on a time basis, by reference 
to the principal outstanding and at the effective interest rate applicable, which is the rate that exactly discounts esti-
mated future cash receipts through the expected life of the financial asset to that asset’s net carrying amount on initial 
recognition. Dividend Income is accounted when the right to receive is established. 

1.7	 Inventories

	� Inventories are valued at the lower of cost and net realizable value. Cost includes cost of purchase, cost of conversion, 
and other costs incurred in bringing the inventories to their present location and condition and is net of taxes where 
applicable. The methods of determination of cost of various categories of inventory are as follows:  

	 - �Raw Materials, Fuel and Stores and Spares – On weighted average basis.  

	 - �Finished goods and Work in Progress at lower of Cost, which includes appropriate production overheads and Net Real-
izable Value, the cost being determined on weighted average basis.  

	� Due allowance is estimated and made by the Management for slow moving / non-moving items of inventory, where 
ever necessary, based on the technical assessment and such allowances are adjusted against the closing inventory value. 
Net realizable value represents the estimated selling price for inventories less all estimated costs of completion and cost 
necessary to make the sale. 

1.8	 Cash and Cash Equivalent (For the purpose of Cash Flow Statement)

	� Cash comprises of cash on hand and demand deposits with banks. Cash Equivalents are short term balances (with an 
original maturity of three months or less from the date of acquisition), highly liquid investments that are readily convert-
ible into known amounts of cash which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value.  Bank balances other than 
the balance included in cash and cash equivalents represents balance on account of unpaid dividend and margin money 
deposit with banks.

1.9	 Cash Flow Statement

	� Cash flows are reported using the indirect method, whereby profit / (loss) after tax is adjusted for the effects of transac-
tions of non-cash nature and any deferrals or accruals of past or future cash receipts or payments. The cash flows from 
operating, investing and financing activities of the Group are segregated based on the available information.

1.10	 Property, Plant and Equipment (PPE) and Depreciation on Property Plant and Equipment

	� Property, Plant and Equipment (PPE’s) are recorded at cost less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment 
loss (if any). The Group capitalizes all costs relating to acquisition and installation of Property, Plant and Equipment. The 
cost of Property, Plant and Equipment comprises its purchase price net of any trade discounts and rebates, any import 
duties and other taxes (other than those subsequently recoverable from the tax authorities), any directly attributable 
expenditure on making the asset ready for its intended use, other incidental expenses and interest on borrowings attribut-
able to acquisition of qualifying Property, Plant and Equipment up to the date the Propery, Plant and Equipment is ready 
for its intended use.

	� Cost of spares relating to specific item of Property, Plant and Equipment is capitalized. Cost of modifications that 
enhance the operating performance or extend the useful life of Property, Plant and Equipment are also capitalized, where 
there is a certainty of deriving future economic benefits from the use of such assets.

	� Any part or components of Property, Plant and Equipment which are separately identifiable and expected to have a use-
ful life which is different from that of the main assets are capitalized separately, based on the technical assessment of the 
Management.

	� Advances paid towards the acquisition of Property, Plant and Equipment outstanding at each balance sheet date are dis-
closed as “Capital Advances” under Other Non Current Assets and cost of Property, Plant and Equipment not ready to 
use before such date are disclosed under “Capital Work- in- Progress”.

	 Depreciation: 

	 Depreciable amount for assets is the cost of an asset less its estimated residual value.
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	� Depreciation on Property, Plant and Equipment has been provided on the straight-line method as per the useful life 
prescribed in Schedule II to the Companies Act, 2013 except in respect of Continuous Process Plant, in whose case the 
life of the assets has been assessed as 18 years based on technical advice, taking into account the nature of the asset, the 
estimated usage of the asset, the operating conditions of the asset, past history of replacement, anticipated technological 
changes, manufacturers warranties and maintenance support, etc.

	� Depreciation is also accelerated on Property,Plant & Equipment, based on their condition, usability etc. as per the tech-
nical estimates of the Management, where necessary. 

	 Intangible Assets:

	� Intangible fixed assets acquired separately are carried at cost less accumulated amortisation and accumulated impair-
ment losses(If any). Amortisation is recognised on a straight-line basis over their estimated useful lives. The estimated 
useful life of intangible assets and the amortisation period are reviewed at the end of each financial year and the amorti-
sation period is revised to reflect the changed pattern.

	 Research and Development:
	� Research costs are expensed as incurred. Development expenditures on an individual project are recognised as an intan-

gible asset when The Group can demonstrate:  

	 •	 The technical feasibility of completing the intangible asset so that the asset will be available for use or sale 

	 •	 Its intention to complete and its ability and intention to use or sell the asset 

	 •	 How the asset will generate future economic benefits 

	 •	 The availability of resources to complete the asset 

	 •	 The ability to measure reliably the expenditure during development

	� Following initial recognition of the development expenditure as an asset, the asset is carried at cost less any accumulated 
amortisation and accumulated impairment losses. Amortisation of the asset begins when development is complete and 
the asset is available for use. It is amortised over the period of expected future benefit. Amortisation expense is recog-
nised in the statement of profit and loss. During the period of development, the asset is tested for impairment annually. 

	 Derecognition of Property, Plant and Equipment:

	� An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when no future economic benefits are expect-
ed to arise from the continued use of the asset.  Any gain or loss on disposal  or retirement of an item of property, plant 
and equipment is determined as the difference between the sale proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and is 
recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

1.11	 Borrowing Cost

	� Borrowing costs include interest, amortisation of ancillary costs incurred and exchange differences arising from foreign 
currency borrowings to the extent they are regarded as an adjustment to the interest cost.  Costs in connection with the 
borrowing of funds to the extent not directly related to the acquisition of qualifying assets are charged to the Statement 
of Profit and Loss over the tenure of the loan. Borrowing costs, allocated to and utilised for qualifying assets, pertaining 
to the period from commencement of activities relating to construction / development of the qualifying asset upto the 
date of capitalisation of such asset are added to the cost of the assets. Capitalisation of borrowing costs is suspended and 
charged to the Statement of Profit and Loss during extended periods when active development activity on the qualifying 
assets is interrupted.

1.12	 Government Grants, Subsidies and Export Incentives

	� Government grants and subsidies are recognised when there is reasonable assurance that the Group will comply with the 
conditions attached to them and the grants / subsidies will be received. Government grants whose primary condition is 
that the Group should purchase, construct or otherwise acquire capital assets are presented by deducting them from the 
carrying value of the assets. The grant is recognised as income over the life of a depreciable asset by way of a reduced 
depreciation charge.

	� Export benefits, if any, are accounted for in the year of exports based on eligibility and when there is no uncertainty in 
receiving the same.

	� Government grants in the nature of promoters’ contribution like investment subsidy, where no repayment is ordinarily 
expected in respect thereof, are accounted in Reserves and Surplus in Other Equity. Government grants in the form 
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of non-monetary assets, given at a concessional rate, are recorded on the basis of their acquisition cost. In case the 
non-monetary asset is given free of cost, the grant is recorded at a nominal value.

	� Other government grants and subsidies are recognised as income over the periods necessary to match them with the costs 
for which they are intended to compensate, on a systematic basis.

1.13	 Foreign Currency Transactions

	 Initial Recognition:

	� On initial recognition, all foreign currency transactions are recorded by applying to the foreign currency amount the 
exchange rate between the reporting currency and the foreign currency at the date of the transaction.

	 Subsequent Recognition:

	� As at the reporting date, non monetary assets and liabilities which are carried in terms of historical cost denominated in a 
foreign currency are reported using the exchange rate prevalent at the date of the transaction. Foreign currency monetary 
assets and liabilities are reported using the exchange rate prevalent at the date of the balance sheet.

	 Treatment of Exchange Differences:

	� Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the settlement/restatement of monetary assets and liabilities of The 
Group are recognised as income or expense in the statement of profit and loss.

1.14	 Employee Benefits

	 Retirement benefit costs and termination benefits:

	 i) Defined Benefit Plans: 

	 Employee defined benefit plans include gratuity.

	� For defined benefit retirement benefit plans, the cost of providing benefits is determined using the projected unit credit 
method, with actuarial valuations being carried out at the end of each annual reporting period. Remeasurement, com-
prising actuarial gains and losses, the effect of the changes to the asset ceiling (if applicable) and the return on plan 
assets (excluding net interest), is reflected immediately in the balance sheet with a charge or credit recognised in other 
comprehensive income in the period in which they occur. Remeasurement recognised in other comprehensive income is 
reflected immediately in retained earnings and is not reclassified to profit or loss. Past service cost is recognised in the 
Statement of profit or loss in the period of a plan amendment. Net interest is calculated by applying the discount rate at 
the beginning of the period to the net defined benefit liability or asset. Defined benefit costs are categorised as follows:  

	 •	� Service cost (including current service cost, past service cost, as well as gains and losses on curtailments and 
settlements); 

	 •	 Net interest expense or income; and 

	 •	� Remeasurement comprising actuarial gains or losses and return on plan assets (excluding amounts included in net 
interest on the net defined benefit liability)

	� The Group presents the first two components of defined benefit costs in profit or loss in the line item ‘Employee benefits 
expense’. Curtailment gains and losses are accounted for as past service costs.

	� The retirement benefit obligation recognised in the balance sheet represents the actual deficit or surplus in The Group’s 
defined benefit plans. Any surplus resulting from this calculation is limited to the present value of any economic benefits 
available in the form of refunds from the plans or reductions in future contributions to the plans.

	� A liability for a termination benefit is recognised at the earlier of when the entity can no longer withdraw the offer of the 
termination benefit and when the entity recognises any related restructuring costs.

	 The Group makes contribution to a scheme administered by the insurer to discharge gratuity liabilities to the employees. 

	 Short-term employee benefits:

	� A liability is recognised for benefits accruing to employees in respect of wages and salaries in the period the related 
service is rendered at the undiscounted amount of the benefits expected to be paid in exchange for that service.
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	 ii) Defined Contribution Plans 

	 Employee defined contribution plans include Provident Fund, Employee state insurance and Super Annuation Fund.

	 Provident Fund and Employee State Insurance :

	� All employees of the Group receive benefits from Provident Fund and Employee’s State Insurance (where applicable), 
which are defined contribution plans. Both, the employee and The Group make monthly contributions to the plan, each 
equalling to a specified percentage of employee’s basic salary. The Group has no further obligations under the plan 
beyond its monthly contributions. The Group contributes to the Employee Provident Fund and Employee’s State Insur-
ance (where appplicable) scheme maintained by the Central Government of India and the contribution thereof is charged 
to the Statement of Profit and Loss in the year in which the services are rendered by the employees.

	 Super Annuation Fund :

	� The Group makes contribution to a scheme administered by the insurer to discharge its liabilities towards super annua-
tion to the eligible employees. The Group has no other liability other than its annual contribution.

1.15	 Employee Share Based Payments

	� Employees  of the Group receive remuneration in the form of share-based payments, whereby employees render services 
as consideration for equity instruments (equity-settled transactions).

	 Equity-settled transactions:

	� The cost of equity-settled transactions is determined by the fair value at the date when the grant is made using an appro-
priate valuation model.

	� That cost is recognised, together with a corresponding increase in share-based payment (SBP) reserves in equity, over 
the period in which the performance and/or service conditions are fulfilled in employee benefits expense. The cumu-
lative expense recognised for equity-settled transactions at each reporting date until the vesting date reflects the extent 
to which the vesting period has expired and The Group’s best estimate of the number of equity instruments that will 
ultimately vest. The statement of profit and loss expense or credit for a period represents the movement in cumulative 
expense recognised as at the beginning and end of that period and is recognised in employee benefits expense Service 
and non-market performance conditions are not taken into account when determining the grant date fair value of awards, 
but the likelihood of the conditions being met is assessed as part of The Group’s best estimate of the number of equity 
instruments that will ultimately vest. Market performance conditions are reflected within the grant date fair value. Any 
other conditions attached to an award, but without an associated service requirement, are considered to be non-vesting 
conditions. Non-vesting conditions are reflected in the fair value of an award and lead to an immediate expensing of an 
award unless there are also service and/or performance conditions.

	� No expense is recognised for awards that do not ultimately vest because non-market performance and/or service condi-
tions have not been met. Where awards include a market or non-vesting condition, the transactions are treated as vested 
irrespective of whether the market or non-vesting condition is satisfied, provided that all other performance and/or ser-
vice conditions are satisfied.

	� When the terms of an equity-settled award are modified, the minimum expense recognised is the expense had the terms 
had not been modified, if the original terms of the award are met. An additional expense is recognised for any modifica-
tion that increases the total fair value of the share-based payment transaction, or is otherwise beneficial to the employee 
as measured at the date of modification. Where an award is cancelled by the entity or by the counterparty, any remaining 
element of the fair value of the award is expensed immediately through profit or loss.

	� The dilutive effect of outstanding options is reflected as additional share dilution in the computation of diluted earnings 
per share.

1.16	 Taxation

	� Income taxes comprise Current and deferred tax. Income tax expense/credit is recognised in the statement of profit and 
loss, except when they relate to items that are recognised in other comprehensive income or directly in equity, in which 
case, the income taxes are also recognised in other comprehensive income or directly in equity, respectively.

	 Current Tax and Prior Period Tax:

	� Current income tax liability/ (asset) for the current and prior periods are measured at the amount expected to be recov-
ered from or paid to the taxation authorities based on the taxable income for the period. The tax rates and tax laws used 
to compute the current tax amount are those that are enacted or substantively enacted by the reporting date and applicable 
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for the period. The Group offsets current tax assets and current tax liabilities, where it has a legally enforceable right 
to set off the recognized amounts and where it intends either to settle on a net basis or to realize the asset and liability 
simultaneously.

	 Deferred Tax:

	� Deferred income tax is recognised using the balance sheet approach. Deferred income tax assets and liabilities are rec-
ognized on deductible and taxable temporary differences between the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities in the 
Ind AS financial statements and the corresponding tax bases of such assets and liabilities. Deferred tax liabilities are rec-
ognised for all taxable temporary differences. Deferred income tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable 
that taxable profit will be available against which the deductible temporary differences, and the carry forward of unused 
tax credits and unused tax losses can be utilized.

	� The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at the end of each reporting period and reduced to the extent that 
it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profits will be available to allow all or part of the asset to be recovered.

	� Deferred tax liabilities and assets are measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the period in which the lia-
bility is settled or the asset realised, based on tax rates (and tax laws) that have been enacted or substantively enacted by 
the end of the reporting period.

	� The measurement of deferred tax liabilities and assets reflects the tax consequences that would follow from the manner 
in which The Group expects, at the end of the reporting period, to recover or settle the carrying amount of its assets and 
liabilities.

	 Minimum Alternate Tax (MAT):

	� Minimum Alternate Tax (MAT) paid as current tax expense in accordance with the tax laws, which gives future econom-
ic benefits in the form of adjustment to future income tax liability, is considered as tax credit and recognised as deferred 
tax asset when there is reasonable certainty that the Parent Company will pay normal income tax in the future years 
and future economic benefit associated with it will flow to the Parent Company. The carrying amount is reviewed at the 
end of each reporting period and reduced to the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profits will be 
available to allow all or part of the asset to be recovered.

1.17	 Segment Reporting

	� Operating segments reflect the Group’s management structure and the way the financial information is regularly 
reviewed by The Group’s Chief operating decision maker (CODM). The CEO of the Group has been identified as the 
Chief Operating Decision Maker (CODM) as defined by Ind AS 108, Operating Segments. The CODM considers the 
business from both business and product perspective based on the dominant source, nature of risks and returns and the 
internal organisation and management structure. The operating segments are the segments for which separate financial 
information is available and for which operating profit / (loss) amounts are evaluated regularly by the CODM in deciding 
how to allocate resources and in assessing performance. 

	� The accounting policies adopted for segment reporting are in line with the accounting policies of the Group. Segment 
revenue, segment expenses, segment assets and segment liabilities have been identified to segments on the basis of their 
relationship to the operating activities of the segment.

	� Inter-segment revenue, where applicable, is accounted on the basis of transactions which are primarily determined based 
on market / fair value factors.

	� Revenue, expenses, assets and liabilities which relate to the Group as a whole and are not allocable to segments on rea-
sonable basis have been included under “unallocated revenue / expenses / assets / liabilities”.

1.18	 Leases

	� The Group assesses whether a contract contains a lease, at inception of a contract. A contract is, or contains, a lease if 
the contract conveys the right to control the use of an identified asset for a period of time in exchange for consideration. 
To assess whether a contract conveys the right to control the use of an identified asset, the Group assesses whether: (1) 
the contract involves the use of an identified asset (2) the Group has substantially all of the economic benefits from use 
of the asset through the period of the lease and (3) the Group has the right to direct the use of the asset. 

	� At the date of commencement of the lease, the Group recognizes a right-of-use asset (“ROU”) and a corresponding lease 
liability for all lease arrangements in which it is a lessee, except for leases with a term of twelve months or less (short-
term leases) and low value leases. For these short-term and low value leases, the Group recognizes the lease payments 
as an operating expense on a straight-line basis over the term of the lease.
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	� Certain lease arrangements includes the options to extend or terminate the lease before the end of the lease term. ROU 
assets and lease liabilities includes these options when it is reasonably certain that they will be exercised.

	� The right-of-use assets are initially recognized at cost, which comprises the initial amount of the lease liability adjusted 
for any lease payments made at or prior to the commencement date of the lease plus any initial direct costs less any lease 
incentives. They are subsequently measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

	� Right-of-use assets are depreciated from the commencement date on a straight-line basis over the shorter of the lease 
term and useful life of the underlying asset. Right of use assets are evaluated for recoverability whenever events or 
changes in circumstances indicate that their carrying amounts may not be recoverable. For the purpose of impairment 
testing, the recoverable amount (i.e. the higher of the fair value less cost to sell and the value-in-use) is determined on 
an individual asset basis unless the asset does not generate cash flows that are largely independent of those from other 
assets. In such cases, the recoverable amount is determined for the Cash Generating Unit (CGU) to which the asset 
belongs.

	� The lease liability is initially measured at amortized cost at the present value of the future lease payments. The lease 
payments are discounted using the interest rate implicit in the lease or, if not readily determinable, using the incremental 
borrowing rates in the country of domicile of the leases. Lease liabilities are remeasured with a corresponding adjust-
ment to the related right of use asset if The Group changes its assessment if whether it will exercise an extension or a 
termination option.

1.19	 Earnings per share

	� Basic earnings per share is computed by dividing the profit / (loss) after tax by the weighted average number of equity 
shares outstanding during the year. Diluted earnings per share is computed by dividing the profit / (loss) after tax as 
adjusted for dividend, interest and other charges to expense or income relating to the dilutive potential equity shares, by 
the weighted average number of equity shares considered for deriving basic earnings per share and the weighted average 
number of equity shares which could have been issued on the conversion of all dilutive potential equity shares. Potential 
equity shares are deemed to be dilutive only if their conversion to equity shares would decrease the net profit per share 
from continuing ordinary operations. Potential dilutive equity shares are deemed to be converted as at the beginning of 
the period, unless they have been issued at a later date. The dilutive potential equity shares are adjusted for the proceeds 
receivable had the shares been actually issued at fair value (i.e. average market value of the outstanding shares). Dilutive 
potential equity shares are determined independently for each period presented. The number of equity shares and poten-
tially dilutive equity shares are adjusted for share splits / reverse share splits and bonus shares, as appropriate.

1.20	 Provisions and contingent liabilities

	� A provision is recognised when the Group has a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of past events and 
it is probable that an outflow of resources will be required to settle the obligation in respect of which a reliable estimate 
can be made. Provisions are determined based on the best estimate required to settle the obligation at the balance sheet 
date and measured using the present value of cash flows estimated to settle the present obligations (when the effect of 
time value of money is material). These are reviewed at each balance sheet date and adjusted to reflect the current best 
estimates.

	� Contingent liability is disclosed for (i) Possible obligations which will be confirmed only by future events not wholly 
within the control of the Group or (ii) Present obligations arising from past events where it is not probable that an out-
flow of resources will be required to settle the obligation or a reliable estimate of the amount of the obligation cannot 
be made. The Group does not recognize a contingent liability but discloses its existence in the Financial Statements. 
Contingent assets are only disclosed when it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the entity.

1.21	 Provision for warranty

	� The estimated liability for product warranties is recorded when products are sold. These estimates are established using 
historical information on the nature, frequency and average cost of warranty claims and management estimates regarding 
possible future incidence based on corrective actions on product failures. The timing of outflows will vary as and when 
warranty claim will arise - being typically upto three years.

1.22	 Insurance Claims

	�� Insurance claims are accounted for on the basis of claims admitted / expected to be admitted and to the extent that the 
amount recoverable can be measured reliably and it is reasonable to expect ultimate collection.
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1.23	 Financial Instruments

	� Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognised when the Group becomes a party to the contractual provisions of 
the instruments. 

	� Financial assets and financial liabilities are initially measured at fair value except in respect of Trade receivables that do 
not have a significant financial component which are measured at transaction price. Transaction costs that are directly 
attributable to the acquisition or issue of financial assets and financial liabilities (other than financial assets and finan-
cial liabilities at fair value through profit and loss) are added to or deducted from the fair value of the financial assets 
or financial liabilities, as appropriate, on initial recognition. Transaction costs directly attributable to the acquisition of 
financial assets or financial liabilities at fair value through profit and loss are recognised immediately in profit and loss.

1.24	 Financial assets

	� All regular way purchases or sales of financial assets are recognised and derecognised on a trade date basis. Regular 
way purchases or sales are purchases or sales of financial assets that require delivery of assets within the time frame 
established by regulation or convention in the marketplace.

	� All recognised financial assets are subsequently measured in their entirety at either amortised cost or fair value, depend-
ing on the classification of the financial assets. 

	 Classification of financial assets:

	� Debt instruments that meet the following conditions are subsequently measured at amortised cost (except for debt instru-
ments that are designated as at fair value through profit or loss on initial recognition):

	 •	� the asset is held within a business model whose objective is to hold assets in order to collect contractual cash flows; 
and 

	 •	� the contractual terms of the instrument give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal 
and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

	� Debt instruments that meet the following conditions are subsequently measured at fair value through other comprehen-
sive income (except for debt instruments that are designated as at fair value through profit or loss on initial recognition):

	 •	� the asset is held within a business model whose objective is achieved both by collecting contractual cash flows and 
selling financial assets; and 

	 •	� the contractual terms of the instrument give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal 
and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

	 By default, all other financial assets are measured subsequently at fair value through profit or loss (FVTPL).

	� Despite the foregoing, The Group may make the following irrevocable election / designation at initial recognition of a 
financial asset:

	 •	� The Group may irrevocably elect to present subsequent changes in fair value of an equity investment in other com-
prehensive income if certain criteria are met (see (iii) below); and 

	 •	� The Group may irrevocably designate a debt investment that meets the amortised cost or FVTOCI criteria as meas-
ured at FVTPL if doing so eliminates or significantly reduces an accounting mismatch (see (iv) below).All other 
financial assets are subsequently measured at fair value.

	 (i)	Amortised cost and effective interest method:

		�  The effective interest method is a method of calculating the amortised cost of a debt instrument and of allocating 
interest income over the relevant period.

		�  For financial assets other than purchased or originated credit-impaired financial assets (i.e. assets that are credit-im-
paired on initial recognition), the effective interest rate is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash receipts 
(including all fees and points paid or received that form an integral part of the effective interest rate, transaction costs 
and other premiums or discounts) excluding expected credit losses, through the expected life of the debt instrument, 
or, where appropriate, a shorter period, to the gross carrying amount of the debt instrument on initial recognition. 
For purchased or originated credit-impaired financial assets, a credit-adjusted effective interest rate is calculated by 
discounting the estimated future cash flows, including expected credit losses, to the amortised cost of the debt instru-
ment on initial recognition.
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	� The amortised cost of a financial asset is the amount at which the financial asset is measured at initial recognition 
minus the principal repayments, plus the cumulative amortisation using the effective interest method of any dif-
ference between that initial amount and the maturity amount, adjusted for any loss allowance. The gross carrying 
amount of a financial asset is the amortised cost of a financial asset before adjusting for any loss allowance.

	� Interest income is recognised using the effective interest method for debt instruments measured subsequently at 
amortised cost and at FVTOCI. For financial assets other than purchased or originated credit-impaired financial 
assets, interest income is calculated by applying the effective interest rate to the gross carrying amount of a financial 
asset, except for financial assets that have subsequently become credit-impaired (see below). For financial assets 
that have subsequently become credit-impaired, interest income is recognised by applying the effective interest rate 
to the amortised cost of the financial asset. If, in subsequent reporting periods, the credit risk on the credit-impaired 
financial instrument improves so that the financial asset is no longer credit-impaired, interest income is recognised 
by applying the effective interest rate to the gross carrying amount of the financial asset.

	� For purchased or originated credit-impaired financial assets, The Group recognises interest income by applying 
the credit-adjusted effective interest rate to the amortised cost of the financial asset from initial recognition. The 
calculation does not revert to the gross basis even if the credit risk of the financial asset subsequently improves so 
that the financial asset is no longer credit-impaired.

	� Interest income is recognised in profit or loss and is included in the ‘Other income’ line item. 

	 (ii)	 Debt instruments classified as at FVTOCI:

		  The debt instruments are initially measured at fair value plus transaction costs.

		�  Subsequently, changes in the carrying amount of these debt instruments as a result of foreign exchange gains and 
losses (see below), impairment gains or losses (see below), and interest income calculated using the effective interest 
method (see (i) above) are recognised in profit or loss. The amounts that are recognised in profit or loss are the same 
as the amounts that would have been recognised in profit or loss if these debt instruments had been measured at 
amortised cost. All other changes in the carrying amount of these debt instruments are recognised in other compre-
hensive income and accumulated in a separate component of equity. When these debt instruments are derecognised, 
the cumulative gains or losses previously recognised in other comprehensive income are reclassified to profit or loss.

	 (iii)	 Equity instruments designated as at FVTOCI:

		�  On initial recognition, the Group may make an irrevocable election (on an instrument-by-instrument basis) to 
designate investments in equity instruments as at FVTOCI. Designation at FVTOCI is not permitted if the equity 
investment is held for trading:

		  Investments in equity instruments at FVTOCI are initially measured at fair value plus transaction costs.

		�  Subsequently, they are measured at fair value with gains and losses arising from changes in fair value recognized 
in other comprehensive income and accumulated in a separate component of equity. The cumulative gain or loss is 
not reclassified to profit or loss on disposal of the equity investments, instead, it is transferred to retained earnings.

		�  Dividends on these investments in equity instruments are recognised in profit or loss in accordance with Ind AS 
109, unless the dividends clearly represent a recovery of part of the cost of the investment. Dividends are included 
in the ‘Other income’ line item in profit or loss.

		�  The Group designates all investments in equity instruments that are not held for trading as at FVTOCI on initial 
recognition.

		  A financial asset is held for trading if:

		  •	� It has been acquired principally for the purpose of selling it in the near term; or 

		  •	� On initial recognition it is part of a portfolio of identified financial instruments that The Group manages together 
and has a recent actual pattern of short-term profit-taking;

	 (iv)	 Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss (FVTPL):

		�  Financial assets that do not meet the criteria for being measured at amortised cost or FVTOCI (see (i) to (iii) above) 
are measured at FVTPL. Specifically:

		  •	� Investments in equity instruments are classified as at FVTPL, unless The Group designates an equity investment 
that is neither held for trading (see (iii) above). 
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		  •	� Debt instruments that do not meet the amortised cost criteria or the FVTOCI criteria (see (i) and (ii) above) are 
classified as at FVTPL. In addition, debt instruments that meet either the amortised cost criteria or the FVTOCI 
criteria may be designated as at FVTPL upon initial recognition if such designation eliminates or significantly 
reduces a measurement or recognition inconsistency (so called ‘accounting mismatch’) that would arise from 
measuring assets or liabilities or recognising the gains and losses on them on different bases.

	� The carrying amount of financial assets that are denominated in a foreign currency is determined in that foreign currency 
and translated at the spot rate at the end of each reporting period. Specifically:

	 •	� for financial assets measured at amortised cost that are not part of a designated hedging relationship, exchange dif-
ferences are recognised in profit or loss in the ‘other income’ line item ; 

	 •	� for debt instruments measured at FVTOCI that are not part of a designated hedging relationship, exchange differences 
on the amortised cost of the debt instrument are recognised in profit or loss in the ‘other income’ line item. As the 
foreign currency element recognised in profit or loss is the same as if it was measured at amortised cost, the residual 
foreign currency element based on the translation of the carrying amount (at fair value) is recognised in other com-
prehensive income in a separate component of equity; 

	 •	� for financial assets measured at FVTPL that are not part of a designated hedging relationship, exchange differences 
are recognised in profit or loss in the ‘other income’ line item as part of the fair value gain or loss; and 

	 •	� for equity instruments measured at FVTOCI, exchange differences are recognised in other comprehensive income in 
a separate component of equity.

	 Impairment of financial assets:

	� The Group recognises a loss allowance for expected credit losses on investments in debt instruments that are measured 
at amortised cost or at FVTOCI, lease receivables, trade receivables and contract assets, financial guarantee contracts, 
and certain other financial assets measured at amortised cost such as deferred consideration receivable on disposal of 
subsidiaries. The amount of expected credit losses is updated at each reporting date to reflect changes in credit risk since 
initial recognition of the respective financial instrument.

	� Expected credit losses are the weighted average of credit losses with the respective risks of default occurring as the 
weights. Credit loss is the difference between all contractual cash flows that are due to the Group in accordance with 
the contract and all the cash flows that the Group expects to receive (i.e. all cash shortfalls), discounted at the original 
effective interest rate (or credit-adjusted effective interest rate for purchased or originated credit-impaired financial 
assets). The Group estimates cash flows by considering all contractual terms of the financial instrument (for example, 
prepayment, extension, call and similar options) through the expected life of that financial instrument.

	� The Group measures the loss allowance for a financial instrument at an amount equal to the lifetime expected credit 
losses if the credit risk on that financial instrument has increased significantly since initial recognition. If the credit risk 
on a financial instrument has not increased significantly since initial recognition, the Group measures the loss allowance 
for that financial instrument at an amount equal to 12-month expected credit losses. 12-month expected credit losses are 
portion of the life-time expected credit losses and represent the lifetime cash shortfalls that will result if default occurs 
within the 12 months after the reporting date and thus, are not cash shortfalls that are predicted over the next 12 months.

	� For trade receivables, the Group always measures the loss allowance at an amount equal to lifetime expected credit losses. 
Further, for the purpose of measuring lifetime expected credit loss allowance for trade receivables, the Group has used a 
practical expedient method as permitted under Ind AS 109. This expected credit loss allowance is computed based on a 
provision matrix which takes into account historical credit loss experience and adjusted for forward-looking information.

	 De-recognition of financial assets:

	� The Group derecognises a financial asset only when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the asset expire, or 
when it transfers the financial asset and substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership of the asset to another entity. 
If the Group neither transfers nor retains substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership and continues to control the 
transferred asset, the Group recognises its retained interest in the asset and an associated liability for amounts it may have 
to pay. If the Group retains substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership of a transferred financial asset, the Group 
continues to recognise the financial asset and also recognises a collateralized borrowing for the proceeds received.
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	� On derecognition of a financial asset measured at amortised cost, the difference between the asset’s carrying amount 
and the sum of the consideration received and receivable is recognised in profit or loss. In addition, on derecognition 
of an investment in a debt instrument classified as at FVTOCI, the cumulative gain or loss previously accumulated in a 
separate component of equity is reclassified to profit or loss. In contrast, on derecognition of an investment in an equity 
instrument which the Group has elected on initial recognition to measure at FVTOCI, the cumulative gain or loss pre-
viously accumulated in a separate component of equity is not reclassified to profit or loss, but is transferred to retained 
earnings.

1.25	 Financial liabilities and equity instruments

	 Classification as debt or equity:

	� Debt and equity instruments issued by the Group are classified as either financial liabilities or as equity in accordance 
with the substance of the contractual arrangements and the definitions of a financial liability and an equity instrument.

	 Equity instruments:

	� An equity instrument is any contract that evidences a residual interest in the assets of an entity after deducting all of 
its liabilities. Equity instruments issued by the Group are recognised at the proceeds received, net of direct issue costs. 
Repurchase of the Group’s own equity instruments is recognised and deducted directly in equity. No gain or loss is rec-
ognised in profit or loss on the purchase, sale, issue or cancellation of the Group’s own equity instruments.

	� All financial liabilities are measured subsequently at amortised cost using the effective interest method or at FVTPL.

	� However, financial liabilities that arise when a transfer of a financial asset does not qualify for derecognition or when 
the continuing involvement approach applies, and financial guarantee contracts issued by the Group, are measured in 
accordance with the specific accounting policies set out below.

	 Financial Liabilities at FVTPL:

	� Financial liabilities are classified as at FVTPL when the financial liability is (i) held for trading or (ii) it is designated as 
at FVTPL.

	 A financial liability is classified as held for trading if: 

	 •	� it has been acquired principally for the purpose of repurchasing it in the near term; or 

	 •	� on initial recognition it is part of a portfolio of identified financial instruments that the Group manages together and 
has a recent actual pattern of short-term profit-taking;

	� However, for financial liabilities that are designated as at FVTPL, the amount of change in the fair value of the financial 
liability that is attributable to changes in the credit risk of that liability is recognised in other comprehensive income, 
unless the recognition of the effects of changes in the liability’s credit risk in other comprehensive income would create 
or enlarge an accounting mismatch in profit or loss. The remaining amount of change in the fair value of liability is rec-
ognised in profit or loss. Changes in fair value attributable to a financial liability’s credit risk that are recognised in other 
comprehensive income are recognised in retained earnings. Gains or losses on financial guarantee contracts issued by 
the Group that are designated by The Group as at FVTPL are recognised in profit or loss.

	 Financial liabilities subsequently measured at amortised cost:

	� Financial liabilities that are not held-for-trading or designated as at FVTPL, are measured subsequently at amortised 
cost using the effective interest method. The effective interest method is a method of calculating the amortised cost of 
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a financial liability and of allocating interest expense over the relevant period. The effective interest rate is the rate that 
exactly discounts estimated future cash payments (including all fees and points paid or received that form an integral part 
of the effective interest rate, transaction costs and other premiums or discounts) through the expected life of the financial 
liability, or (where appropriate) a shorter period, to the amortised cost of a financial liability.

	 Foreign exchange gains and losses:

	� For financial liabilities that are denominated in a foreign currency and are measured at amortised cost at the end of each 
reporting period, the foreign exchange gains and losses are determined based on the amortised cost of the instruments. 
These foreign exchange gains and losses are recognised in the ‘other income’ line item in profit or loss for financial 
liabilities.

	� The fair value of financial liabilities denominated in a foreign currency is determined in that foreign currency and trans-
lated at the spot rate at the end of the reporting period. For financial liabilities that are measured as at FVTPL, the foreign 
exchange component forms part of the fair value gains or losses and is recognised in profit or loss for financial liabilities. 

	 Derecognition of financial liabilities:

	� The Group derecognises financial liabilities when, and only when, the Group’s obligations are discharged, cancelled or 
have expired. The difference between the carrying amount of the financial liability derecognised and the consideration 
paid and payable is recognised in profit or loss.

	� When the Group exchanges with the existing lender one debt instrument into another one with the substantially different 
terms, such exchange is accounted for as an extinguishment of the original financial liability and the recognition of a new 
financial liability. Similarly, the Group accounts for substantial modification of terms of an existing liability or part of it 
as an extinguishment of the original financial liability and the recognition of a new liability. It is assumed that the terms 
are substantially different if the discounted present value of the cash flows under the new terms, including any fees paid 
net of any fees received and discounted using the original effective rate is at least 10 per cent different from the discount-
ed present value of the remaining cash flows of the original financial liability. If the modification is not substantial, the 
difference between: (1) the carrying amount of the liability before the modification; and (2) the present value of the cash 
flows after modification is recognised in profit or loss as the modification gain or loss within ‘other income’. 

1.26	 Impairment of Tangible and Intangible Assets

	� At the end of each reporting period, the Group reviews the carrying amounts of its tangible and intangible assets or cash 
generating units to determine whether there is any indication that those assets have suffered an impairment loss. If any 
such indication exists, the recoverable amount of the asset is estimated in order to determine the extent of the impairment 
loss (if any).

	� Intangible assets with indefinite useful lives and intangible assets not yet available for use are tested for impairment at 
least annually, or whenever there is an indication that the asset may be impaired.

	� Recoverable amount is the higher of fair value less costs of disposal and value in use. In assessing value in use, the esti-
mated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market 
assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset for which the estimates of future cash flows 
have not been adjusted.

	� If the recoverable amount of an asset (or cash-generating unit) is estimated to be less than its carrying amount, the carry-
ing amount of the asset (or cash-generating unit) is reduced to its recoverable amount. An impairment loss is recognised 
immediately in the statement of profit and loss, unless the relevant asset is carried at a revalued amount, in which case 
the impairment loss is treated as a revaluation decrease.

	� When an impairment loss subsequently reverses, the carrying amount of the asset (or a cash-generating unit) is increased 
to the revised estimate of its recoverable amount, but so that the increased carrying amount does not exceed the carrying 
amount that would have been determined had no impairment loss been recognised for the asset (or cash-generating unit) 
in prior years. A reversal of an impairment loss is recognised immediately in the statement of profit and loss, unless the 
relevant asset is carried at a revalued amount, in which case the reversal of the impairment loss is treated as a revaluation 
increase.
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1.27	 Dividend 

	� Final dividends on shares are recorded as a liability on the date of approval by the shareholders and interim dividends 
are recorded as a liability on the date of declaration by the Board of Directors of the companies in the Group. The Group 
declares and pays dividends in Indian rupees and are subject to applicable taxes.

1.28	 Asset held for sale

	� Non-current assets (and disposal groups) classified as held for sale are measured at the lower of carrying amount and 
fair value less costs to sell. Non-current assets and disposal groups are classified as held for sale if their carrying amount 
will be recovered through a sale transaction rather than through continuing use. This condition is regarded as met only 
when the sale is highly probable and the asset (or disposal group) is available for immediate sale in its present condi-
tion. Management must be committed to the sale which should be expected to qualify for recognition as a completed 
sale within one year from the date of classification.

	� When the Group is committed to a sale plan involving loss of control of a subsidiary, all of the assets and liabilities 
of that subsidiary are classified as held for sale when the criteria described above are met, regardless of whether The 
Group will retain a non-controlling interest in its former subsidiary after the sale.
