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Coming to the Indian economy, it has weathered global challenges and con�nues to be the fastest growing 
economy in the world. Also, the Indian financial sector has remained resilient with the improving balance 
sheets, by strong demand of Indian services. India's GDP growth for the FY 2023 has been registered at 7.2%, 
which can be considered as a good number as compared with the growth of the other economies in the world.

Dear Stakeholders,

Business Mix of the Bank has shown a double digit growth of 10.50% with Deposit and Advances growth of 
7.37% and 15.05% respec�vely. In loan book, your bank has con�nued diversifica�on and percentage of RAM 
(Retail, Agriculture and MSME) advances increased from 50.71% to 53.20% on YoY basis, primarily driven by a 
RAM growth of 20.70%. The corporate lending has also started and corporate loan book has shown a growth of 
9.24%. In liability side, CASA deposit has increased by 6.68%. 

Business Mix: 

Asset Quality:

The year 2023 also saw a significant improvement in the Bank's asset quality, driven by higher recoveries and 
upgrada�ons. The Gross NPA ra�o declined by 520 bps to 6.97% and Net NPA ra�o improved by 90 bps from 
2.74% as on March 2022 to 1.84% as on March 2023. The overall slippages for the FY were also grossly reduced 
leading to a reduc�on in the slippage ra�o with improved credit cost. The provision coverage ra�o (PCR) 
improved to 89.06% from 87.89%. Recovery in Technical Wri�en-Off (TWO) accounts has moved also posi�vely 
from Rs.338 Cr to Rs.536 Cr.

MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS

DIRECTORS' REPORT 2022-23

b. Domes�c Economic Outlook:

India's GDP Growth rebounded to 9.1% in 2021-22 from a contrac�on of 5.8% in 2020-21. Steps ini�ated by the 
Government, Central bank, and regulator helped in the speedy recovery of the economy. 

Recent Global Banking Events and Impact on Indian Banking: The year 2023 has witnessed major banking 
crises in advanced economies of the world. The crisis varies from repor�ng of Material Weakness in internal 
control of Credit Suisse to the run on the bank happening in Signature Bank on account of concentrated and 
unsecured bulk deposits. However, on April 28, Federal Reserve released a detailed cri�cal report where FED 
accepted weaknesses in its own regula�on and supervision and took primary responsibility for the closure of 
Silicon Valley Bank.  

Domes�c economic ac�vity remains resilient, on the back of consecu�ve years of strong agricultural 
produc�on, a post-pandemic rebound in contact-intensive services, buoyant growth in bank credit, a healthy 
banking and financial system, and the Government's capex push. The domes�c economy registered a growth 
of 7.2 % in FY 2022-23. 

The IMF's World Economic Outlook April' 2023, has projected a decline in global economic growth from 3.4% in 
2022 to 2.8% in 2023, with the recent financial sector turmoil, persistently high infla�on, the ongoing conflict in 
Ukraine and the pandemic's side effects contribu�ng to the downward projec�on. 

c. Banking Sector:

The emergence of stress in financial markets has complicated the task of central banks, par�cularly as infla�on 
remains above target. The normaliza�on process of Central Banks to reduce their balance sheets may pose 
challenges for sovereign debt markets, which will have to be absorbed by private investors.

a. Global Economic Outlook:

As per IMF, Global trade has also been impacted by modera�ng growth and supply chain disrup�ons, with an 
an�cipated decrease in trade volume from 5.1% in 2022 to 2.4% in 2023 before a slight improvement to 3.5% in 2024. 

Going ahead, the economic ac�vity would be supported by improving rural demand, the Government's thrust 
on infrastructure spending, revival in corporate investment, healthy bank credit, and modera�ng commodity 
prices. Headwinds from prolonged geopoli�cal tensions, �ghter global financial condi�ons, global financial 
market vola�lity, and slowing external demand are the key risks to the growth outlook. RBI in its April'2023 
monetary policy projected GDP growth of 6.5% for FY 2023-24.
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The Silicon Valley Bank classified most of its investments into HTM category where the legal accoun�ng 
treatment essen�ally smoothers the losses as the assets are actually “Held �ll Maturity”. However, when 
Federal Reserve embarked on its program of rate hikes to curtail infla�on, the bond prices of longer dura�on 
SVB's por�olio fell rapidly.    

d. Indian Banking Scenario:

With lower magnitude of rate increase in India and with lower inherent Price value of a basis point (PVBP) of 
debt instruments as compared to developed economies, Indian fixed income por�olios have compara�vely 
fared well in the rising interest rate environment. Nevertheless, it should be learned as a lesson to vigilantly 
monitor interest rate risk in so called MTM protected banking book exposure.

Indian Banks with their robust fundamentals and risk management system, diversified deposits & asset base 
and robust regulatory framework can withstand any global financial turmoil.

Bank credit rose by 15 % year-on-year (YoY) in FY22-23, against 9.6 % YoY in FY21-22 as per RBI WSS report. SCBs 
credit growth is highest since 2011-12, when it was 19.3 %. Bank deposits expanded 9.58 % YoY in FY23, against 
8.9 % YoY growth seen in the previous financial year (FY2021-22).

SCBs raised Rs 15.78 trillion through deposits in FY2022-23, compared to Rs 13.51 trillion raised in FY2021-22. 
The credit in absolute terms rose to Rs 17.83 trillion in FY2022-23, up from Rs 10.43 trillion in FY2021-22. 

In addi�on to the above, India's banking sector is well capitalized and well-regulated. The Indian banking 
system has remained resilient over the years and has not been adversely affected by the recent sparks of 
financial instability seen in some advanced economies. 

Credit growth is expected to be moderate in FY2023-24 due to global slowdown.

In India, the RBI has already advised banks to report Mark to Market Losses on their HTM por�olio on a 
quarterly basis under the Interest Rate Risk on Banking Book (IRRBB). Also, Accoun�ng Standards in India 
requires immediate recogni�on of loss on account of shi�ing of securi�es into P&L.

Ø The percentage of Retail credit (Rs.16437 crore) to Gross Advances (Rs.81545.64 crore) was 20.15% as  

on 31.03.2023 compared to 16.68% as on 31.03.2022.

Financial Parameters:

Ø Bank's Advances registered a growth of 15.05% from Rs.70387.09 crore as on 31.03.2022 to Rs.

80981.73 crore as on 31.03.2023. The average yield on Advances stood at 7.67% (FY 2022-23) as

compared to 7.20% (FY 2021-22) during the last year.

Ø The Net Worth of the Bank stood at Rs.6785.94 crore on 31.03.2023 as compared to Rs.5051.90 crore

We obtained an understanding of the Bank's So�ware, circulars, 
guidelines and direc�ves of the RBI and the Bank's internal 
instruc�ons and procedures in respect of the asset's classifica�on and 
it's provisioning. Our audit approach consisted of tes�ng the design of 
system for iden�fica�on of Non-Performing assets to ensure 
conformity with the guidelines of the RBI in the ma�er and test 
checking iden�fica�on and valua�on of Non-performing assets.

We have reviewed the documenta�ons, opera�ons / performance 
and monitoring of the advance accounts, on test check basis of the 
large and stressed advances, to ascertain any overdue, unsa�sfactory 
conduct or weakness in any advance account, to ensure that its 
classifica�on is in accordance with the pruden�al norms of RBI, in 
respect of the branches audited by us. In respect of the branches, 
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In the event of any improper applica�on of the pruden�al 
norms/regulatory requirements or considera�on of the 
incorrect value of the security, the carrying value of the 
advances could be materially misstated either 
individually or collec�vely and in view of the significance 
of the amount of advances in the financial statements, 
the classifica�on of the advances and provisioning 
thereon has been considered as Key Audit Ma�er in our 
audit.

Class ifica�on and va lua�on of  Investments 
iden�fica�on and provisioning for Non-Performing 
Investments.

Investment por�olio of the bank comprises of Investments 
in Government Securi�es, Bonds, Debentures, Shares, 
Security Receipts and other Approved Securi�es which are 
classified under three categories, Held to Maturity, 
Available for Sale and Held for trade.

Valua�on of investments, iden�fica�on of Non-
Performing Investments (NPI) and the corresponding 
non-recogni�on of income and provision thereon, is 
carried out in accordance with the relevant circulars / 
guidelines / direc�ons of RBI.

Considering judgement involved in the valua�on, volume 
of transac�ons, investments on hand, regulatory 
requirements and significance of the amount of 
investments in the Financial statement, we have 
iden�fied this as a key audit ma�er for the current year 
audit. 

Our Audit approach towards Investments with reference to the RBI 
circulars/direc�ves included the review and tes�ng of the design, 
opera�ng effec�veness of internal controls and substan�ve audit 
procedures in rela�on to valua�on, classifica�on, iden�fica�on of 
Non-Performing Investments, provisioning / deprecia�on related to 
Investments. 

We assessed and evaluated the process of iden�fica�on of NPI's, and 
corresponding reversal of unrealized income and crea�on of provision.

We evaluated and understood the system and internal control as laid 
down by the Bank to comply with relevant RBI guidelines.

We carried out substan�ve audit procedures to recompute 
independently the provision to be maintained and deprecia�on to be 
provided in accordance with the circulars and direc�ves of the RBI. 
Accordingly, we selected samples from the investments of each 
category and tested for NPIs as per the RBI guidelines and 
recomputed the provision to be maintained in accordance with the 
RBI Circular for those selected sample of NPIs;

The IT environment of the bank is complex and involves a 
large number of independent and inter-dependent IT 
systems used in the opera�ons of the Bank for processing 
and recording a large volume of transac�ons at various 
loca�ons.

Assessment of Informa�on Technology (IT)

We assessed the opera�ve effec�veness of key automated controls 
within various business processes. This includes tes�ng the integrity 
of system interfaces, the completeness and accuracy of data, system 
reconcilia�on controls and automated calcula�ons.

We evaluated and understood the CBS system adopted by the Bank.
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IT controls with respect to recording of transac�ons, 
genera�ng various reports in compliance with RBI 
guidelines/direc�ons is dependent on working of Core 
Banking System in the Bank. Therefore, any valida�on 
failures, incorrect input data and wrong extrac�on of 
data may result in wrong repor�ng of data to the 
management and regulators.

The Bank accounts for all the transac�ons related to 
Advances in its Informa�on Technology System  (IT 
System) viz. Core Banking Solu�on  (CBS) which iden�fies 
whether the advances are performing or non-performing 
and calcula�on of provisions thereon. 

As a result, there is high degree of reliance and 
dependency on such IT systems for the financial 
repor�ng process of the bank. Appropriate IT general 
controls and applica�on controls are required to ensure 
that such IT systems are able to process the data as 
required, completely accurately and consistently for 
reliable financial repor�ng.

Due to the importance of the impact of the IT systems 

and related control environment on the Bank's financial 

repor�ng process, we have iden�fied tes�ng of such IT 

systems and related control environment as a key ma�er 

for the current year audit.

Reviewed the output and reports generated by the system on sample 
basis.

Where deficiencies were iden�fied, we tested compensa�ng controls 
or performed alternate procedures.

The system needs to be further strengthened for its efficacy to 

control deficiencies of input/output data from the system.

We assessed the feeding of the data in the system and going through 
the extrac�on of the financial informa�on and statements from the IT 
system exis�ng in the bank.

Con�ngent Liabili�es and Claims

Con�ngent Liability is a possible obliga�on, outcome of 

which is con�ngent upon occurrence or non-occurrence 

of one or more uncertain future events.

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

BASIS OF PREPARATION

The prepara�on of financial statements requires the management to make es�mates and assump�ons considered in the
reported amounts of assets and liabili�es (including con�ngent liabili�es) as of date of the financial statements and the
reported income and expenses for the repor�ng period. Management believes that the es�mates used in the prepara�on
of the financial statements are prudent and reasonable.

2.1 All the Monetary assets and liabili�es in foreign currencies are translated in Indian rupees at the exchange rates prevailing
at the Balance Sheet date as no�fied by Foreign Exchange Dealers Associa�on of India (FEDAI). The resultant gain / loss is
accounted for in the Profit & Loss account.

3.1 Classifica�on and valua�on of investments are made in accordance with the pruden�al norms prescribed by Reserve Bank
of India read with clarifica�ons / direc�ons given by RBI.1

SCHEDULE 17  

1. GENERAL

The financial statements have been prepared and presented under historical cost conven�on on accrual basis of accoun�ng
unless otherwise stated and comply with Generally accepted accoun�ng principles, statutory requirements prescribed
under Banking Regula�on Act, 1949, circulars and guidelines issued by Reserve Bank of India from �me to �me and no�fied
accoun�ng standards by Companies (Accoun�ng Standards) Rules, 2006 to the extent applicable and current prac�ces in
Banking Industry in India.

2. Foreign Exchange Transac�ons

2.2 The outstanding foreign exchange contracts are stated at the prevailing exchange rate on the date of commitment. Profit or
loss on such contracts is accounted for as per rates advised by FEDAI as on 31.03.2023 and in accordance with FEDAI
guidelines and provisions of para 38 of AS-11.

USE OF ESTIMATES

2.4 Con�ngent liabili�es on account of acceptances, endorsements and other obliga�ons including guarantees & le�er of
credits in foreign currencies are valued as per rates published by FEDAI as on 31.03.2023 except Bills for Collec�on which are
accounted for at the no�onal rates at the �me of lodgment.

3. Investments

3.2 The en�re investment por�olio is classified into three categories, viz, Held to Maturity, Available for Sale and Held for
Trading in line with the guidelines / direc�ons of Reserve Bank of India. Disclosure of the investments under the three
categories men�oned above is made under six classifica�ons viz.,
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v. Subsidiaries / Joint Ventures and

iii. Shares

iii. Investments which are not classified in the above two categories, are classified as Available for Sale.

iv. An investment is classified under the above three categories at the �me of its purchase. Shi�ing of securi�es from
one category to another is done with the approval of the Board normally once in a year. Shi�ing is effected at the
lower of acquisi�on cost / book value / market value on the date of transfer and the deprecia�on, if any, on such
shi�ing is fully provided for and the book value of securi�es is changed accordingly.

3.9 The 'market value' for the purpose of valua�on of investments included in the 'Available for Sale' and 'Held for Trading' 
categories is the market price of the scrip as available from the trades/quotes on the stock exchanges, price list of RBI, prices 
declared by Primary Dealers Associa�on of India (PDAI) jointly with the Fixed Income Money Market and Deriva�ves 
Associa�on of India (FIMMDA). 

ii. Investments that are held principally for resale within 90 Days from the date of  purchase are classified as Held for
Trading.

iv. Debentures

ii. Other approved securi�es

vi. Others

3.3 Basis Of Classifica�on: 

i. Investments that the Bank intends to hold �ll maturity are classified as Held to Maturity.

3.4 Securi�es under 'Held to Maturity' are stated at acquisi�on costs unless such costs are higher than the face value, in which 
case the premium is amor�zed over the remaining period of maturity. Such amor�za�on is shown under "Income on 
Investments- Schedule 13 item II as a ne�ng item. In case, the cost is less than the redemp�on value, the difference being 
the unrealized gain, is ignored. Any diminu�on in value of investments in subsidiaries and joint venture, other than 
temporary in nature, is provided for each investment individually.

3.5 Securi�es under 'Available for sale' are valued scrip wise and deprecia�on/ apprecia�on is segregated category wise. While 
net apprecia�on is ignored, net deprecia�on under each category is provided for.

3.6 Securi�es under 'Held for Trading' are valued at market price and the net deprecia�on under each category is provided for 
and the net apprecia�on, if any, is ignored.
