NGB arrests India’s first
darknet narcotics vendor:
h5K tablets seized

The NCB on Sunday said it
has arrested the country’s
first ‘darknet’ narcotics op-
erative who allegedly
shipped hundreds of psy-
chotropic drug parcels
abroad in the garb of sex
stimulation medicines.
Dipu Singh, 21, son of a re-
tired army officer, was ar-
rested by the sleuths of the
Delhi zonal unit of the Nar-
cotics Control Bureau (NCB)
from Lucknow recently.
Darknet refers to the deep
hidden internet platform
that is used for narcotics
sale, exchange of porno-
graphic content and other il-
legal activities by using the
secret alleys of the the onion
router (ToR) to stay away
from the surveillance of law
enforcement agencies.
Owing to its end-to-end en-
cryption, darknet is consid-
ered very tough to crack
when it comes to investigat-
ing criminal activities being
rendered over it. “Singh is a
major player on the darknet.
His listings were found in
one of the biggest and reli-
able darknet markets like
Empire Market and Majestic
Garden,” NCB Deputy Direc-

tor General (operations) Ra-
jesh Nandan Srivastava said.

Singh initially began with
shipping medicines related
to erectile dysfunction and
fitness supplements to over-
seas locations using the dark
internet facility, but later
shifted to transacting in psy-
chotropic drugs under this
garb seeing the profit mar-
gin in this illegal trade, the
DDG added.

A Bachelor in hotel man-
agement from Amity Univer-
sity in Lucknow, Singh had
“mastered the technique to
disguise identity while mak-
ing a shipment”, the NCB
said in a statement.

He was arrested by the cen-
tral anti-narcotics agency
under the Narcotic Drugs
and Psychotropic  Sub-
stances (NDPS) Act after
raids were conducted at his
residence in Lucknow’s
Alam Bagh area.

While 12,000 tablets of var-
ious psychotropic drugs
were seized from his resi-
dence, the NCB alleges
Singh is a “mastermind” of
hundreds of drug parcels
clandestinely couriered to
countries like the USA, UK,
Romania, Spain and some
european nations using the
dark web.

GGargi College molesters waved
saffron flags: Students group

A students’ group on
Sunday came out in sup-
port of the allegations of
molestation by female stu-
dents during the annual
fest at Delhi University’s
Gargi College earlier this
week.

The Democratic
Students Federation
alleged that scores of ine-
briated men groped and
harassed students on the
day-3 of the annual fest
‘Reverie’.

Expressing anguish over
the alleged sexual assault,
the DSF said, in a state-
ment, that on February 6,

“deliberate negligence on
the part of the adminis-
tration and the security
led to a situation where a
score of inebriated men
were allowed to enter the
campus and grope and
harass the students.”

The federation also
alleged that the intruders
raised ‘Jai Sri Ram’ slo-
gans and waved saffron
flags.

“Students were repeated-
ly groped by these men as
well as locked inside the
bathroom by them. One of
the students lost con-
sciousness due to the men-
tal and physical trauma
brought on by the pres-
ence of this mob of

lumpen sexual harassers.”
The student body claimed
that the security guards
turned a blind eye to the
proceedings and the

administration only rein-
forced  their apathy.
“Whilst the security

guards were supposed to
check the entry pass of all
the male students wanting
to attend the fest, as well
as frisk them at the entry,
these hooligans were
given a free hand to do as
they please,” it alleged.

The College Principal,
however, has denied the
allegations of molesta-
tion, levied by a second
year student of Political
Science.

PSA dossiers cite...

They were booked under the PSA on the night of Febru-
ary 6, barely a few hours before their preventive deten-
tion was to end. According to rules, preventive detention
can be extended beyond six months only if an advisory
board, constituted two weeks before the completion of
the 180-day period, recommends for that. Mehbooba has
been slapped with the PSA for her remarks which in-
cluded challenging accession of Jammu and Kashmir to
India in case the Article 370 was abrogated. The state-
ments of the former chief minister, whose party PDP
was an ally of the BJP till June 2018, on security forces
killing militants was also made a part of the PSA
dossier against her. Her support to the Jamaat-e-Islamia
group of Jammu and Kashmir after it was declared as a
banned organisation by the Centre under the Unlawful
Activities (Prevention) Act (UAPA) also figures in the
dossier.

Omar's father, Farooq Abdullah, who is a five-time
chief minister and currently a member of Lok Sabha,
was booked in September last year under the PSA, alaw
which was enacted by his father Sheikh Abdullah in
1978 to fight timber smugglers in the state as they would
easily get away with minimal detention those days.
Sheikh Abdullah brought the Act as a deterrent against
timber smugglers as it provided a jail term, without a
trial, for up to two years. However, this Act came in
handy for the police and security forces during the ear-
ly 1990s when militancy erupted in the state.
