Despite ample MCGM parking, motorists flout

In a city notorious for its traf-
fic snarls, the Chhatrapati
Shivaji Maharaj Internation-
al Airport finds itself at the
epicentre of a burgeoning
problem —illegal parking. De-
spite ample parking facilities
provided by the Municipal
Corporation of Greater
Mumbai (MCGM) and the
airport, commuters continue
to flout regulations, exacer-
bating traffic congestion, es-
pecially at Terminal 2.

Residents around Marol
Naka and Airport Road have
been vocal about their con-
cerns, citing private tour and
travel rental cars as the pri-
mary offenders. These vehi-
cles, along with heavy trucks,
occupy both sides of roads in
JB Nagar and Marol.

Repeated complaints have
fallen on deaf ears, with God-
frey Pimenta of Watchdog
Foundation lamenting the
lack of action by the Sahar
Traffic Division. Pimenta
points out that, despite nu-
merous MCGM parking lots,
including one at the airport,
illegal parking persists.

The issue extends beyond
local vehicles, with cars from
Pune, Gujarat, and other
states contributing to the
problem. Drivers reportedly
refuse to pay the parking
charges imposed by both the
airport and the MCGM,
claiming the fees are exorbi-
tant. Buses and trucks add to
the chaos by occupying entire
lanes.

Shashi Pandey, an employ-
ee at a parkingfacility in Bap-
nala, Sahar Village, notes
that the parking spaces are
often occupied on weekdays,

primarily by daily office-go-
ers. However, the situation re-
verses on weekends, with the
parking lots being empty. He
adds that cab drivers opt for
legal parking only when traf-
fic cops are patrolling, or else
prefer hidden spots or dou-
ble-lane parking.

The BMC, for the second
time, has invited a tender for
the 5.6km elevated road pro-
posed to connect the Eastern
Freeway to Grant Road. After
facing several technical is-
sues, the earlier tendering
process was cancelled last
year. However, a change in de-
sign and the decision that it
will now be a steel structure
has raised the project cost
from Rs700 crore to Rs1,100
crore.

The new flyover will cut
travel time between the
northern areas of south
Mumbai and the Eastern
Freeway from 30-50 minutes
to just seven minutes. The
project is expected to be com-
pleted in three-and-a-half
years.

After extending the tender
date for seven months, the

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Jaising Naik, sub-
inspector of the Sahar traffic
division, outlines efforts to
curb the problem, including
dedicated riders in three
shifts monitoring illegal
parking and plans for no-halt-
ing boards.

Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj
International Airport
(CSMIA) recorded its highest-
ever traffic of 51.58 million in
2023, indicating a remarkable
35% growth compared to 2022.
The airport also demonstrat-
ed a significant recovery, with

a 110% increase in passenger
traffic in 2023 compared to the
pre-pandemic year of 2019.

In 2023, CSMIA experi-
enced a total of 334,391 air
traffic movements (ATMs),
marking a 20% growth from
2022’s 277,052 ATMs, witness-
ing growth in both domestic
and international passenger

traffic.

Delhi, Bangalore, and
Chennairemained the top do-
mestic  destinations  for
CSMIA, while Dubai,
London, and Abu Dhabi con-
tinued to be the preferred in-
ternational destinations.
Among airlines, IndiGo, Vis-
tara, and Air India led the do-

mestic market.

Last year, the airport
recorded its highest-ever sin-
gle-day passenger traffic on
November 25, with 167,132
passengers. Additionally,
CSMIA achieved its highest-
ever single-day ATMs on No-
vember 11, reaching a total of
1,032. December saw the high-
