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Bloodied bond

Since the beginning of Israel’s unrelenting attack on the
Gaza Strip, the United States of America — for the first time
— allowed the adoption of a United Nations Security Council
resolution on March 25, “"demanding” a ceasefire during the
month of Ramazan which would be “respected by all parties.”
Till now, it had disallowed all international endeavours to halt
Israeli military action in Gaza, even by exercising its veto power
against formal UNSC resolutions. Does this step by the US
indicate a major shift in its approach towards the Jewish State?

Or is it merely a rap on Israeli knuckles?

In order to answer these questions, it would be useful to
briefly examine the fundamentals of US-Israeli ties as well as
the psychological impact of the horror of Hamas’s October 7
terrorist attack on Israel. At the same time, it would also be
necessary to look at the growing internal and external
embarrassments of the US president, Joe Biden, because of
the humanitarian consequences of Israel’s military action in
Gaza. But first, let's take a look at some of the aspects of the

UNSC resolution itself.

The preambular part of UNSC resolution 2728, which was
adopted by 14 of the 15 Council members with the US
abstaining, demands all parties to the conflict to respect
international humanitarian law. This is a routine formulation
found in almost all resolutions on conflict situations. If this
formulation does not need to be probed, the same cannot be
said of “deploring all attacks against civilians and civilian objects,
as well as all violence and hostilities against civilians, and all
acts of terrorism, and recalling that the taking of hostages is
prohibited under international law.” It is striking that the
“deploring” covers, in the same sentence, terrorism, hostage-
taking and attacks against civilians. In doing so, it does not
distinguish between the Hamas terrorist attack and the Israeli
military action which has resulted, as of now, in more than
32,000 deaths and an almost complete destruction of Gaza's
infrastructure and civilian buildings.

Clearly, the US should have demanded that the barbaric
terrorist attack be condemned in very strong language but not
be ‘lumped’ with the Israeli military action. The US could have
vetoed the resolution because of the said sentence but it did
not do so. This was because of a number of factors. These
extend from a strong signal from Biden to the Benjamin
Netanyahu-led Israeli National Unity government that it cannot
go on taking US support for granted and that it has to ultimately
pay a price for defying his desire for a ceasefire because the
destruction of Gaza and the Palestinian deaths were proving
to be too much of a global embarrassment for him. Besides,
Biden is also acutely aware of the intense negative reaction
Israel’s continuing attacks are attracting from substantial
sections of US opinion-makers in a presidential election year
when every vote will be important for him in the swing states
during his electoral re-match with Donald Trump.

Why Somalia is on the
verge of breaking up

In the vast expanse of
Africa, nestled in the
northeastern corner, lies the
troubled nation of Somalia. On
a Saturday, amidst the dust of
political discourse, Somalia’s
Parliament made a historic
decision - to amend its
constitution. This decision
wasn't just a tweak; it was a
seismic shift, aiming to infuse
democracy into a land parched
by years of turmoil.

For the first time since
1969, Somalia envisioned
direct elections, heralding a
new dawn of one person, one
vote. In most places, such a
move would be celebrated as
progress, a leap towards
empowerment. But in
Somalia, where stability is as
elusive as a desert mirage,
this decision rippled into a
clash of ideologies.

“No MP objected, no MP
abstained, some 212
members unanimously voted
for the amendments of the
draft constitution, therefore, it
is approved,” said Sheik Adan
Mohamed Nur, president of
the Lower Chamber of
Parliament in Somalia.

From the semi-
autonomous region of
Puntland arose dissenting
murmurs. They hadn’t been
consulted. They felt sidelined,
marginalised in a decision that
would shape their future. And
so, they raised their voices, not
in harmony with the national
chorus, but in discord,
demanding recognition,
demanding autonomy.

Somalia, already
burdened with the weight of
internal strife and the
looming shadow  of
terrorism, found itself facing

yet another challenge.
Puntland’s defiance wasn't a
declaration of independence,
not yet. It was a rejection of
authority, a refusal to bow to
decisions made without their
input.

In the intricate web of
Somali politics, Puntland’s
stance was unprecedented -
a partial secession, a
diplomatic dance on the edge
of sovereignty. They didn’t
seek to sever ties completely,
but to redraw the lines of
power, to demand a seat at
the table where their fate
was being decided.

The decision to amend
the constitution wasn't taken
lightly. It promised a more
inclusive future, where every
voice mattered, where every
vote counted. But for
Puntland, it was a bitter pill,
swallowed without consent.
They demanded a
referendum, a chance for
their people to have their
say, to shape their destiny.

As Mogadishu grappled
with Puntland’s defiance,
Somalia found itself at a
crossroads. It could either
heed the cries of dissent,
seek consensus, and pave a
path towards unity, or it
could ignore the warnings,
plunging deeper into discord,
risking the fragile peace that
held the nation together.

In a land scarred by
decades of conflict, every
decision carries weight,
every action echoes through
the sands of time. As Somalia
navigates the treacherous
waters of change, it must
tread carefully, for the future
of a nation hangs in the
balance.

Why has NRI voting remained a pious platitude?

As per the expert
committee appointed by the
Election Commission of India
(ECI) in 2014, there are about
10 million Non-Resident
Indians scattered across the
globe commonly referred to as
the Indian diaspora. The figure
having been provided by the
committee in its 2014 report
might require revision but can
be accepted as a ballpark
figure for the purpose of this
article. Now, NRIs come in two
categories — those who have
renounced their Indian
citizenship and those holding
Indian passports. It is only the
latter who are allowed to vote
in the Indian elections.

I must, however, hasten to
add that not all NRI Indian
passport holders can vote
because some of them might
be under the age of 18, the
cut off age for
enfranchisement. Let us
assume after these filtrations,
we have five million NRI
eligible voters. Their rights do
matter. Political parties aren’t
strangely gushing in their
demand for putting in place a
workable system to enable
them to cast their franchise in
the Lok Sabha and state
assembly elections.

As it is, the eligible NRIs
have to fill form 6A online or
offline, upload or attach their
Indian passports bearing
Indian home address along
with the valid visa page and
also upload or attach a
photograph. The ECI would
include them in the overseas
voters list of the relevant
constituency after their
applications are vetted by the
concerned embassy/
consulate. They have however

got to present themselves at
the polling booth in India on
the date of election. This has
come as a damp squib to
them. Small wonder only
11,846 eligible NRI voters as
of 2014 had evinced interest
with bulk of them being from
Kerala. Writ petitions have
been filed before the Apex
Court for making voting easier
and from the comfort of their
foreign homes but the ECI's
response has been it is still a
work in progress as the
process cannot be hurried.

The ECI website says under
the mode of voting for the
eligible NRIs while at present
the only option is to vote at
the relevant polling booth in
India by presenting the
passport, soon it will issue e-
ballot papers. Indeed, the
committee in its 2014 report
conceded that voting at the
embassies/high commissions/
consulates while appearing to
be voter-friendly is not
workable in practice as the NRI
voters may hail from any of
the 543 Lok Sabha
