Ather Energy, Ola Electric see sharpest
drop in EV 2-wheeler sales in July

New Delhi,July 30 (IANS)
Hero Electric has piped
Okinawa Autotech,Ola Elec-
tricand Ather Energy in sell-
ing maximum number of EV
two-wheelers in the month
of July, with Ather Energy
and Ola Electric suffering
biggest drop as customers
delay purchasing EVs amid
battery fire incidents and
government probes.

According to the latest
VAHAN data, Ather Energy
sold a mere 1,095 EV two-
wheelers (till July 30) from
3,829 in June, registering
the biggest drop among the
EV manufacturers.

The Bhavish Aggarwal-
run Ola Electric sold 3,690
vehicles (till July 30), a sig-
nificant drop from 5,891 ve-
hicles in the month of June.
The company has sold
45,698 vehicles to date this
year.At its peak, before the
fire episodes rocked the na-
tion, Ola Electric had sold

12,705 EVsin Apriland 9,258
in May.Hero Electric led the
EV two-wheeler market in
the country with registra-
tion of 8,474 vehicles, up
from 6,504 in June.

It has sold 52,559 ve-
hicles this year,indicating an
uptick in its vehicles.

Okinawa was second
with selling
7,717 EV 2-
wheelers in
July, up
from 6,984
it sold in
June. The
company
has so far
sold 54,835
EVs this year (till July 30).

Ampere Vehicles Pvt Ltd
which sold 6,542 vehicles in
June saw a drop in July to
5,980 vehicles, with a total
tally of 39,769 sold this year,
according to the VAHAN
data.Last month, Ola Electric
said they were prepared to

see the impact of supply
chain constraints, especially
on cell shortage.

Union Road Transport
and Highways Minister Nitin
Gadkari last week told Par-
liament that all those EV
two-wheelers companies
have been served show-
cause notices whose ve-
hicles caught
fire owing to
| batteryissues.

lated systems.

Based on the informa-
tion of fire incidents avail-
able, the Ministry of Road
Transportand Highways has
issued a show-cause notice
to the CEOs and MDs of the

concerned two wheeler
electric scooter manufactur-
ers,to explain the reasons as
to why the relevant sections
of the Motor Vehicles Act
should not be invoked
against them.

The Central Consumer
Protection Authority (CCPA),
which comes under the
Ministry of Consumer Af-
fairs, said this week that it
issued notices to four to five
EV two-wheeler makers in
the light of several com-
plaints raised by the con-
sumers over battery explo-
sions and fire incidents.

The CCPA received sev-
eral complaints from the EV
two-wheeler buyers.

The Defence Research
and Development
Organisation (DRDO) has
also been informed.A DRDO
probe had revealed defects
in battery cells as well as
battery design in nearly all
EV fires.

Kenya threatens Facebook to
stop hate speech or face ban

Nairobi, July 30 (IANS)
Kenya's National Cohesion
and Integration Commis-
sion (NCIC) has warned
Facebook to either stop hate
speech on its platform
within seven days or face
ban, as the country goes to
election next month.

Meta, the parent com-
pany of Facebook, said last
week it has been preparing
for the country's 2022 elec-
tion over the past year with
the help of a dedicated
team that's working closely
with election authorities
and trusted partners in the
country.

However,local advocacy
group Global Witness and
legal non-profit Foxglove
have discovered that
Facebook "appallingly failed
to detect hate speech adsin
the two official languages of
the country:Swabhiliand En-
glish".

Reacting to their report,
the country's ethnic cohe-
sion watchdog NCIC said

that Facebookis in violation
of the laws of the country.

"They have allowed
themselves to be a vector of
hate speech and incitement,
misinformation and
disinformation," NCIC com-
missioner Danvas Makori
said in a statement.

Global Witness and Fox-
glove said this follows a
similar pattern they uncov-
ered in Myanmar and Ethio-
pia, "but for the first time
also raises serious questions
about Facebook's content
moderation capabilities in
English".

"Facebook itself has
praised its asuper-efficient
Al models to detect hate
speech' but our findings are
a stark reminder of the risk
of hate and incitement to
violence on their platform,"
the groups said in their re-
port.

San Francisco, July 30 (IANS) Amazon has re-
duced its direct workforce by nearly 1 lakh, the larg-
est sequential drop in its history, primarily at its ful-
fillment centres and distribution network.

The e-commerce behemoth still employs over
15 lakh people, highest in the tech world.

According to Brian Olsavsky, Chief Financial Of-
ficer, Amazon plans to become more cautious in its
hiring at its headquarters and other facilities going
forward."l thinkit's right for people to step back and
question their hiring plans.We're doing that,as well.
I don't think you'll see us hiring at the same pace
we did over the last
year, or the last few
years," he told re-
porters after the
company declared its
quarterly results.

On call with ana-
lysts, Olsavsky said
that the company
added 14,000 work-
ers in Q1. "Prior year,
we had reduced our net headcount by 27,000. So
we're pretty transparent about the fact that we had
hired a lot of people in Q1 for the coverage of the
omicron variant," he informed.Luckily, that variant
subsided, and the company was left with a higher
headcount position.

Sumsung refutes rumour of
discontinuing Exynos project

Seoul, July 30 (IANS) After chip maker
