AJMER: Prime Minister Nar-

I ask
you whether you are proud of
it or not. Did you feel the joy
on the increase in India’s pres-
tige? The Congress and some
parties like it hurled the mud
of politics on this too,” he said
at arally in Ajmer.

The Congress and 20 other
parties boycotted the inaugu-
ration of the new Parliament
building by the prime minis-
ter on Sunday, saying it was an
insult to President Droupadi
Murmu, a tribal woman, that
she was not invited by the gov-
ernment to do the honours.

The prime minister accused
the Congress of following a
policy of misleading the poor
and keeping them deprived
during its rule.

it will remove poverty. But it
turned out to be their biggest

“It has been a policy of the
Congress to mislead the poor
and keep them deprived. The
people of Rajasthan have also
suffered a lot due to this,” Modi
said. The rally was organised to
mark the completion of nine
years of the Modi government
across its two terms.

The nine years of the BJP
government were dedicated

to the service of people, good
governance, and welfare of
poor, he said. Modi said that
before 2014, people were on the
streets against corruption and
terror attacks rocked major cit-
ies while the Congress ran the
government by remote control.

During its rule, the Con-
gress developed a corrupt sys-
tem that “sucked the blood of
the country” and hindered
development, he said.

Now, the prime minister
said, people across the world
are talking about India, and
experts are saying India is very
close to ending extreme pov-
erty. Modi’s Rajasthan visit
assumes significance as assem-
bly elections are due in the state
later this year. “Behind every
success the country achieves,
there is sweat of the people
of India. The determination
shown by every Indian to take
the country forward is unique,
but some people are not able to
digest this,” he said.

Government plans to shift

r

irrigation via canal systems
instead of groundwater

NEW DELHI: In a major move
aimed at making available water
to every arable land, the Minis-
try of Jal Shakti is working on a
comprehensive micro irrigation
project to provide water to every
agricultural land through canal
systems instead of using ground-
water. As per a senior official, the
ministry is also mulling a policy
shift to control solar pumps and
ground water extraction, which
would be limited to communi-
ties only.

The initiative in this regard has
been taken after going through a
well-thought process to meet the
sustainable development goals
(SDGs) and reduce dependency
on ground water, which is being

exploited at the expense of eco-
systems. Given that agricultural
production and water manage-
ment are equally important and
need to be addressed in a best
feasible manner to meet the future
food production requirements,
which are likely to be doubled
in the future while the water
cycle will be likely disturbed by
climate change, a senior official
of the ministry said.

“The micro irrigation’s dream
of India has to be developed on
canal water. The micro irrigation
target of 70 Mha will have a crop
water requirement of 500 BCM
whereas utilisable ground water
is only 240 BCM. Using ground-
water is a hydrogeological disas-
ter in waiting;” the official said.

Raising a pertinent concern

about the misuse of solar pumps
used for ground water exploita-
tion, the official said: “It has been
found that a majority of solar
pumps never get switched off,
which result into over exploi-
tation of groundwater” The Jal
Shakti Ministry is working on a
concept note to consider recast-
ing the flagship Pradhan Mantri
Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchayee
Yojana (PMKSY) into a smart
irrigation infrastructure pro-
viding scheme, the official said.

“The objective behind it is
to improve the water use effi-
ciency and saving around 50
BCM water in India which is
almost equal to the food bas-
ket reservoirs in the country
that provide 55 BCM water;”
the official said.

LUCKNOW: Disturbing data from the
State Cancer Institute reveals a con-
cerning trend: the average age of cancer
patients associated with tobacco con-
sumption has significantly decreased
over the past decade, plummeting from
approximately 40 years to around 30
years. Experts warn that if tobacco
products continue to be easily acces-
sible, the average age may plummet
further to as low as 20 years, leading to
escalated healthcare costs and increased

burdens on families.

Dr Surya Kant, Head of the Depart-
ment of Respiratory Medicine at
KGMU, shed light on the root cause of
the issue, stating: “The main reason is
easily available tobacco products. The
sale of tobacco products within a 100-
yard radius of educational institutions
is strictly prohibited by law. Despite
these regulations, the sale of tobacco
products near schools and colleges con-
tinues unabated, flagrantly flouting the
rules. This has resulted in an increas-
ing number of students falling prey to
addiction and its subsequent intoxicat-
ing effects. This deadly habit typically
begins innocuously as a mere hobby;,
but it quickly escalates into a full-blown
addiction” Dr Tripathi emphasised the
alarming impact of tobacco consump-
tion, stating: “About 12 lakh people die
every year due to tobacco consump-
tion in India. The average age of start-
ing tobacco use in India is 18.7 years.
Men start using tobacco at a younger

age than women do”

Tobacco can cause 25 types of dis-
eases and about 40 types of cancer. The
Global Adult Tobacco Survey 2016-
2017 reveals that approximately 27
crore people in India consume tobacco.
Globally, there are 1.1 billion tobacco
smokers and around 35 million smoke-
less tobacco users. Shockingly, smok-
ers generally die ten years earlier than
non-smokers, according to the Cen-
tre for Disease Control and Preven-
tion. Tobacco consumption can lead
to a wide range of diseases, including
mouth cancer, throat cancer, lung can-
cer, prostate cancer, stomach cancer,

and brain tumors.
