New Delhi, March 16
(IANS) SaaS platform for
online stores Dukaan has
laid off nearly 30 per cent
of its workforce, or around
60 employees -- its second
layoff in about six months.

Inc42 reported that
the latest layoffs impacted
employees in the sales
team and accounts.

According to the re-
port, the retail tech plat-
form "shifted its focus to
helping D2C brands scale
up and this was the reason
for the layoffs".

In 2021, Dukaan raised
$12.4 Mn in its pre-Series
A round led by 640 Oxford
Ventures. It also raised $6
million in a seed round
from Matrix Partners India
and Lightspeed India Part-
ners.

In the same year,
Dukaan partnered home-
grown hyperlocal delivery
platform Dunzo and e-
commerce aggregation
platform Shiprocket to in-
tegrate delivery into the
platform for a seamless re-
tail experience.

Late last year, the All In-
dia Institute of Medical Sci-
ences (AIIMS) in Delhi be-
came the victim of a mas-
sive ransomware attack
where Chinese involvement
was suspected.

Russian hackers hit Indian Health
Ministry's website: Cyber-security firm

New Delhi, March 16
(IANS) Cyber-security re-
searchers from CloudSEK
have claimed that a Russian
hacker group targeted the
Indian Health Ministry
website and infiltrated its
Health Management Infor-
mation System (HMIS).

The pro-Russian hacker
group called Phoenix alleg-
edly compromised the HMIS
Portal and had access to the
data of employees and chief
physicians of all the hospi-
tals in the country, claimed
the AI-driven cybersecurity
company.

According to CloudSEK's
contextual AI digital risk
platform XVigil, "the motive
behind this target was the
sanctions imposed against

the Russian Federation
where Indian authorities
decided not to violate the
sanctions as well as comply
with the price ceiling for
Russian oil approved by G7
countries".

"This decision resulted
in multiple polls on the tele-
gram channel of the Russian
Hacktivist Phoenix asking
the followers for their votes,"
it added.

According to security re-
searchers, the Russian threat
actors may sell exfiltrated li-
cense documents and per-
sonal identifiable informa-
tion (PII) on cybercrime fo-
rums and conduct docu-
ment fraud using PII and li-
cense documents.

Active since January

2022, the Russian hacktivist
group Phoenix was ob-
served using social engi-
neering techniques to lure
the victims in a phishing
scam thereafter stealing the
passwords and gaining ac-
cess to its victims' bank or e-
payment accounts.

"The group has con-
ducted a series of DDoS at-
tacks against multiple enti-
ties in the past," said the re-
port.

Phoenix has also en-
gaged in hardware hacking,
unlocking lost or stolen
iPhones and reselling them
in Kiev and Kharkiv through
a network of controlled out-
lets.
