Local Steel Prices may Fall
Further on China Exports

Mills likely to cut prices or offer dlscounts to push volumes

Mumbai: Steel prices in the
domesticmarket, which have
been under pressure since la-
te March, may fall further af-
ter a sharp surge in exports
from China at lower prices
that is seen undercutting ex-
ports from Indiaamid weake-
ning global demand.

Ataround 57,000 per tonne,
prices of hot-rolled coils in
May are down by nearly 3-4%
from April, and over 17% lo-
WEer year on vear.

Steel mills are likely to redu-
ce prices or offer discounts of
¥1,500-2,000 per tonne in June
as they look to push volumes,
industry watchers said.

China, which accounts for
57% of the global produc-
tion of steel, exported 7.3
million tonnes of steel in
April, not only 82% higher
than a year earlier but also
higher than those in the
maonth of April during 2017-
2020, and only marginally lo-
wer than 7.97 mt exports in
April 2021, This despite pro-
duction in China falling
1.5% vear on year to92.6 mil-
lion tonnes last month, No-

Reliance Capital Sale: Lenders Agree
on Equitable Distribution of Proceeds

New Delhi: The majority of
Reliance Capital lenders on
Monday agreed on equitable
distribution of proceeds
among assenting and dissen-
ting creditors, a move aimed
to discourage negative vo-
ting on the plan, said people
aware of the development,

Lenders expect a recovery
of about 210,090 crore from
the sale of Anil Ambani pro-
moted financial services
company, which is below the
liguidation value pegged at
F12,500-13,000 crore.

A Hinduja Group entity, In-
dusind International Hol-
dings, offered 39,650 crore in
the extended auction held on
April 26 and later they agreed
to improve the offer by anot-
her 710 crore. The company

has a cash balance of 430
crore, as reported.

As per the Insolvency and
Bankruptey Board of India,
dissenting creditors are en-
titled to receive pro-rate pay-
ment as per the liquidation
value while the assenting
creditors are entitled torecei-
ve money from proceeds ba-
sed on the approved plan.
This rule is aimed
at  discouraging
lenders from vo-
ting against a plan.

In the case of Reli-
ance Capital, since
the liguidation value is hig-
her than the offer, most len-
ders would prefer to vote aga-
insttheplan since they would
receive higher distribution
asdissenting creditors.

Nearly 99% of lenders voted
for equitable distribution of
proceeds, the people said.
