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AT10.37onemorninglastweek,
as Shakir Rashidwent livewith
his class online, he had already
been rung up by several of his
students – he was seven min-
utes late, and they were impa-
tient. Rashid decided to wait a
fewmore minutes to let some
more students join in. And at
10.40 am, he began his class –
on the theory of demand and
supply.
Rashid, who is based in

Srinagar, teaches a class in a
courseof costmanagementac-
counting–andthis ishowmost
morningsbegin.His76students
comefromnearlyalldistrictsof
Jammu and Kashmir, from
Doda to Shopian andKupwara.
And even at the restricted data
speeds in 18 of the 20 districts
in the Union Territory, the les-

sonhits home loudand clear.
These classes have been

made possible by the use of a
mobile phone application
called ‘Wise App’, which has
beendevelopedby two friends
from IIT-Bombay, Mubeen
Masudi fromKashmirandBilal
Abidi fromLucknow.Theappis
a 2G-friendly video interface
thatallowsstudentsandteach-
ers to cut through problems of
scheduling,makesteachingand
assessments over the Internet
easier, and makes the experi-
enceasclosetoarealclassroom
aspossible.
“Twograduatesof@iitbom-

bayhavedevelopedanAndroid
application “Wise App” to en-
able#onlinelearningonthe2G
service. The application is ex-
tremely user-friendly, com-
pletely free of cost and comes
without any advertisements,”
Minister forEducationRamesh
Pokhriyal Nishank posted on

Twitter onAugust 13.
“Kudos to the team,” the

Minister said, with two
thumbs-up emojis. The devel-
opers of the appwere also fea-
tured on the Government of
India’s 74 years, 74 series cam-
paign, which gave it fillip and
reach.Amonthafter its launch,
the app is being used by 3,000
teachers, a vast majority of
whom are in J&K, and who are
nowable to reach thousandsof
students even over restricted
network speeds.
“Ihavebeenaneducator for

thepasteightyears inKashmir.
During all these years I have

worked directlywith students,
schools, local NGOs and the
government’s education de-
partment. A significant part of
this time has been spent in
classrooms teaching mathe-
matics and chemistry to high
school students,” Masudi told
The IndianExpress.
Once the Covid-19 lock-

downwas imposed, all educa-
tional institutions were forced

to move online. As a result,
“every teacher, including me,
faced an uphill task”, he said.
“While tech-savvy teachers
such as me were able to find
fixes,most of the teachers, and
their students, suffered.”
The challenges were com-

pounded by the low Internet
bandwidth (2G) in Kashmir.
MasudiandAbidi initiallyfound
workarounds such as using

whiteboard on the Zoom app
instead of video, which some-
howworked on 2G. However,
teaching is more than just live
classes, online and offline,
Masoodi said.
“While everyone was fix-

ated on the chaos around live
classes – which client to use,
how to share meeting Ids and
passwords, etc. – equally im-
portantaspects suchasassign-
ments, testing, content-shar-
ing, clearingofdoubts,etc. took
abackseat.Consequently,most
of the students have been re-
ceiving inadequate or discon-
tinuouseducationsinceMarch.
As a teacher, I realise that for
great learningoutcomes, qual-
ityaswell ascontinuityof edu-
cation is very important,” he
said.
Fromthisarose theneed for

aplatformthatwaseasytouse,
andwhichwasaccessibletostu-
dents even on low bandwidth,

Masudi said. The existing solu-
tions, the developers of the app
realised,wereeithertoodifficult
tousefortheaverageteacher,or
solvedonlypartof theproblem.
C S Paul, vice-principal of

Lucknow's Unity College, who
now uses the app, described
some of the problems that
teachers faced: “Every night I
was on 30 to 35 WhatsApp
groups, managing the next
day's classes. Scheduling and
sending notifications across
these different groups was a
massive issue, especially for
senior classes, which need
greater interaction,” he said.
“Additionally, 90 per cent of
students did not have laptops,
so there was a need for an ap-
plication that could reach the

largestnumbersof studentson
mobile phones. Wise does not
share the details of students
with everyone.”
Auniquefeatureoftheappis

the way it tracks attendance,
Paul said. “There is no upper
limitforenrollmentbutthisapp
tellsmehowmanystudentsare
attending. Other vendors also
had apps but withWise, at the
endoftheclass, Igetalistofwho
was in the class for how long,”
Paul said.
For Masudi and Abidi, the

purposeofWisewasto“democ-
ratise education” by empower-
ingteachersthroughtechnology.
They now hope their creation
willreachallcornersofthecoun-
trywhereconnectivityandslow
Internet speedsareaproblem.
