A fter the UK drug regulator, it is
learnt that the European Union
(EU) drug regulator is also audit-

ing the manufacturing site of Serum
Institute of India (SII), which is making
the Oxford-AstraZeneca Covid-19 vac-
cine.

A person in the know has told
Business Standard that if the audit goes
well, it can lead to SII supplying the vac-
cine to the UK aswell as to the EU.

AstraZenecahas todeliver 180million
doses to the EU in the second quarter of
theyear andproductionconstraintshave
cut down deliveries to the European
countries. Recently, AstraZeneca Chief
Executive (CEO) Pascal Soriot has indi-
cated that the companymay look at fac-
tories outside of the EU to meet the
supply commitments.

Currently, SII is set to supply
Covishield, theAstraZeneca-Oxfordvac-
cine, to around 70 countries. Already
shipments for the World Health
Organization (WHO)-led Covax have left
from India. However, SII is mostly com-
mitted to supply to the low-andmedium-
incomecountries and supplies to theEU
was not part of the original contract.

SII, however, declined to commenton
thematter.

According toReuters, a seniorEUoffi-
cial involved in talks with AstraZeneca
has told the agency that SII could be a
potential supplier. However, at present
SII is prioritising the huge demand that
India has for its own vaccination pro-
gramme. Last week, Adar Poonawalla,
CEOof SII, had tweeted, “Dear countries
& governments, as you await #COVISH-

IELD supplies, I humbly request you to
please be patient, @SerumInstIndia has
beendirected toprioritise thehugeneeds
of India and along with that balance the
needs of the rest of theworld.Weare try-
ing our best.”

Last month, a team from the British
drug regulator’s office visited SII’s Pune
facility for anaudit. If theMedicines and
Healthcare products Regulatory Agency
(MHRA) approves the manufacturing
process of SII, it could also open doors
for thevaccine tobe shipped to countries
other than the UK (those that recognise
theMHRA approval).

Theworld’s largest vaccinemaker, SII,
meanwhile, got the emergency use
license from WHO for the Oxford-
AstraZeneca vaccine.

According to the interimdistribution
forecast released by Covax earlier this
month, India will get around 97 million

doses of the AstraZeneca vaccine made
by SII. As of now, Covax has not allotted
the Pfizer-BioNTech vaccine for India.

The document highlights that India
is in line to receive around 97,164,000
doses ofAstraZenecavaccine licensed to
SII in the first andsecondquarterof 2021.
Covax plan states how the 240 million
dosesof theAstraZeneca-Oxfordvaccine
would be distributed across countries as
well as the 1.2milliondoses of thePfizer-
BioNTech vaccine.

As for the AstraZeneca-Oxford vac-
cine, which is licensed to SII delivery, is
estimated tobegin in lateFebruary. Itwas
subject to WHO approval that has now
come through.Around40per cent of the
doseswouldbe available inQ1,while the
rest would be available in the second
quarter.

An Indian trade group repre-
senting 150,000mobile phone
storesonMondayurgedPrime
Minister Narendra Modi to
probeAmazon'sbusinessprac-
tices in the country and im-
poseadailycaponasinglesell-
er's online smartphone sales.

In a letter sent toModi, the
group cited a Reuters special
report published last month
that revealed Amazon has for
years given preferential treat-
menttoasmallgroupofsellers
on its Indian platform, using
them to circumvent the coun-
try's strict foreign investment
regulations.

The report was based on
internal Amazon documents
dated between 2012 and 2019.
“We were already aware of
Amazon's thoughtprocessand
strategy," the All India Mobile
RetailersAssociation(AIMRA)
wrote in the letter. The doc-
uments, the letter said, "have
revealed thatAmazon isdoing
business in India with the
strategy of deftly dodging the
regulators andpoliticians".

AIMRA urged the govern-
ment to "suspend all Amazon
activities in India" until there
is an investigation into the
company's practices.

Amazonsays itdoesn'tgive
preferential treatment to any
seller on its marketplace and
has always complied with
Indian law. Amazon and
Modi's office did not immedi-
ately respond to a request for
comment onMonday.

Indian retailers, a crucial
part of Modi's support base,
havelongallegedthatAmazon
and Walmart's Flipkart flout
federal regulations and that
their business practices hurt
small traders. The companies,
which run the two biggest e-
commerce platforms in India,
deny the allegations.

The Amazon documents
reviewed by Reuters showed
the company helped a small
number of sellers prosper on
its website, discounted their

feesandhelpedonecutspecial
deals with big tech manufac-
turers suchasApple Inc.

Some35 ofAmazon'smore
than 400,000 sellers in India
in early 2019 accounted for
aroundtwo-thirdsof itsonline
sales, the documents also
showed. AIMRA said in its
letter the government should
capasingleseller'sdailysmart-
phone sales on Amazon and
Flipkart at ~500,000.

The group also alleges the
US firms promoted sales on
their platforms through pre-
ferred sellers, asking the gov-
ernment to investigate tie-ups
between smartphone brands
and these sellers.

Flipkart did not respond to
a request for comment. In the
special report published last
month,Amazonsaidinastate-
ment that itwashelping small
businesses in India and that it
"treatsall sellers inafair, trans-
parent, and non-discrim-
inatorymanner".

Brick-and-mortar retailers
have said they're struggling to
compete with the tech giants
as online smartphone sales
boom. By 2019, 44 per cent of
smartphones in India were
being sold online, with
AmazonandFlipkartdominat-
ing the sales, according to
ForresterResearch. REUTERS
