In this case the process of arbitration with the 

Government of Mauritius has been completed during the year and management of the branch is 

expecting the favorable order for the same. 

Our opinion is not modified in respect of this matter. 
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ii. The Consolidated Financial results of the Holding Company for the year ended March 31, 2023
