(ataratingof76outof100)than

thosevotingforDemocraticcan-
didateBiden (52/100).

41.61 lakh-strong community
finds its voting choices in the
spotlight given one, their view
onpoliticsbackinIndiaandtwo,
theDemocrats'choiceof Indian-
origin Kamala Harris as vice-
presidential candidate.

“WhileRepublicansaremore
bullish on Modi, it is worth
pointingoutthatDemocratsstill
largelyviewhimfavourably.The
simple notion that Trump sup-
portersareModisupportersand
Modi opponents are Trumpop-
ponentsdoesnot find support,”
MilanVaishnav, lead researcher
and Senior Fellow, South Asia
Program at Carnegie, told The
IndianExpress.
IndianAmericanshavetradi-

tionallyvotedfortheDemocratic
Party -- asmany as 93 per cent
votedforBarackObamain2008.
The Democrats have, however,
been incrementally losing the
community's votes to the
Republicans in every election
since then.
Almost half of the Indian

Americans (48 per cent) sur-
veyed approve of PMNarendra
Modi’s performance while 32

percentdisapprove.
Yet, the survey found, “there

maybe a floor toModi’s favora-
bility; while Trump supporters
have a higher opinion of Modi,
Trump’s detractors are divided
on their views on the Indian
primeminister”.Thosewhodis-
approve of Trump are split on
Modi, with roughly 40 per cent
approving and 40 per cent dis-
approvingof him.
“IndianAmericanshaveactu-

allybecomeatalkingpointinthis
electioninawaythatveryfewof
uscouldhaveeverimagined...The
spectreofModicomingtopower
in 2014 undoubtedly created
somecleavageswithintheIndian
Americancommunity.Andoneof
thosecleavagesisthewayIndian
Americans view the Prime
Minister. But towhat extent are
IndianAmericansgoingtovoteon
thebasisofIndia?Iamveryscep-

ticalaboutthis,”Vaishnavsaid.
The survey, conducted in

September on a representative
sample of 1,200 Indian
Americans,saidthat"contraryto
the emerging narrative, Indian
Americans favour the
Democratic Party to the
Republican Party by a greater
than two-to-onemargin”.
Thecommunity’ssupportfor

Biden(68percent)ishigherthan
that of Hispanic voters (64 per
cent)andclosetothatofAfrican
Americanvoters (79percent).
The survey found thatwhile

US-India relationswere toppri-
ority for only three per cent of
thosesurveyed,whenasked,half
of therespondentssaidacandi-
date’s position on India will be
"veryimportant"or"somewhat
important" to theirvote.
