On Feb 27, Preparations Underway

Dehradun: Prime Minister
Narendra Modi is scheduled
to visit the Harshil-Mukhwa
area of Uttarkashi district on
February 27 as part of his
winter tour.

In anticipation of the
visit, the state government
and administration have
ramped up preparations.

Uttarakhand Chief
Secretary Radha Raturi
convened ameeting with of-
ficials to review the arrange-
ments for the wvisit,
emphasising the timely and
flawless execution of tasks.

She directed all con-
cerned departments to en-
sure necessary preparations
were completed and all ar-
rangements were foolproof
within the given time frame.

Chief Secretary Raturi
said that this visit of the
Prime Minister will provide
an invaluable opportunity
to promote winter tourism
in Uttarakhand. Hence, spe-
cial attention should be paid
to highlighting the possi-
bilities and capabilities of
winter tourism in the state
in the programs to be orga-
nized during this period.

The Chief Secretary
instructed that all prepara-
fions should be ensured on
time, keeping in mind the
prescribed protocol and se-
curity arrangements during
the proposed programs of
the Prime Minister in
Harshil-Mukhwa.

The Chief Secretary
said that she herself would
go to Harshil-Mukhwa
along with the officials and
inspect the preparations on
the spot and check all the
arrangements.

The Chief Secretary
directed that appropriate ar-
rangements should be made
for the proposed program of
the public meeting in
Harshil, including darshan-
puja at Mukhwa temple, by
the Prime Minister, and ef-

fective  arrangements
should also be made for
parking and transport sys-
tem. Along with instructing
the Secretary of Tourism to
organize an exhibition of
winter tourist places of
Uttarakhand in Harshil, she
also said that an exhibition
based on the local products
of the state should also be
organized on this occasion.

In the meeting, Secre-
tary Vinod Kumar Suman
presented the proposed pro-
grams and expected arrange-
ments and said that all the
concerned departments
should immediately complete
all the necessary preparations.
On this occasion, District
Magistrate Uttarkashi Dr
Meherban Singh Bisht said
that all the necessary arrange-
ments are being ensured in
the district regarding the pro-
posed prograim.

Levelling work has
been done for the Prime
Minister's program on the pre-
mises of the Horticulture De-
partment in Harshil. Along
with the beautification of the
temple and village buildings
in Mukhwa, a convenient and
safe path has been con-
structed for the temple.

The roads of the
Harshil-Mukhwa area are
being repaired. The con-
stmiction of the road up to
Bagori helipad in Harshil is
in its final stage and other
nearby helipads are also
being made ready.

Fake Army Recruitment
Racket Busted In Pune,
One Arrested

Pune / Dehradun: Pune city police and Southern
Command Military Intelligence busted a fake Anny
Recrmitment racket in Pune city in a joint opera-
tion and arrested one individual, officials said on
Wednesday.

The accused has been identified as Mohit Ram
Singh Dhami a resident of Uttrakhand. He was appre-
hended from Pune Railway Station at approximately
8:30 PM on Tuesday, police said.

The arrest followed a complaint by 23-year-old
Dhule resident of Ravindra Janardan Bilade, who
claimed that Dhami deceived him and his friend of Rs
4.80 lakh.

The incident took place on March 31, 2024, when
Bilade and his friend were in Pune for a government
job recruitment exam.

According to Bilade's complaint, Dhami posed
as a Southern Command Hospital employee and prom-
ised to secure their selection in the army despite their
age exceeding the limit. Over the next few days, Dhami
collected their documents and money, with Bilade send-
ing Rs 2.80 lakh and his friend sending Rs 2 lakh.

The scam extended beyond these individuals, tar-
geting financially disadvantaged candidates from
Uttarakhand, Punjab, and Maharashtra. Dhami report-
edly charged each candidate Rs 2 lakh for the fake
recruitment. Police anticipates that at least 10-15 more
aspirant have been defrauded by the accused, police
have appealed that victims come forward and file their
complaints proactively.

The Southern Intelligence Command in Pune pro-
vided military-specific information about Dhami's in-
volvement in the fake recruitment racket to the Bund
Garden Police on February 11, 2024. After verifica-
tion, the joint team apprehended Dhami on Tuesday.

The Bund Garden Police have filed charges
against Dhami under Sections 319(2) and 318(4) of
the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita (BNS), addressing cheat-
ing by personation and cheating with dishonest in-
ducement to investigate the case further, —ANI
