Videocon bid: SC to hear Twin
Star’s plea against NCLAT order

New Delhi, February 14

THE SUPREME COURT on
Monday asked the lenders of
Videocon group not to proceed
with the resolution process
even as it sought response
from various parties on an
appeal by Vedanta Group’s
Twin Star Technologies, which
has challenged the National
Company Law Appellate Tri-
bunal’s order that setaside the
approvals given for the com-
pany’s takeover of distressed
Videocon group.

Solicitor General Tushar
Mehta, who represented the
committee of creditors (CoC)
led by the Bank of Maharash-
tra, agreed to a bench headed
by Chief Justice NV Ramana’s
suggestion that the CoCwould
not proceed with the process of
inviting fresh bids till the next

date of hearing in March.

“We are not passing any
interim order but please tell
the authorities not to proceed
with the process, we will hear
the case,” the CJI told Mehta.

Twin Star Technologies’bid
forVideocon,which was previ-
ously accepted by the lenders,

was turned down by theappel-
late tribunal in January for not
carrying enough value.

Senior counsel Abhishek
Manu Singhvi, appearing for
Twin Star, said the NCLAT did
not have the powerto set aside
its¥2,692-crore bid forthe 13
group companies of the debt-
ridden Videocon group as it
was approved by the CoC and
also upheld by the NCLT.

Hesaid thatasmanyas 95%
of votes in the committee of
creditors were in favour of the
plan submitted by Twin Star.
Singhvialsosaid thatvarious SC
judgments have emphasised
that an approved resolution
plan is a binding contract and
cannot be withdrawn.

SERUM INSTITUTE OF India’s
chairman and MD Cyrus
Poonawalla on Monday said
his company works with the
goal to sell vaccines at the
price of a cup of tea and make
them affordable for everyone.
It is for this reason that
Serum is the largest vaccine

maker in the world by the
number of doses but not by
value, he added.

“The company has been
following the low-cost, high-
volume business model.
Nearly two-thirds of the
world's infant population is
protected by one or more of
our vaccines and most of
Serum's vaccines have been
used by poorer nations, Unicef

Poonawalla was speaking
at a felicitation ceremony
organised for him by the
Mahratta Chamber of Com-
merce,Industries and Agricul-
ture in Pune.

There are 170
countries using Serum’s vac-

cine and around 30 million
children’s lives have been
saved because they were pro-
vided vaccines at an afford-
able price,” Poonawala said.
The same template of low-
cost, high value, high produc-
tion has been applied to the
Covid-19 vaccines, he said,
adding that almost 90% peo-
ple in India have received
Serum’s Covishield vaccine.
