Maha former
CM Shivajirao
Patil Nilangekar
passes away

PUNE, 5 AUGUST

Former Maharashtra chief
minister Shivajirao Patil
Nilangekar died here on
Wednesday after a brief ill-
ness, family sources said.

Nilangekar, 89, died at a
private hospital here.

He tested coronavirus
positive in July but recovered
and was discharged after
testing negative.

Nilangekar, senior Con-
gress leader from Latur in
Marathwadaregion, was the
state chief minister from
June 1985 to March 1986.

Heresigned from the post
when the Bombay High Court
passed strictures against
him after fraud was alleged
in the results of the MD
examination in 1985 “at his
behest” to help his daugh-
ter and her friend get through.

Nilangekar was tested
positive for coronavirus in July
and shifted to Pune for treat-
ment.

Doctorsat the Punehos-
pital where he died said he
suffered an acute chronic
renal failure with cardiac
arrest.

Nilangekar, a close asso-
ciate former chief minister
late Vasantdada Patil, became
the chief minister after the
latter resigned as CM in
protest against Prabha Rau
being appointed state Con-
gress president without his
knowledge. PTI

West Bengal BJP president
Dilip Ghosh, meanwhile, hit
out at the TMC government
in the state of “disregarding
Hindu sentiments” by clamp-
ingalockdown on adaywhen
“bhoomi pujan” ceremony
was being organised in Ayo-
dhya.

“Werequested for altering
the date of the lockdown. But
it was not done. When devo-
tees of Lord Ram wanted to cel-
ebrate the day in a small way
in Bengal, they were stopped
by the police. The TMC gov-
ernment has disregarded the
sentiments of the Hindus in
the state. The TMC will pay
dearly for this in days to
come,” Ghosh said.

He asked Banerjee to come
clean on whether she supports
the construction of the Ram
temple or not.

“After Ram temple verdict
last year, she had remained
silent. This time too, sheis not
clearly saying whether she

supports the construction of
the Ram temple or not,” he said.

The state Congress lead-
ership believes that the gov-
ernment should have with-
drawn the lockdown instead
of “playinginto the hands” of
the BJP,

The state government could
have easily altered the date of
lockdown butit chose to play
into the hands of the BJP,
senior Congress leader Pradeep
Bhattacharya said.
