A Philippine news site co-
founded by Nobel Peace
Prize winner Maria Ressa
has been ordered to shut
down, the company said
Wednesday, a day before
President Rodrigo Duterte -
- its arch-nemesis -- leaves
office.

Ressa has been a vocal
critic of Duterte and the
deadly drug war he
launched in 2016, triggering
what media advocates say is
a grinding series of criminal
charges, probes and online
attacks against her and
Rappler. The latest blow was
delivered by the Philippine
Securities and Exchange
Commission. In a statement
Wednesday, it confirmed
the "revocation of the cer-
tificates of incorporation" of
Rappler for violating "con-
stitutional and statutory
restrictions on foreign own-
ership in mass media".
Rappler said the decision
"effectively confirmed the
shutdown" of the company
and vowed to appeal,

describing the proceedings
as "highly irregular". "We
have discussed all possible
scenarios with Rapplers
(staff) since SEC issued its
first order in 2018," Glenda
Gloria, executive editor and
co-founder of the site, told
reporters. "Nothing ever
sufficiently prepares an
organization for a 'kill'
order." Rappler has had to
fight for survival as
Duterte's government
accused it of violating a con-

stitutional ban on foreign
ownership in securing
funding, as well as tax eva-
sion. It has also been
accused of cyber libel -- a
new criminal law intro-
duced in 2012, the same
year Rappler was founded.

Duterte has attacked the
website by name, calling it a
"fake news outlet", over a
story about one of his clos-
est aides. The news portal is
accused of allowing foreign-
ers to take control of its

website through its parent
Rappler Holdings' issuance
of "depositary receipts".
Under the constitution,
investment in media is
reserved for Filipinos or
Filipino-controlled entities.

The case springs from
the 2015 investment from
the US-based Omidyar
Network, which was estab-
lished by eBay founder
Pierre Omidyar. Omidyar
later transferred its invest-
ment in Rappler to the site's

local managers to stave off
efforts by Duterte to shut it
down.

Ressa, who is also a US
citizen, and Russian jour-
nalist Dmitry Muratov were
awarded the Nobel Peace
Prize in October for their
efforts to "safeguard free-
dom of expression".

Ressa is fighting at least
seven court cases, including
an appeal against a convic-
tion in a cyber libel case, for
which she is on bail and
faces up to six years in
prison. The International
Center for Journalists has
urged the Philippine gov-
ernment to reverse its order
to shut down Rappler. "This
legal harassment not only
costs Rappler time, money
and energy. It enables
relentless and prolific
online violence designed to
chill independent report-
ing," ICFJ said in a statement
posted on Twitter.
Ferdinand Marcos Jr, the
son of the Philippines' for-
mer dictator who presided
over widespread human
rights abuses.

Russian flags flap in the stiff
polar breeze, a bust of
Lenin looms out of the snow
and a vast slogan declares,
"Communism is our goal!"

No, this is not some time
warp Soviet settlement lost
in the Arctic wastes, but a
corner of Norway where
Moscow can -- theoretically
at least -- mine, build, drill
and fish what it likes.
Welcome to Spitsbergen,
the largest island of the
Svalbard archipelago and
"NATO's Achilles heel in the
Arctic".

These spectacular
islands of glaciers and
mountain peaks halfway
between Norway and the
North Pole are a strategic
and economic bridgehead
not just for Moscow but
also for Beijing.

All because of one of the
most bizarre and little-
understood international
treaties ever concluded,
which gives Norway sover-
eignty but allows the citi-
zens of 46 countries to
exploit the islands' poten-
tially vast resources on an
equal footing. Which is why
370 Russians and

Ukrainian miners from the
Donbass work in
Barentsburg, a cut-off cor-
ner of Spitsbergen where
the Soviets dug coal for
decades and where it is
pitch dark for nearly three
months of the year.

"Spitsbergen has been cov-
ered with Russian sweat
and blood for centuries,"
Moscow's consul Sergey
Gushchin said.

"I'm not arguing that it's
not Norwegian territory
but it's part of Russian his-
tory," he added. He makes no
attempt to hide that some
Ukrainians have left since
the Russian invasion in
February. Moscow has long
wanted a bigger say in the

archipelago which has been
a haunt of its hunters,
whalers, fishermen since
the 16th century. It also
insists on calling the islands
by the original Spitsbergen
rather than the Norwegian
Svalbard, the official name

since shortly after the treaty
handing them to Norway
was signed in 1920 while
Russia was otherwise
engaged with the civil war
between Reds and Whites.
Nuclear submarines from
Russia's powerful Northern
Fleet also have to pass close
to Svalbard's southernmost
Bear Island to get into the
North Atlantic. Russia's
"main interest is to avoid a
situation.

Biden Announces US
Military Air, Sea, Land

Reinforcements In Europe
MADRID: (AGENCY)

President Joe Biden on Wednesday announced US rein-
forcements of NATO forces in Europe, saying the alliance
is needed more today "than it ever has been." NATO will
be "strengthened in all directions across every domain -
- land, air and sea," he said at a summit of the transat-
lantic alliance being held in Madrid. Biden, who was
meeting with NATO Secretary General Jens Stoltenberg,
said the extra forces included: Boosting the fleet of US
naval destroyers from four to six in Rota, Spain. A perma-
nent headquarters in Poland of the 5th Army Corps. An
"additional rotational brigade" in Romania, consisting of
"3,000 fighters and another 2,000 personnel combat
team." Enhanced rotational deployments in the Baltic
countries. Two additional squadrons of the F-35 stealth
plane to Britain. "Additional air defence and other capa-
bilities in Germany and in Italy."

"Together with our allies we're going to make sure
that NATO is ready to meet the threats from all direc-
tions across every domain," Biden said.

"In a moment where (Russian President Vladimir)
Putin has shattered peace in Europe and attacked the
very, very tenets of rule-based order, the United States
and our allies, we're going to step up," he said.

JERUSALEM: (AGENCY)

Israel's parliament is
expected to dissolve
Wednesday, ending Prime
Minister Naftali Bennett's
year-long tenure and trig-
gering a fifth election in less
than four years that could
see ex-premier Benjamin
Netanyahu reclaim power.
Barring an 11th hour shock
agreement to save the coali-
tion or form a new govern-
ment within the existing
parliament, Bennett's eight-
party alliance is due to end
by midnight, installing
Foreign Minister Yair Lapid
as prime minister.

The former television
anchor is set to head a care-
taker government, ahead of
polls due in late October or
early November. Bennett's
motley alliance formed in
2021 offered a reprieve
from an unprecedented era
of political gridlock, ending
Netanyahu's record 12 con-
secutive years in power and
passing Israel's first state
budget since 2018.

Netanyahu -- a divisive
hawk aligned with far-right
nationalists and Israel's
ultra-Orthodox Jewish par-
ties -- has promised victory
in new elections but may
again struggle to rally a par-
liamentary majority, multi-
ple polls have shown.

He is currently on trial
over corruption charges,
which he denies. The anti-
Netanyahu camp will likely
be led by Lapid, a centrist
former TV celebrity.
Dismissed as a lightweight
when he entered politics a
decade ago, he has sur-
prised many with his politi-

cal skills.
As he and Bennett

announced last week that
their coalition was no
longer tenable, Lapid sought
to cast Netanyahu's poten-
tial return to office as a
national threat.

"What we need to do
today is go back to the con-
cept of Israeli unity. Not to
let dark forces tear us apart
from within," Lapid said.
While parliament's collapse
appeared a near certainty,
last-minute surprises
remained possible given
Israel's volatile political cli-
mate.

Factions across the
political spectrum fear fresh
polls will see them lose
seats or end up out of par-
liament entirely by falling
below the minimum sup-
port threshold, which is
3.25 percent of all votes
cast.

But options to avoid
another election were
growing increasingly
remote, according to Israeli
reports.

That means Lapid is
expected to take office at
midnight after parliament
gives final approval to a dis-

solution bill, in accordance
with the power-sharing
deal he agreed with Bennett
last June.

Bennett, a religious
nationalist, has led a coali-
tion of right-wingers, cen-
trists, doves and Islamists
from the Raam faction,
which made history by
becoming the first Arab
party to support an Israeli
government in the Jewish
state's 74-year history. The
alliance, united by its desire
to oust Netanyahu and
break a damaging cycle of
inconclusive elections, was
imperilled from the outset
by its ideological divides.

But Bennett said the
final straw was a failure to
renew a measure that
ensures the roughly
475,000 Jewish settlers in
the occupied West Bank
live under Israeli law.

Some Arab lawmakers
in the coalition refused to
back a bill they said marked
a de facto endorsement of a
55-year occupation that has
forced West Bank
Palestinians to live under
Israeli rule.

For Bennett, a staunch
supporter of settlements,

allowing the so-called West
Bank law to expire was
intolerable. Dissolving par-
liament before its June 30
expiration temporarily
renews the measure.

"We fought like lions,
down to the very last
moment, until it simply
became impossible,"
Bennett told Israel's
Channel 12 days after
announcing his coalition's
demise.

Bennett is expected to
stay on as alternate prime
minister and be responsible
for Iran policy, as world
powers take steps to revive
stalled talks on Tehran's
nuclear programme.

Israel opposes a
restoration of the 2015
agreement that gave Iran
sanctions relief in exchange
for checks on its nuclear
programme. Lapid will
retain his foreign minister
title while serving as Israel's
14th premier.

WASHINGTON: (AGENCY)

Group of Seven democra-
cies have had positive and
productive discussions with
China and India about a
plan to cap the price of
Russian oil, a source famil-
iar with the G7 discussions
said on Tuesday, adding the
two major oil consumers
would have incentives to
comply.

The source, speaking on
condition of anonymity,

said the price-per-barrel
cap level had not yet been
determined, but it would
have to be high enough to
give Russia an incentive to
keep producing oil.

Russian crude has been
selling at heavy discounts of
$30 to $40 per barrel com-
pared to benchmark Brent
crude prices of $110 to
$120 per barrel due to
Western sanctions on
Moscow over its invasion of
Ukraine.

G7 leaders on Tuesday
agreed to explore imposing
a ban on transporting
Russian oil that has been
sold above a certain price in
an effort to reduce
Moscow's revenues and
deplete its war chest.

With the European
Union preparing to impose
a phased embargo on
Russian oil later this year,

US Treasury Secretary Janet
Yellen has advocated the
cap as a way to cut Russia's
oil revenues while keeping
supplies on the market and
avoiding another major
price spike that could
prompt a recession.

The source said G7 gov-
ernments were still deter-
mining which services for
oil transport could be with-
drawn for cargoes above
the price cap and were con-
sidering direct bans of ship-

ping services, insur-
ance, trade finance,
brokering of car-
goes and other serv-
ices.

Western sanc-
tions still allow
many countries to
buy Russian crude,
and India and China
have increased their

purchases at steep dis-
counts. The source said the
two countries would be able
to buy Russian crude at
even lower prices under the
plan, calling it an attractive
pitch to Beijing and New
Delhi.

If Russia were simply to
refuse to sell its crude at the
capped price, it would have
few options to sell it at
higher prices, given the lim-
ited number of ships that
would be available for sub-
verting the sanctions that
are outside of London-
based insurance and
financing markets, the
source said.

With limited storage
capacity, Russia would then
have to significantly shut
down production, reducing
its cash flow and causing
further damage to its ener-
gy sector, the source added.

SAN ANTONIO: (AGENCY)

The death count of undocu-
mented migrants who were
abandoned in a scorching-
hot trailer in Texas rose to
51 Tuesday, as President Joe
Biden blamed "criminal"
professional smugglers for
the tragedy. Rebeca Clay-
Flores, a Bexar County offi-
cial, reported the new tally
of "39 men and 12 women"
dead, following the Monday
discovery of the tractor-
trailer on an isolated road in
her district.

She did not say how
many survivors remained
in hospital, but the number
could be around 11 based
on initial figures that offi-
cials gave, including possi-
bly four children. The
Department of Homeland
Security announced it had
opened a criminal investi-
gation, as Biden took aim at
human smuggling gangs.
"The tragic loss of life in San
Antonio, Texas that took
place yesterday is horrify-
ing and heartbreaking," he

said in a statement. "This
incident underscores the
need to go after the multi-
billion dollar criminal
smuggling industry preying
on migrants and leading to
far too many innocent
deaths," he said. Intense
heat Federal law enforce-
ment agents on Tuesday
arrested two men at the
address linked to the trac-
tor-trailer's registration,
court documents showed.

Juan Francisco D'Luna-
Bilbao and Juan Claudio
D'Luna-Mendez, both
Mexican nationals whose
US tourist visas had expired,
were illegally in possession

of multiple firearms, the
documents alleged.

A third person, suspect-
ed of being the driver of the
tractor-trailer, was arrested
nearby while "very high on
meth," reported the local
daily San Antonio Express-
News, citing a law enforce-
ment officer. According to
Mexican President Andres
Manuel Lopez Obrador, of
the dead whose identities
are known, 22 were from
Mexico, seven from
Guatemala and two from
Honduras. "It's a tremen-
dous misfortune," he told
reporters. It was the dead-
liest single incident involv-

ing migrants along the
southern border in memo-
ry, and drew more attention
to the risks that hundreds of
thousands of people face
seeking to enter the United

States from Mexico without
permission. On Monday, the
high temperature in San
Antonio was 103 degrees
Fahrenheit (39.4 degrees
Celsius).
