As per RBI guidelines under Basel Ill the Bank should maintain a minimum CRAR of 11.50% of its Risk Weighted Assets (RWA) as
of 31.03.2022, including stipulation of the minimum Common Equity Tier | Capital (CET 1) of 5.50%. The Bank’s Capital Adequacy
Ratio as on 31.03.2022 was at 16.48% as per Basel lll, of which Tier | capital (including CCB) was 12.38%, with CET 1 (including
CCB) of 12.17%. To meet the additional requirement on account of projected growth in annual business, Bank has assessed a Capital
requirement of around Rs.5,000/- crore for the financial year 2022-23.

The required capital as above is proposed to be raised through Follow-on Issues by way of FPO/Rights Issue/QIP issue etc., including
Capital support from Central Government, if any. These options will be exercised by the Bank as per the requirement and based on
the prevailing market conditions.
