Friday said that destructive

forces and people who follow the
ideology of creating empires through
terror can dominate for some time, but
their existence is not permanent as they
cannot suppress humanity forever.

He also said it was the Indian peo-
ple’s spiritual bent of mind that kept
the country united for centuries, and
called for the need to develop the “spir-
itual tourism” sector for the progress of
different regions and creation of job
opportunities for local residents.

Modi was speaking while virtually
inaugurating a few projects of the
famous Somnath temple situated in
Gir-Somnath district of Gujarat.

“This temple was demolished
numerous times over several centuries
in the past. Idols of deities were also
desecrated. Attempts were made to
erase its existence. But it came up again
inits full glory every time it was demol-
ished,” he said.

This temple gave a message to the
entire world that “truth cannot be
defeated by falsehood, and faith can-
not be crushed under the feet of ter-
ror”, he added.

“Somnath temple is a symbol of
trust and assurance for the entire world.
Forces that strive for destruction and
those who follow the ideology of creat-
ing empires out of terror can dominate
for some time, but their existence is
never permanent as they cannot sup-
press humanity forever,” the PM said.

This was true when some tyrants
were demolishing the Somnath temple,
and it is true even today when the world
has apprehensions because of some
people following such ideology, he said.

As the chairman of the Shree
Somnath Trust, the PM inaugurated
and laid the foundation stone for four
projects, worth %83 crore, for the
Somnath temple. It included the
ground-breaking ceremony for the
Parvati Temple that is coming up near
the main temple for30 crore.

The three projects that he inaugu-
rated were a 1.4-km long “Samudra
Darshan” walkway or promenade built
at a cost of ¥49 crore on the seashore
behind the temple; a newly-built muse-
um housing ancient artefacts construct-
ed near the temple at 75 lakh; and the
renovated Ahilyabai Holkar Temple or
the old Somnath temple, renovated at
acost of 3.5 crore.

Gujarat Chief Minister Vijay Rupani
and other dignitaries attended the pro-
gramme at a temple auditorium.

Modi also said that India, which was
at 65th position in 2013 in the Travel
and Tourism Competitiveness Index,
jumped to 34th position in 2019.

He remembered the contribution

of Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel in building
the present Somnath temple. He also
paid tributes to India’s first President
Dr Rajendra Prasad and freedom fight-
er from Gujarat K M Munshi, who
played a key role in the construction
of the temple.

The PM said that out of the total
40 pilgrimage places covered under
the Centre’s PRASAD (Pilgrimage
Rejuvenation And Spiritual
Augmentation Drive) scheme, the work
on 15 projects was already over.

“We are now planning to connect
Somnath with other tourist spots and
cities of the state, so that people who
visit one place are encouraged to visit
other places too,” he said, adding that
the Centre has identified 19 iconic
tourist destinations across the country
for further development.

“Thanks to such initiatives and oth-
er policy decisions for the tourism sec-
tor, India, which was on 65th position
in the world Travel and Tourism
Competitive Index in 2013, jumped to
34th position in 2019,” he said.

If you are curious about Japan but are
unlikely to go there anytime soon because
of the pandemic, the costs of travel or the
fear of unfamiliarity, pick up Pallavi Aiyar’s
book Orienting: An Indian in Japan. It gave
me a chance to learn about the country in
an intimate, thoughtful and entertaining
manner.

Her Spanish husband, Julio Arias, is a diplo-
mat. “Since meeting Julio in 2000, I'd lived
with him in the UK, China, Belgium and
Indonesia,” she writes.

The book will make you chortle with
laughter if you appreciate a sense of humour
that delights in literary allusions. Take this
description of Japan, for instance. “The
country came across like an upper-class
spinster from a historical novel with impec-
cable manners who spent her days dabbing
the edges of her mouth with a linen napkin
while internally tutting at the uncouth din-
ing etiquette of today’s
upstarts, id est: the Chinese.”

Alyar read a lot before she
moved to Japan, and whileshe =,

As Elon Musk stood in the wings
at Tesla’s Al day, a person
dressed in a skintight white suit
and black helmet did a jerky
robot dance across the stage.
And with that, Musk flagged
amove into a new realm of sci-
ence fiction: life-like humanoid
robots designed to take the
drudgery out of everyday life.
The Tesla Bot, a prototype of
which should be available next
year, is designed to eliminate

“dangerous, repetitive and bor-
ing tasks”, like bending over to
pick something up, or go to the
store for groceries, Musk said.
“Essentially, in the future, phys-
ical work will be a choice.”
“Tesla is arguably the world’s
biggest robotics company,” Mu-
sk said. “Our cars are basically
semi-sentient robots on wheels.”
The bot was the show-stop-
per of Tesla’s Al Day, during
which engineers gave highly
technical presentations on the
company’s autonomous-driving
development work with the goal

of recruiting talent to the Palo
Alto, California-based company.
“Develop the next generation
of automation, including a gen-
eral  purpose, bi-pedal,
humanoid robot capable of per-
forming tasks that are unsafe,
repetitive or boring,” says a job
posting on its site. “We’re seek-
ing mechanical, electrical, con-
trols and software engineers to
help usleverage our Al expertise
beyond our vehicle fleet.”
Musk has a long history of
unveiling products that are
merely prototypes, essentially

selling a vision before it exists in
reality. In November 2017, Tesla
unveiled its Semi truck at a late-
night event near Los Angeles,
but that vehicle has been pushed
back until 2022 at the earliest,

horrific second wave.” While a theatre release
might have elicited amore immediate response,
Mehra feels that OTTs have given filmmakers as
well as their audiences a more diverse range of
viewing options. “OTTs give movies longevity
and reach audiences across the world,” he says.
“But some films are simply made for the big
screen — think of the difference between
watching Sholay or The Avengers onyour TV
screenand inahall.” OTT releases also do away
with the notion of box office success, something
Mehra struggled with after Delhi-6 performed
poorly. “But now it’son Netflixand I find it’s
gradually gaining acceptance,” he says.

Mebhra is presently working on three scripts
simultaneously. Given his unhurried past
record, noneislikely to reach the screen — big
or small — for the next several years. But he isn’t
worried. “Like Farhan’s coach said tohimin
Toofan, in the boxing ring, the ability to take the
punches makes you awinner, not the ability to
beat someone up,” he reflects. “You've got tobe
thelast man standing.”
