6 The consolidated financial results include the financial results of K.P.R. Mill Limited and the financial results of its
subsidiaries - K.P.R. Sugar Mill Limited, Jahnvi Motor Private Limited, Quantum Knits Private Limited, Galaxy Knits Limited,
KPR Sugar and Apparels Limited, KPR Exports PLC, Ethiopia and KPR Mill Pte. Ltd, Singapore.

7 The Group has classified the operations primarily into three segments viz., Textile, Sugar and Others based on
"Management Approach” as defined in Ind-AS 108 - Operating Segments.

8 Pursuant to the approval of the shareholders at the Annual General Meeting of the Company held on September 09, 2021,
one equity share of ? 5/- each fully paid up was sub-divided into five equity shares of ? 1/- each fully paid up, with effect
from the record date, i.e., September 27, 2021. Consequently, the basic and diluted earnings per share have been
adjusted retrospectively for all the periods presented in the Consolidated Financial Results of the Company on the basis of
the new number of equity shares in accordance with the provisions of applicable Ind AS.

9 * The figures for the quarters ended March 31, 2022 and March 31, 2021 are the balancing figures between the audited
figures in respect of the full financial years and the published unaudited year-to-date figures upto the third quarter of the
respective financial years, which were subjected to limited review.

10 After obtaining the approval from the Board of Directors on February 07, 2022, the Buyback of 22,36,000 Equity Shares of

Company on proportionate basis by way of tender offer route at a price of 805/- per share for an aggregate amount of
17,999.80 lakhs (9.44% of the paid up capital and free reserves) was initiated in accordance with the provisions of the
Companies Act, 2013 and the Securities and Exchange Board of India (Buy-Back of Securities) Regulations, 2018 fSEBI
Buy-back Regulations’). The same was completed on April 19, 2022.

11 Events after reporting period
The Board has recommended a Final Dividend of 15% (~ 0.15 per share of the face value of T 1/- each) for the year 2021-
22 subject to the approval of the Shareholders in Annual General Meeting.
