Some of these models have become quite
popular. Carens,which Kia calls as an RV (recre-
ational vehicle) and is priced between 310.45
lakh and ¥17.55 lakh, has sold 83,006 units
since it was launched in February 2022, which
comes toabout 6,000 units per month. Mahin-
dra’s Scorpio and XUV700 (13 lakh to 326
lakh, depending on variants) together sold
about 145,000 units in FY23, at over 12,000
units per month. Hyundai's Alcazar (316.77
lakh to%21.12lakh)sold 26,696 unitsin FY23.

Analysts said spending more time together
as a family was one of the positive outcomes
from the Covid-19 restrictions. “As India got
back on the road starting 2021, for travel and
for get-togethers,alot of peoplewith abudget of
X10-20lakh wanted to be with family. Because
of the prevalent SUV craze,theywanted onlyan
SUV instead of an MPV,” said another analyst,
adding: “These so-called family SUVs served and
are still serving that customer base.”.

Kotak Mahindra
Bank PAT up 26%

The lender’s loan book was
lifted by a strong growth in its
retail advances. Specifically, credit
cards, personal loans, business
loans, consumer durables and
retail microfinance segments wit-
nessed the highest growth in the
quarter under review.

Personal loans, business loans
and consumer durable loans rose
56% y-o0-y in the quarter under
review. Credit cards rose 81% y-o-
y and retail micro finance seg-
ment rose 103% y-o-y. Broadly,
the bank’s customer assets,which
includesadvances and credit sub-
stitutes, rose 19% y-o-y to X3.5
trillion as on March 31.

The bank’s corporate banking
segment rose 1% y-o-y to
X70,384 crore. Deposits rose
nearly 17% y-o-y to 3.6 trillion
as on March 31. Of this, current
account deposits rose 8.3% y-o-y
to ¥70,030 crore. Term deposits
rose nearly 40% y-o-y to
171,281 crore.

The share of low-cost current
account savings account deposits
fell to 52.8% as on March 31,
from 60.7% ayear ago.

The bank’s asset quality con-
tinued to improve with gross non-
performing asset ratio falling
sharply from to 1.78% as on
March 31,from 2.34% ayear ago.
Net non-performing asset ratio
improved to 0.37% as on March
31, from 0.64% ayear ago.

The bank’s slippages were
X823 crore in the March quarter,
which is 0.3% of net advances. Of
this,assetsworth 218 crore were
upgraded. At the same time, the
bank’s provision coverage ratio
improved to 79.3% as on March
31, from 73.2% a year ago. The
bank’s capital adequacy ratio
stood at 21.8% as on March 31.

“Alot of our book is linked to
external benchmarks, which is
largely repo. Every time the repo
rises we have been able to get the
benefit.We have now seen a pause
in April. We will continue to see
elevated NIMs. The repo rates
have risen sharply and even if it
comes down, it is unlikely to come
down so sharply. Our NIMs should
be around 5% in FY24 too,” said
chief financial officer Jaimin
Bhatt.

Sebi seeks more time
to probe Adani

“Here, Sebi was given a mere
two months and it is reasonable
on its part to seek more time,” he
added.

In March, the apex court had
directed Sebi—which was already
probing allegations against the
Adani Group companies—to
probe the allegations levelled by
Hindenburg and specifically
investigate if there was aviolation
of the minimum public share-
holding norms in public limited
companies, failure to disclose
transactions with related parties
and any manipulation of stock
prices.

Sebi was told to conclude the
investigation within two months
and file a status report by May 2.
The regulator was also asked to
apprise a six-member expert

following the court’s directions.
“Itwould be in the interest of jus-
tice that Sebi continues to give
periodical reports to SC so that
the latter can monitor this probe
and it can be positively concluded
within the specified period of
time,” said Tushar Agarwal, advo-
cate, Supreme Court of India.

He added that further exten-
sions and delays could distort the
real reason behind the entire Hin-
denburg-Adani episode due to
various known and unknown
extraneous influences.

In its application to on Satur-
day, Sebi said the regulator had
attended two meetings called by
the committee in April, during
which detailed presentations
were made that included exten-
sive data and supporting notes as
well as data and analysis on the
fresh set of queries received from
the committee.

The regulator said it had
formed a prima-facie view on
some of the allegationslevelled in
the Hindenburg report,including
12 suspicious transactions for
possibleviolations related to mis-
representation of financials, pos-
sible violations with regard to
related party transactions disclo-
sures,violations related to corpo-
rate governance matters, mini-
mum public shareholding norms
in the context of FPI sharehold-
ing, possible stock price manipu-
lation and trading in Adani Group
stocks in the periods before and
after the Hindenburg report as
well as possible violation of ODI,
FPI,shortselling and insider trad-
ing norms.

Sebi said on Saturday that
probes into some of these viola-
tions would take more time. For
instance, it said the examination
relating to 12 suspicious transac-
tions are complex and have many
sub-transactions and a rigorous
investigation of these transac-
tions would require collation of
data and information from vari-
ous sources along with detailed
analysis including verification of
submissions made by the compa-
nies.Thisincludes financial state-
ments of listed and unlisted com-
panies,  offshore entities,
disclosures filed with stock
exchanges, minutes of board
meetings,bank statements of the
concerned entities, etc.

Sebi said the detailed investi-
gation process would alsoinclude
depositions from various Kkey
managerial personnel, statutory
auditors and other relevant
persons.

ED searches Byju’s
premises

The agency said he failed to
appear before the agency during
the investigation despite being
summoned several times.

Responding to the develop-
ment, Byju’s said in a statement
that the visit by ED officials was
related toaroutineinquiry under
FEMA.“We have been completely
transparent with the authorities
and have provided them with all
the information they have
requested. We have nothing but
the utmost confidence in the
integrity of our operations, and

we are committed to upholding
the highest standards of compli-
ance and ethics.We will continue
to work closely with the authori-
ties to ensure that they have all
the information they need, and
we are confident that this matter
will be resolved in a timely and
satisfactory manner,” the state-
ment added.

The ED searches come at a
time when the startup has been
accused of irregular accounting
practices by its own financial
auditor. Last year, the startup also
faced intense scrutiny from the
ministry of corporate affairs
(MCA) after its FY21 financials
were delayed by almost 18
months beyond the prescribed
timeline. It filed its FY21 results
in September after receiving an
unqualified report from its audi-
tor, Deloitte Haskins & Sells.

In its report, Deloitte com-
pelled Byju’s to defer some 40%
of revenues to subsequent years
since it sold multi-year subscrip-
tions. The deferral of revenue
meant that revenue recognised
from courses that Byju’s sells on
a multi-year basis (up to three
years) got deferred across three
years rather than booked in a sin-
gleyear.This revenue recognition
policy was suggested by Deloitte
since students are allowed to can-
cel multi-year subscription and
get theirrefunds anytime during
the subscription plan.

The company in September
2022 reported that its net loss
rose to 4,588 crore from
X231.69 crorein FY20.The com-
pany’s total revenues during the
year saw a marginal decline of
3.32% to X2,428.39 crore. The
huge jump in losses during the
year was due to deferral of 40%
of revenues to subsequent years,
but not the costs.The company is
yet to release a financial perfor-
mance report for FY22

Bots customised for
companies on Al
delivery list

Greater personalisationisalso
on the cards as the company
“aims to offer hyper-personalised
content creation across various
formats,including blogs, presen-
tations, emails, reports, and
videos,” the Writesonic founder
said, adding, “As Al continues to
evolve, we are also constantly
exploring new features to keep
pace with technological advance-
ments and meet the ever-chang-
ing needs of our users.”

Chatsonic claims it has
addressed limitations of the Ope-
nAl’s widely popular chatbot,
which Microsoft has integrated
with its Bing search engine.These
include “information limitation
as its knowledge base only
extended up to September 2021,
the lack of speech-to-text and
text-to-speech capabilities, and
lack of multimodality,” the Chat-
sonic maker said. Last month,
Opera integrated ChatGPT and
Chatsonic into its desktop
browsers—Opera and Opera GX.

Content creation is the fore-
most utility of Chatsonic, said
Garg. However,wouldn'tit pose a
threat to content creators and has
the potential to make their job
obsolete? On this, Garg bats for
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the ‘productivity’ quotient, and
says, “It functions more as a sup-
port for humans and improves
their productivity, rather than
taking them down.” What about
inaccurate responses or contro-
versial content like hate speech?
To address that, “we have our
toxicity detection system. So if
you ask it to say something
about Hitler, it would straight-
away decline as it is against our
system. It is the same for
images,” said Garg.

However,Al is expandingatan
exponential rate, and so is the
expanse of content that can be
termed controversial and danger-
ous.On how tech keeps pace, Garg
said there are multiple aspects to
it. “We keep retraining our toxic-
ity detection model and it is
updated every few weeks. Sec-
ondly, the point where Al is cur-
rently at, 100% accuracy is not
guaranteed. Although there is a
decent level of guarantee, with
models improving, we can expect
it to get there where it is smart
enough to automatically deny
requests without the need of
training it,” he said.

However, the techpreneur
does feel that at the rate at which
this technology is evolving,
some kind of regulation is
needed. Notably, multiple coun-
tries are deliberating upon some
forms of regulation for AIL. “But
these should not be so strict,as a
lot of good things will also come
out of it,” Garg opined.

We are already at a time when
generative Al, the technology
behind AI chatbots, has set the
tech and non-tech worlds abuzz.
Speaking on what could be the
next big thing in the field, Garg
feels“autonomous GPT or similar
self-improving generative models
can be one of the next big devel-
opments in AL” It is an open-
source application,which displays
the abilities of the GPT-4 lan-
guage model. Notably,
autonomous GPT can function
autonomously,hencelimiting the
need for human-machine inter-
actions. “Auto GPT would repre-
sentasignificantadvancementin
the capabilities of Al language
models like GPT-3.A preliminary
version of this is already available
on GitHub as an experiment,’
Garg said
