PRIME MINISTER NARENDRA Modi
told the people of Jammu & Kashmir
on Friday that statehood will be
restored and “the day is not far” when
Assembly elections will be held there.

Underlining that there has been a
lot of change in J&Kin thelast 10 years
and “development has replaced mili-
tancy” - J&Klost its special status in
August 2019 and its statehood in Octo-
ber that year when it was divided into
the Union Territories of J&K and
Ladakh — Modi, addressing a BJP rally,
said, “Aap logo ne bahut saare kasht
jhelehain.Maine aap keliyebahutbada
sapna dekha hai. Hum rajya ka darja
bahal karenge (You have suffered a lot.
I have a very big dream for you. We will
restore statehood).”

The rally was held to mobilise sup-
port for BJP’s Lok Sabha candidates Dr
Jitendra Singh (Udhampur) and Jugal
Kishore Sharma (Jammu).

“The day is not far when Assembly
electionswill be held in J&K.Everybody
will be visiting his own MLA and Min-
ister,” Modi said.

Describing the development
works undertaken in the UT as “a
trailer”, he said, “I have to get down to
work on making a new and beautiful

and arecord number of touristsand pil-
grims are visiting the UT.

He said large companiesand indus-
tries from across the country and
abroad will come to J&K in greater
numbers, and along with tourism, it
will also be known for its start-ups.

“Whateverhashappenedinthelast
10 years is only a trailer.I have to take
Jammuand Kashmirtonewheights of
development,” he said, attacking the
Congress, NC and PDP. These parties,
he said,are run by families opposed to
development and heritage.

For power, he said, they erected “a
wall of Article 370” not allowing the

MONTHS AFTER YOUTUBE
began adding disclaimers to
videos pertaining to the effi-
cacy of the Electronic Voting
Machines (EVM), the online
platform has started to limit
monetisation of such videos,
which means the creators will
not get their share of adver-
tisementrevenue earned from
these videos.

The creators of thesevideos
suspect that they have faced
the action because they raised
the issue of EVMs, while
YouTube has cited its adver-
tiser-friendly guidelines that
say videos with demonstrably
falseinformation arenoteligi-

ble forad revenue.

When reached for com-
ment, a YouTube spokesper-
son told The Indian Express:
“All channels on YouTube
must comply with our Com-
munity Guidelines. Creators
who wish to monetize their
videos with ads are held to an
even higherbarand must also
comply with our Advertiser-
Friendly Guidelines. Any
claims that are demonstrably
false and could significantly
undermine participation or
trustinan electoral ordemoc-
raticprocessareinviolation of
our policies. These guidelines
are enforced consistently,
regardless of the creator, their
background, political view-
point, position or affiliation.”

YouTube curbs monetisation of videos raising EVM issue

“Questions over the EVM,
one-sided Election Commis-
sion and aweak democracy”.
Uploaded on March 8, the
video has over 94,000 views
as of Friday. Another video
that was affected, titled “Will
therebe free and fairelections
in India?”, was uploaded on
March 25 and has over
40,000 views. In it, Mishra
askswhethertheelectionsare
truly free and fair when Cen-
tral agencies are acting
against Opposition leaders
and parties and concerns
about the EVM have not been
addressed by the poll panel.
The third video of Mishra’s
that had limited demonetisa-
tion is about BJP members
appointed as independent

directors of Bharat Electron-
ics Ltd, one of the two PSUs
that manufacturesthe EVMs.
He cites a letter written by
retired IAS officer EAS Sarma
to the Election Commission
asking the EC to intervene in
the matter. While the video
was uploaded on January 30
and has over 1.5 lakh views,
the monetisation waslimited
recently, Mishra said.
