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Arothe
booked again
for cheating

Ahmedabad : Ranji
cricketer Rishi Arothe has now
been accused of duping a bud-
ding cricketer by promising
him a place in the Indian Pre-
mier League (IPL) bowling
camp in Bangalore. Mahendra
Mochi, a resident of
Panchmahal, filed a complaint
of cheating against Arothe at
Raopura police station on
Wednesday. This is the sec-
ond complaint of cheating
against Rishi Arothe in the last
three days. Mochi told the
cops that his son Tushar had
joined Motibaug Cricket Acad-
emy to get cricket coaching in
2021 and in 2022 he met
Arothe who used to come
there as a bowling coach. The
complainant said that his son
shared a good rapport with
Arothe and often stayed at the
latter’s place whenever he got
late during the practice. In
March 2022, Tushar told Mochi
that Arothe had talked about
the IPL’s bowling camp in
Bangalore. Arothe told Tushar
that IPL players will be joining
the camp and his bowling per-
formance was good so he may
get an opportunity to play in
the IPL. Arothe asked Tushar
to pay Rs 3 lakh for coaching
in the camp and that he would
get the fee back after the
camp. Mochi borrowed the
money from his friend and
gave it to Arothe outside the
Motibaug cricket ground in
March 2022. In April 2022,
Arothe again told Tushar that
the fees for the Bangalore
coaching camp had been in-
creased and asked him to pay
another Rs 2 lakh and if he
doesn’t pay then the refund of
the earlier amount would be
delayed too. Mochi paid Rs 2
lakh to Arothe apart from Rs
27,000 for the flight ticket for
Bangalore. Arothe then kept
be ready to fly to Bangalore
any time for the camp. But
after a few days, Arothe
stopped coming to the cricket
ground and didn’t even re-
ceive calls from Mochi who
then went to meet Arothe’s
father Tushar.

IT engineer helps 500
women turn businesswomen

Vadodara: After earning
a degree in IT engineering,
Maitri Pandya Chaurasia, 32,
worked with IT firms in
Vadodara for nearly a decade.
But two and a half years back,
she left the comforts of a plush
job — she wanted to have it
her style and how.

Even a handsome salary
package that she was draw-
ing to chart out her own jour-
ney as an entrepreneur, fell
short, and Maitri dreamt big.

Turning into an entre-
preneur but she has also
helped at least 500 women
from across the country to
start their own small online
businesses.

“As part of my job in the
IT sector, I had learnt digital
marketing which I have used
extensively to reach out to
women across the country by
running campaigns on social
media platforms,” said Maitri,
a native of Kutch, who has
made Vadodara her home
since her graduation days.

Maitri’s journey started
with her enterprise –
‘Ethnickapada’ – that focuses
on upcycling of textile waste
into handmade jewellery. “My
job in IT sector was providing
me a better salary package
but my current work has pro-
vided me job satisfaction,” she
said.

Through Maitri enter-
prise, she deals in handmade

jewellery, purses, shoes, en-
vironment-friendly handprints
and dying of Kutchi
handicrafts.

“When I had just started
selling the handmade jewel-
lery, a couple of curious
women including a divorcee
and widow househelps ap-
proached me to inquire
whether they too can earn a
livelihood. I provided them

some articles at nominal rates
and they started selling them,”
she said. Through her initia-
tive, Maitri, organizes work-
shops and training women
with skills that are required to
pursue their own entrepre-
neurial journeys. “My empha-
sis that they too can start small
businesses with minimal in-
vestment from anywhere,” she
said.

She adding that all the
500 women have earned at
least Rs 3,000 by investing Rs
1,800 or less within a span of
less than a year. In Vadodara,
she has established a team of
nearly 25 women from under-
privileged families, who are
trained free of cost in jewel-
lery making at a rented space.
“I want to expand this team
to 150 women by 2027,” said
Maitri. With raw material pur-
chased from Ahmedabad and
fabric waste procured from
tailors, she and her team has
developed over 25 varieties
with time,

6 flyover
proposals

put on hold
Vadodara: The standing

committee of the Vadodara
Municipal Corporation (VMC)
on Thursday put on hold six
proposals for flyovers in the
city.

The committee will take
a call regarding the projects
after visiting the sites where
these are proposed to be built.

The committee had
taken up proposals for flyovers
at Sama (Abacus) circle,
Vrundavan crossroads, Sardar
Estate crossroads,
Khodiyarnagar crossroads,
above the canal on the road
connecting Sun Pharma Road
to Bhayli and at Vasna cross-
roads.

The projects have al-
ready raised eyebrows as the
civic body proposes to spend
an amount that is 32% higher
than the estimates. In all, the
flyovers will cost a total of Rs
386.25 crore.

The opposition has al-
ready objected to the projects
and submitted a memorandum
stating that the contracts
should not be awarded.
Sources said that the stand-
ing committee will visit the sites
before the meeting next week
and then decide on the
projects.

According to officials,
the amount that is above the
estimates will have to be
borne by the VMC.

BMC plans to demolish
part of C D Barfiwala flyover
in Andheri to align it with re-
constructed carriageway of
Gokhale bridge due to differ-
ence in levels. Technical
methodology to be finalized
this week. The BMC is facing
criticism for the misalignment
of Gokhale Bridge and CD
Barfiwala flyover. Rectification
work to connect the two
bridges may be done by year-
end. This is due to the sloping
of both bridges in opposite di-
rections, which may cause
accidents on the steep slope.

Australia’s WSU inks MoU

Height of grit: At 2ft, she
stood tall amid struggles

Ahmedabad : “You don’t
have to be perfect to inspire
others” — this single line
thought which has led
Surat’s 2-feet-tall teacher
tackle 250 students daily.

The 26-year-old Vrundani
Patel has cleared Gujarat
State Eligibility Test (GSET)
to become assistant
professor and is now
pursuing PhD in commerce
faculty. Patel had fought for
four years to get a licence to
drive her Sedan. Patel’s
struggle started just after
few months of her birth as
her parents got divorced
when she was just 1.5-
years-old and was brought
up by her father and
grandmother.

“I was a normal kid like
others till class 3, as my
height was the same as
others. When others started
growing in height, my family
came to know that I will not
grow beyond a point in
height. I studied in a school
which provided me with
special bench till class 12. I
overcame everything and got
81% in class 10 and 85%
thereafter. I also completed
BCom and MCom from
Navyug college,” she said.

As my father was a
teacher, I started teaching
students in accountancy,
stat ist ics, audit ing and
mercantile law. Patel wants
to become a professor in
college, and she has been
pursuing PhD from VNSGU-
affiliated Udhana college

centre for last two years.
“We all surrendered against
her confidence. She will
continue to shine in her life.
She comes driving her car to
our college like all other
teachers and students,” said
Dr Mehul Desai, principal of
Udhana college.

Patel also had to face
many challenges like to get

a licence from Surat RTO. “I
was denied licence without
giving any reason. I asked
them to tell me a single rule
which denies a person with
less height a driving licencse.
I got one after four years
fight as I move in my car
easily now,” said Patel.

Patel daily teaches 250
students at a tuition class
where her father also used
to teach. A special platform
and smartboard have been
arranged for her at the
coaching centre.

“When I go to rural areas
for my PhD work in micro
insurance, people are
surprised and hesitate on
giving response. But I
convince them on why I am
doing it,” she said.

3 phones seized from city jail
Vadodara: One of the key

accused in gangster Mukesh
Harjani’s murder has been
booked yet again. The
Raopura police fi led an
offence against Anil alias
Anthony Gangwani for using
mobile phones inside the
Vadodara central jail. Three
other inmates have also been
booked in the similar offence.
The police said that the jailer
on duty was checking the
barracks when he found three
mobile phones hidden under
the bed of an inmate Sonu
Pathan. When asked, Pathan
said that he used the phone
along with Anthony, Sunil
Kevalramani and Parth
Parikh. After they used the
phones, then gave it to
Pathan who used to hide it.
The police are investigating
the case in detail due to the
involvement of Anthony who
has many offences registered
against him including
escaping from the police
custody. A resident of
Warasia, Anthony is a sharp-
shooter and has a dozen

cases of loot, firing, extortion
and prohibition registered
against him in the city.
Anthony is also one of the key
accused in gangster Mukesh
Harjani’s murder. He was a
member of Harjani’s gang but
he later turned against him.
He plotted Harjani’s murder
and even brought in two
shooters for committing the
crime in 2016. He was
paraded in the city by the
police in 2017 for removing
his fear among the citizens.
The Chhota Udepur police had
arrested Anthony in a fake
currency racket in 2022.

Anthony
was allowed to meet his wife
and sister in the hotel room
while the cops waited in the
next room. He escaped from
the room following which a
complaint was filed against him
at Sayajigunj police station.

1,254cr paid in lok
adalat settlements

Ahmedabad:  The
Gujarat  S tate  Lega l
Services Authority (GSLSA)
he ld lok ada lats  in  a l l
subord inate  cour ts  on
Saturday and reso lved
more than 2.29 lakh cases
with settlements worth Rs
1,254 crore being paid. In
lok adalats held mainly in
subord inate courts ,  as
many as 3,25,737 cases
were taken up for
settlement. The judges,
counsellors and lawyers of
litigating parties managed
to settle 2.29 lakh cases.

The tota l  amount in
set t lements  o f  these
disputes was more than Rs
1,254 crore.

Besides 3.25 lakh cases
that  were put  up for
sett lement, there were
2.35 lakh pre-l i t igat ion

cases resolved in these lok
adalats in a day, whose
settlements totalled over Rs
85 crore.

The lok adalats also
settled disputes over traffic e-
challans issued. Across the
state, 1.98 lakh cases for e-
challans were settled with Rs
11.81 crore recovered in such
cases. The distinguishing
feature of this lok adalat was
that matrimonial disputes
were also addressed for the
first time, with 5,530 such
disputes settled.

‘Good morning’ message
spells trouble for trader

RAJKOT: The seemingly
innocuous 'Hi' or a 'Good
morning' message on
WhatsApp from an unknown
number could spell deep
trouble if the conversation
stretches beyond a point.

A 38-year-old agriculture
trader from Jasdan near
Rajkot learned this the bitter
way when he befriended an
unknown woman as he took
forward a social media chat
with her. Hell broke loose for
the victim Kalpesh Kanani
when he agreed to drop the
woman in Rajkot from Jasdan
after her accomplices waylaid
them and extorted Rs three
lakh by threatening to frame
him for raping her. On
Saturday, the local crime
branch of the Rajkot (rural)
police arrested the woman
and six others after Kanani
lodged a complaint. Police
seized Rs 5.65 lakh from the
gang. On Feb 27, Kanani got
a message when he was at a
social function from a woman
who identified herself as Kajal
Pansuriya. He got a bit
suspicious but the woman
made a video call to convince
him. The next day he again got
a ‘good morning’ message
from her. Kanani told her that
he had to go to Rajkot from
Jasdan for some work. The
woman requested him to drop
her to Rajkot and that she
would meet him near Jasdan
bus depot where she would
come from Botad.

When Kanani and the
woman were on their way to
Rajkot, she asked him to stop
the car near Tramba
crossroads. Four people came
in another car, dragged Kanani
out and thrashed him. They
accused him of roaming
around with the woman for
three days and threatened to
frame him in a rape case if he
did not pay them Rs 3 lakh.

Kanani called his friend and
asked him to courier the cash
to the location directed by the

gang. On receiving the money,
they fled from there.

Police arrested two
women, the mastermind of
the crime Jaypalsinh Rabari,
Kismat Rabari, Ashok Rabari,
Atul Koli and Mahipatsinh
Gohil. The names of the

women were not revealed by
the cops. VV Odedara,
inspector, LCB, said, “During
preliminary interrogation, they
said they got Kanani’s number
from his social media profile.
He is into renting cars and a
driver. Kanani has an office in
the Jasdan marketing yard.

State govt reserves 43k
seats for RTE admissions

Ahmedabad: The state
education department has
announced the seats reserved
for Class 1 admissions under
the Right to Education Act
2009 for the academic year
2024-25.

This year, the depart-
ment will allocate 43,896 seats
in private schools, marking a
significant decrease from the
82,853 seats reserved in the
previous year. The reduction
in seats is attributed to the
change in age criteria from 5
to 6 years, resulting in fewer
Class 1 admissions in the pre-
ceding academic year.

Under the RTE Act, pri-
vate primary schools are man-
dated to allocate 25% of their
total available seats to stu-
dents from financially disad-
vantaged backgrounds.

Eligibility criteria include
parents with an annual in-
come not exceeding Rs 1.5
lakh in urban areas and Rs
1.25 lakh in rural areas.

Registration for admis-
sions will begin on March 14,
with the deadline set for
March 26. Parents must sub-
mit various documents, includ-
ing birth certificates, caste
certificates, residential proof,
and income certificates.

Those without income
tax return documents can pro-
vide an affidavit declaring
their income falls within the
eligible range.

The scrutiny of applica-
tions will begin on March 28,
followed by a correction win-
dow from April 1 to April 3.

The first round of admis-
sions is scheduled to start on
April 6.

Additionally, parents are
required to select schools
within a 6km radius of their
residence, with the depart-
ment providing a Google map
highlighting all eligible private
schools.

10 armed men rob tour
operator, wife of 16 lakh

Ahmedabad: Ten
assailants armed with iron
rods, pipes, and knives
forcibly entered the home of
a tour operator in
Gandhinagar, terrorizing him
and his wife at knifepoint
before robbing them of Rs 16
lakh. According to an FIR
lodged with Dabhoda police
by Pashi Jadhav, a 55-year-
old resident of Pirozpur
village in Gandhinagar, her
husband, Ramaji Jadhav,
operates a travel agency near
Ranasan Circle in
Gandhinagar. The ordeal
unfolded around 10pm on
Wednesday when the couple
was preparing to retire for the
night. Suddenly, the sound of
their house door being
forceful ly broken open
alarmed them. Rushing to
investigate, they encountered
10 masked intruders, aged
between 20 and 30, who

began assaulting them. The
robbers snatched two gold
chains worth Rs 1.80 lakh,
which Ramaji was wearing,
and a gold chain worth Rs
1.20 lakh, off Pashi. “They
pointed knives at us. In
Gujarat, they threatened to
kill us if we raised an alarm.
They attacked Ramaji with
iron rods and pipes, causing
him to bleed profusely.
