A day after Enforcement Di-
rectorate (ED) had sum-
moned eight IPS officers for
their alleged connection
with the coal smuggling
scam, the ED sources on
Friday said that some of  the
officers’ assets are also ED’s
scanner.

According to ED sources
apart from eight IPS offi-
cers five IAS officers are
also summoned to face ED’s
quizzing at the national cap-
ital as their names came up
while quizzing coal smug-
gling scam kingpin Anup

Majhi alias Lala.
The central agency

sources also mentioned that
these IPS and IAS officers
will be quizzed between Au-
gust 21 to August 31.

“The questioning of  these
officers will take place be-
tween August 21 to August
31.  These officers were de-
puted in the areas where il-
legal coal mining and smug-
gling took place. There is
evidence that these officers
benefitted from the scam,”
said ED sources.

Among the IPS officers
summoned by the central
agency are Gyanwant Singh
(ADG, CID), Koteswara Rao,

S Selvamurugan, Shyam
Singh, Rajeev Mishra,
Sukesh Kumar Jain and
Tathagata Basu.

The ED sources also added
that Gyanwant Singh was
first quizzed when the coal
smuggling scam was un-
earthed and this will be the
second round of  question-
ing.

It may be noted that in No-
vember 2020 CBI had regis-
tered a case on coal smug-
gling scam and the CBI
sleuths have also quizzed
TMC national secretary Ab-
hishek Banerjee, his wife
Rujira and others in con-
nection to this scam.

People in Kashmir are hoping to go back to normalcy,"
added the CPI(M) leader.

The team of  five divers finally reached the woman in
their fifth attempt around 4.30 am and gave her a
life-jacket and pulled her in the boat, he said. As the
boat started moving towards the bank, it overturned
due to strong currents.

"It is heartbreaking to learn that within the last hour, a
prominent individual, Salman Rushdie, was attacked
on a stage in western New York just before he was about
to give a speech. He is alive, he has been transported,
airlifted to safety," New York State Governor Kathy
Hochul said. The New York Times quoted Rushdie's
agent Andrew Wylie as saying that the writer was in
surgery. The report added that Wylie did not have an
update on Rushdie's condition.

Sulli Deals app...
'Can you say whatever is uploaded on the website
must be confined to one FIR?' the bench asked the
counsel appearing for Thakur. The Advocate appear-
ing for Thakur told the bench that his client is not
named in any FIR and there are allegations against
him that he helped in setting up the website. The
petition sought clubbing of  various FIRs across the
country in connection with offences related to the
app 'Sulli Deal of  the day' in which scores of  Muslim
women were put on "sale". The petitioner is accused
in three FIRs registered in New Delhi, Noida and
Mumbai. The app created a major uproar last year
for allegedly targeting Muslim women and uploading
their images without their consent. The plea said:
"The relief  sought in the present writ petition is in
terms of  the judgment passed by this court in TT
Antony vs State of  Kerala for quashing of  all the
same or similar FIRs except the first one and that a
single investigation may be proceeded with. In the
alternative, the petitioner prays for clubbing of  all
the subsequent FIRs with the first FIR, registered at
PS Special Cell, Delhi." Police have claimed Thakur
joined a group on Twitter by the name of
'Tradmahasabha' in January 2020 using the handle
@gangescion and the members had discussed about
trolling Muslim women. He had developed the appli-
cation on Github.

The Enforcement Direc-
torate (ED) on Friday said it
has attached Rs 370 crore
worth deposits -- invested in
bank, payment gateway and
crypto accounts -- of  a Ben-
galuru-based "shell" compa-
ny incorporated by two Chi-
nese nationals who left the
country in 2020.

The federal agency froze
the funds after it raided the
premises of  the company,
Yellow Tune Technologies
Pvt. Ltd, located in Karnata-
ka's capital city over three
days, starting August 8.

The agency stumbled
upon the alleged illegal ac-
tivities of  the company dur-
ing its ongoing money laun-
dering probe against some
dubious smartphone-based
loan lending apps which are
stated to be "backed by" Chi-
nese funds.

These apps, according to
the ED, soon shut shop and
"diverted" their profits.

"While doing fund trail in-
vestigation, ED found that
deposits to the tune of  Rs
370 crore were deposited by
23 entities, including ac-

cused NBFCs (non-banking
financial companies) and
their fintech companies
into the wallets of  Yellow
Tune Technologies Private
Limited held with crypto ex-
change Flipvolt Technolo-
gies Private Limited."
"These amounts were noth-
ing but proceeds of  crime
derived from predatory
lending practices," the
agency said in a statement.

It said crypto currency, so
purchased, was transferred
to various unknown foreign
wallet addresses.

The agency said it raided
the company (Yellow Tune)
to locate its "beneficial own-
ers" and that of  the recipi-
ent wallets.

"But the company's pro-
moters are untraceable. It is
found that this shell entity
was incorporated by Chi-
nese nationals Alex and
Kaidi (real names not
known) with the active con-
nivance of  willing CAs
(chartered accountants)
and CSs (company secre-
taries) and the bank ac-
counts were opened in the
name of  dummy directors,"
it said.

Nehru’s letter on National Flag, written 75 years ago
FrOm Our Bureau

The Congress on Friday
released a letter written
by Jawaharlal Nehru to
then editor Devdas Gand-
hi of   The Hindustan
Times  75 years ago on the
Indian national flag. Here
is the letter:

I have read a number of
letters that have appeared
in  The Hindustan Times  in
the feature  Thanks for the
Flag.  I am afraid I am un-

convinced by any of  the
criticism made of  the ‘de-
sign’ and I think that the
Flag, as adopted, success-
fully represents, both artis-
tically and symbolically,
what is meant to represent.

The flag is above all a
symbol. This flag of  ours
with the three colours and
with the charkha has been
a symbol to us, for many
years, of  freedom and unity
as well as the labouring
masses of  India. It would
have been quite impossible

for us to vary the flag essen-
tially without doing vio-
lence to the sentiment and
the symbolism that has
grown around it. The flag
was originally adopted af-
ter very careful considera-
tion, and the choice and
arrangement of  the colours
was and is, I think, very
artistic and beautiful. The
charkha added a certain
beauty of  conception to the
flag. Because the full
charkha is not there now, it
must not be imagined that

we have given up the the
charkha or what it meant.
In the resolution of  the con-
stituent assembly, it was
clearly stated the wheel in
the Centre represented the
char�kha. This symbolic
representation and is, in
fact, a continuation of  that
idea in a somewhat more
feasible and artistic form
more suited to the flag.

That form was not casual-
ly chosen but was taken
from the wheel from
Ashoka s capital.

The Delhi Police has de-
ployed kite catchers and
kite flyers on roof  tops and
other sensitive locations in
the Red Fort area here to
counter any threats from
sub-conventional aerial
platforms ahead of  the 75th
Independence Day celebra-
tion, officials said on Friday.

They also said adequate
measures have been taken
to prevent kites, balloons,
drones, or any manned or
unmanned flying objects to
reach the area where the In-
dependence Day function
will be held on August 15.

Police said kite catchers,
kite flyers and window
watchers have been asked to
report the sight of  any fly-
ing object in the restricted
area from August 13 to Au-

gust 15 to the staff  con-
cerned.

Meanwhile, more than 11
cases have been registered
for sale and purchase of
Chinese ‘manjha’ or glass-
coated thread used largely
for kite flying. Dependra
Pathak, Special Commis-
sioner of  Police (Law and
Order) said provisions of
section 144 have already
been instituted in Delhi.

Anyone seen flying kites,
balloons or Chinese
lanterns from August 13 to
August 15 till the time of  the
programme at Red Fort will
be punished and legal ac-
tion taken against them.

“Kite catchers have been
deployed with necessary
equipment on strategic loca-
tions who will prevent any
kind of  kite, balloon and
Chinese lanterns from

reaching the function area.
Radars will be deployed at
Red Fort to counter any
threats from subconvention-
al aerial platforms and
manned or unmanned fly-
ing objects, including
drones, balloons, kites, Chi-
nese lanterns, among oth-
ers,” he said. Officials said
adept kite flyers who also or-
ganise kite flying competi-
tions in the Red Fort area
have been identified and
convinced to not fly the
kites this time, keeping in
mind the security aspect.

Several meetings were
held with the kite flyers at
SHO, ACP and DCPs levels
to convince them in this re-
gard. They will also be pa-
trolling with the city police
and help the local policemen
to prevent such kite-flying
incidents.

figures to 4,42,23,557 and
5,26,928 deaths. 

It said the National 
capital Delhi has also
recorded an alarming
surge in coronavirus cases
and the virus related
deaths, while the positivi-
ty rate in the national cap-
ital surged to 14 %.
