Regulator cited
breach of laws
to curb money
laundering

INMAY 2022,a full eight months
before the Hindenburg report
flagged alleged irregularities in
the Adani Group, Mauritian
financial regulator Financial Ser-
vices Commission (FSC) revoked
the business and investment
licences of Emerging India Fund
Management Ltd (EIFM), the
controlling shareholder of two
Mauritius-based funds that
invested in listed Adani compa-
nies and are now under probe.

The FSC Enforcement Com-
mittee’s decision alleged breach
by EIFM of several provisions of
laws meant tocurbmoneylaun-
dering and ensure corporate
governance.

In its licence revocation
notice on May 12,2022,a copy
ofwhichisavailable on theregu-
lator’swebsite,the FSC held that
EIFM“acted inbreach”of various
sections of the Financial Services
Act,the SecuritiesAct,the Finan-
cial Intelligenceand Anti-Money
Laundering Regulations (2003
and 2018) and the Code on the
Prevention of Money Launder-
ingand Terrorist Financing.

These alleged breaches
relate to non-compliance on
maintaining records of clients
and transactions, accounting
and auditing standards; safe-
guards against dummy offi-
cers,corporate governance and
the prescribed internal mecha-
nism toidentifyrisks of money
laundering and terrorist
financing.

This assumes significance

After the publication of the
Hindenburgreport thisJanuary,
a top official of the Mauritian
FSC had said, in an interview,
that an “initial assessment” of
the entities associated with the
Adani Group in Mauritius did
notreveal any breach of law.

The Indian Express asked the
FSC spokesperson
whether EIFM was part of that
assessment.

The spokesperson said the
FSC“is unable to share any fur-
ther information on this matter
sinceitis constrained bythe pro-
visions of the FSAin its ability to
share confidential information
about its licensees.”

Significantly, EIFMwas held
guilty of breaching both the
2003 and 2018 versions of
Mauritius’s Financial Intelli-
gence and Anti-Money Laun-
dering Regulations. During
March-April 2018, as per last
available records, EIFM’s two
Mauritius funds held 3.9% of
Adani Power Limited, 3.86% of
Adani Transmission Limited,
and, at least, 1.73% of Adani
Enterprise Limited.

From Jatras to an archery ]uggemaut

THE PHOTO SPEAKS the
proverbial thousand words. It’s
ofayounggirl,nomore thansix
or seven years old. Dressed
ostensibly like Rani Lakshmi
Bai. Holding up a bow with her
left hand and pulling an arrow
with her right. Eyes locked on
the target. Body, though awk-
wardly positioned,stillasarock.
Readytoshoot.Itisn’tacompe-
tition shot.

Theyoung girl in thewarrior
queen avatar was among the
hundreds taking part in the
annual jatra — festival — that
passed through her village near
Amravati,Maharashtra.Forclose
to a decade and a half,
dhanushya-baan has become a
regular feature at these village
carnivals.

But what started as fancy-
dress events have now turned
into a grassroots sports revolu-
tion.“Today,thereare thousands
ofarchersacrossvariousdistricts
of Maharashtra,” says Gopic-
hand Swami.

Amathematics teacherfrom
Shirgaon in Satara, Gopichand
assures the number is exagger-
ated. He has seen up-close chil-
dren, as tall as a bow-and-arrow
held upright,walkinto theacad-
emies dotted across the state,
hundreds of pre-teens lining up
atlocal tournamentsand theris-
ing participation numbers at
district-level meets.

It’safterpassing through this
grind that Gopichand’s daugh-
ter Aditi has emerged as the
world’s latest sensation — only
17,she is already the youth and
senior world champion in com-
pound archery.

The girl with the golden
arrow is one of India’s biggest
medal hopes at the Hangzhou
Asian Games. And she, Gopic-
hand says,is the byproduct ofa
robust system that has been
more than 15 years in the
making.

Aditiisn’t the onlyone.Parth
Salunkhe, Prathamesh Jawkar,
Ojas Deotale and Tushar Shelke
are all medal contenders in a
sport that’s synonymous with
South Korea.

The majority of them have
emerged asworld-beatersinthe

under-9 events were a game-
changer.Parentswere thrilled to
see their children dressed up as
raja-maharajasand the children
were excited to shoot an arrow.

Grassroots programme

Andbehind theiremergence
is a unique grassroots pro-
gramme, launched by former
India archer and coach Pramod
Chandurkar.

how a child started training in
swimmingor gymnastics froma
very young age,” Chandurkar,
nowthesecretary of theArchery
Association of India, says.“So I
thought, why can’t we do it in
archery?”

It’s not the first time some-
one has asked the‘if-China-can-
why-can’t-we’questionin India.
But Chandurkar did not try to
copy from their highly secretive
playbook. He simply looked
around himself forinspiration.“I
observed that in every village
there was a strong tradition of
organisingjatras.At thesejatras,
often thefirstchoiceforkidswho
were aged 5 or 6 used to be
dhanushya-baan.Of course, they
never saw it asa sport. For them,
itwasjustarecreationalactivity.
Butinthat,Isawan opportunity,’
Chandurkar,who was the secre-
tary of the MaharashtraArchery
Association at the time, says.

Until then — the mid-2000s
— the earliest age group for

archers in India was under-14.
That, like in many other sports,
wasahandicapbecausein other
countries, especially power-
houses like South Korea and
China, training began at the age
of 5 or 6,which meant that an
Indian athlete, who usually
started at 11 or 12 years, was
playing catch-up even before
stepping on the competitive
field. To fix this anomaly, the
Maharashtra Archery Associa-
tion (MAA) collaborated with the
festival organisers at a district
level in the hope that the bow-
and-arroweventswould become
a scouting ground for potential
archers.

Chandurkarhimself spoke to
parentsand encouraged themto
send their children to these
events.But in his conversations,
he never sold them Olympic
dreams.“IfItold the parentsthat
I'llmakeyourchildan Olympian,
they would think it’s some kind
of ascam,”Chandurkarlaughs.

So, it was packaged as a
fancy-dress competition. Par-
ents were urged to send their
children to the ground dressed
up as warrior princesses and
princes, raja-maharajas and
mythological figures. The con-
cept did not need a lot of con-
vincing. Just like that, from the
mallsin Baramatitothe temple
town of Shirdi, the parched
lands in Beed to the plateaus of
Satara, children dressed in the
costumes of Lord Ram to
Bahubali and everyone in

between started to pour in at
the archery festivals, where
coacheskeptakeen eye onany-
one who would show some
promise.

There wasn’t any dearth of
coaches either, given that the
MAA had spent nearly five years
beforelaunchingthetalenthunt
programme on developing
coaches and judges across the
state.

Shooting for fun

The coaches weren’t looking
for bulls-eye or inner-10s. Nei-
ther were these competitions
whereeveryshotwasscoredand
medals would be handed out at
the end. There were no losers or
winners either. Just a harmless
fun activity where kids were
given a bow and an arrow, and
asked tohavea go.

“Wedidn’tevenwanttoseeif
the childwould hit the target, he
or she was too young to under-
stand the nuances of the sport.
But it encouraged parents to
bring their children to the
ground.And instead of the pres-
sure of winning or fear of losing,
we wanted to see if the children
would enjoy archery,” Chan-
durkarsays.“The purpose of that
project wasn’t to see how many
medalstheywon.Theideawasto
generateinterestinthechildata
young age.”

Praveen Sawant, the coach
responsible for producingworld
champions Aditi Swami and
Parth Salunkhe, adds: “These

helped ustopopularisethe sport
atavillage and districtlevel”

Archery’s popularity in her
village was the reason Aditi got
lured to the sport.“And we had
seen that there was a system in
place,” Gopichand, her father,
says.

It wasn’t smooth sailing all
thetime.Asinmostothersports,
the state association was finan-
cially crippled and with fewwill-
ing to sponsor grassroots-level
events, it became tougher with
every passingyear to sustain.

But it helped that Chan-
durkar had his own archery
equipment manufacturing
business, which he started soon
after leaving the position of a
coach with the Sports Authority
of Indiain 2000.

“T don’t know how, but we
managed it somehow. For one
championship,we need 50 tar-
gets.We didn’t have the money
tobuythatbutbecauseIwasinto
that business, we’d borrow the
targets foratournament,”Chan-
durkar says.

Today, the systemworksona
virtual auto-pilot. Coaches like
Sawant are peppered across the
state, finding young talent and
honing them.The successof the
‘pilot project’ has resulted in it
beingimplemented onasimilar
scale in other regions,armed by
a PSU sponsor which has eased
the financial burden on the fed-
eration. Like Maharashtra,
Andhra Pradesh, too, is turning
out tobe another hub.
