. The CSR expenditure of Rs.162 Lakhs (Previous year Rs.144 Lakhs) is included under other expenditure. 

. The Company during the year invested Rs.18.42 Crores, out of internal accruals in Plant & Machinery and 

Factory Building 

. Other expenditure includes Foreign Exchange Fluctuation loss for the quarter Rs. 5.98 Crore (Previous year Foreign 

Exchange Fluctuation Profit Rs. 3.48 Crore). 

* The COVID-19, the pandemic, across the world, has caused wider disruption to the business supply chain, the impact of which was felt 

beginning March 2020, leading to complete shutdown and loss of operations for 10 days in March, 2020. The operations are restored 
partially in the month of May 2020, after lifting of curbs, and are subject to strict compliance of Government directives including 
restricting the strength of workforce. Though operations are restored partially the impact continues with lot of uncertainty especially in 

the matter of undisturbed supply chain and the company is putting in place and directing its efforts to make use of the best available 
opportunity to sustain the business and its operations. The company has not availed/opted for any moratorium/rollover in respect of 

bank working capital commitments. The company has sufficient liquidity in place for the continued operations. 

. The figures for the quarter ended 31.03.2020 are the balancing figures between audited figures in respect of the 

full financial year and the published year to date figures upto the third quarter of the Current Financial year.
