despite states easing curbs

Covid-19 pandemic forces real estate
developers to rethink house design

Faced with a prolonged
pandemic and work-from-home
rule, property developers are
either providing or looking to
add new-age amenities to
attract prospective buyers.
They are rolling out
conveniences from touch-free
elevators and motion sensor
lighting to co-working spaces
in new residential projects as
part of the Covid safety
measures.

For instance, Mumbai-
based Sunteck Realty plans to
include touchless entries,
motion sensor lighting, re-
engineered ventilation systems,
lounges with glass dividers,
multiple lobbies, wider lobby
stairs, and separate outlets for
deliveries in its upcoming
project designs.

“Sunteck is also working on
infusing biophilic design
hypotheses into its design and
development. We are working
on open-plan living to improve
the physical and mental health
of our patrons, as they spend
more and more time at home —
working, studying, recreating
and so on,” said Kamal Khetan,
chairman and managing
director of the company.

Khetan added that the
company would not charge
anything additional for the
amenities as it is in the
company’s interest to pass on
the benefits of technology
(tech) to its buyers.

Bengaluru-based Embassy
Group is in talks for application-
operated lifts. “Foot pedals for
operating lifts were installed at
some of our highrise
development sites,” said Reeza
Sebastian, president-
residential, Embassy Group.

Embassy has enabled
contactless interactions at site
offices to ensure social
distancing is followed; separate
entry and exits were set for
essential services, she said.

India’s domestic factory
orders and production
contracted for the first time in
11 months in June as
restrictions to contain the
Covid-19 pandemic put
manufacturing into “reverse
gear”.

The IHS Markit India
Manufacturing Purchasing
Managers’ Index (PMI)
slipped to 48.1 in June from
50.8 in May, moving below the
50-level separating growth
from contraction.

The factory output
averaged 51.5 in the opening
quarter of 2021-22, the lowest
three-month figure since the
year-ago quarter, according to
the survey.

“The intensification of the
Covid-19 crisis in India had a
detrimental impact on the
manufacturing economy,” said
Pollyanna De Lima, economics
associate director at IHS
Markit. “Growth of new orders,
production, exports and input
purchasing was interrupted in
June as containment measures
aimed at bringing the pandemic
under control restrained
demand. However, rates of
contraction were softer than
during the first lockdown.”

New order growth that
started in August 2020 ended
in June, with firms linking the
deterioration in demand to the
pandemic. The pace of
contraction, however, was
much softer than what was
registered at the onset of
Covid-19 last year, it said.

The survey highlights that
weakness in demand and a
reduction in production
requirements led firms to
restrict input purchasing in
June. Buying levels fell at a
marked pace that was among
the fastest seen since data
collection started in March
2005.

“The dip in the June PMI
is somewhat at odds with the
mostly positive high-
frequency data available so far.
While diesel consumption has
contracted on a year-on-year
basis in June, this is likely to
be on account of high prices
diverting some freight to the
railways,” said Aditi Nayar,
chief economist, ICRA.

Following the phased
unlocking, goods and services
tax (GST) e-way bills, vehicle
registration, electricity

Embassy had earlier
collaborated with global tech
giant Amazon and launched the
country’s first Alexa-enabled
homes, when it got into mid-
income housing.

“Pandemics have inspired
substantive innovation and
change before. Tech-enabled
developments, such as home
automation, the perfect mix of
tech and real estate, contactless
elevators, WiFi-enabled
complexes, and voice-enabled
homes, are the way forward,”
said Sebastian.

Amit Goenka, managing
director and chief executive
officer of fund manager Nisus
Finance, said the amenities are
now seen as hygiene factors
and standard expectations for
most occupiers and buyers.
Hence, developments which
have included these features
tend to have a higher emotional
connect rather than the
conventional methods.

“We have been
encouraging our investee
companies to adopt these
measures. They have been met
with appreciation, better
footfall, and conversion ratio,”
said Goenka.

The increased cost is
marginal, but it improves the
saleability of the project, added
Goenka.

Many developers are also
offering separate workspaces
as part of the common area.

For instance, Bengaluru-
based Sobha added co-working
space in all its new projects.
These spaces are well-
designed, keeping in mind the
social distancing protocol. It
deployed Covid-safety
protocols that included touch-
free site visits, daily
sanitisation of facilities, and
installation of air purifiers
across its project sites in the
country, said a spokesperson

Taiwanese giant Wistron exceeds PLI
investment obligation in just 8 months

Apple Inc’s leading
contract manufacturer,
Taiwanese giant Wistron, has
exceeded its investment
obligation in India in just eight
months, although the
government’s production-
linked investment (PLI) scheme
allowed it to complete the
investment in four years.

Between August 2020 and
end March 2021, Wistron made
an investment of Rs 1255
crore — 25 per cent more
than the total investment
it had committed to the
government.

Under the PLI scheme
for mobile devices, the
government had stipulated
that each of the five
participating global
companies needed to
invest Rs 250 crore every
year for the first four years,
totalling Rs 1,000 crore.

With this, Wistron and
Foxconn Hon Hai, the two
vendors which have already set
up factories for manufacturing
Apple phones in India, have
together invested over Rs 1600
crore. Hence, they have
collectively fulfilled 80 per cent
of their investment obligation,
which was expected to be
completed in four years.

Apple’s third contract
manufacturer, Pegatron, has
not set up a factory in India as
yet.

The speed and quantum of
investment is significant as it
reflects Apple Inc’s keenness
to transform India into a major
global hub for the manufacture
and export of its mobile phones,
so far concentrated in just one
country –-China. Apple,
through its three vendors, is
planning a mobile phone
production value of Rs 340,000
crore in five years.

This accounts for 56 per
cent of the entire PLI
production target of the
government for global players
(Rs 600,000 crore).

What’s more, 80 per cent of
Apple’s production value will
be exported, which is much
higher than the government’s
target of exporting 60 per cent
of the phones manufactured
under the PLI scheme.

Apple’s other vendor,
Foxconn Hon Hai, has also
exceeded its investment target
for the first year.

Sources say that it has
invested a little less than Rs 350
crore already. It is learnt that
Foxconn is on a massive
expansion plan and has several
new factories under
construction this year. Foxconn
is expected to put in a large part

of its stipulated investment this
year itself as it installs new plant
and machinery in its factories
under construction.

However, Wistron, Foxconn
and Apple Inc did not respond
to queries in this regard.

Wistron has already built a
massive factory near Bengaluru
and hired almost 10,000 new
employees in November last
year. However, it had to halt
production for nearly two
months owing to some labour
issues.

Wistron has not been able
to meet its production targets
— pegged at Rs 4000 crore —
for the first year (2020-21) due
to frequent lockdowns in
Karnataka in the wake of the
pandemic, the slowdown in the
import of components post the
Indo-China border skirmish in
May 2020, and the factory
shutdown during December
2020-January 2021.

The plan was that Wistron
would manufacture the iPhone
12 Mini. However, this was put
on hold due to a reduced
demand for the model across
the world.

Foxconn Hon Hai already
manufactures iPhone 11 and
the latest iPhone 12 at its plant
in Tamil Nadu.

The smartphone PLI
companies had requested the
government to declare Year 1
as a Zero Year since, in spite ofAnil Agarwal-led Vedanta Limited

plans $5-billion capex for 3 years
Anil Agarwal-led Vedanta

Limited has planned a capex of
$5 billion (around Rs 37,500
crore) over a period of three
years.

A major chunk of this capex
would go into oil and gas
business. “About $2 billion
has been earmarked for oil and
gas business and the balance
for aluminium, copper,
steel and zinc where
about $500 million each
(at least) would be
used as capex,”
Agarwal, founder and
chairman of Vedanta
Resources Limited,
said on Thursday at a
virtual press
conference.

Vedanta’s capex
for three years to FY20
stood at Rs 20,000 crore,
according to the company’s
annual report for the year. In
FY21, it spent Rs 7,286 crore,
which is a 14 per cent increase
over the previous year’s Rs
6,385-crore capex.

The company plans to
push up its overall capacity by
50 per cent in the coming years
through higher capex despite
the pandemic.

 “This year (FY22) we may

also have a profit of $7 billion
and so aim to have good
allocation for our businesses,”
Agarwal said without
elaborating whether the profit
is for Vedanta Limited or parent
Vedanta Resources.

Agarwal said that Vedanta
was the only low-cost producer
of oil in the country and given

the dependence India had on
the commodity, more low-cost
domestic oil producing
companies were needed.

“We are selling oil to the
government for one-third cost
of imported crude oil at about
$20-$25 a barrel, as against $70
a barrel imported price. We need
to have more oil producing
companies in the country and
focus on economic
development is the only way
this can happen,” Agarwal

added.

Sunil Duggal, chief
executive officer of the
company, said the mining
sector’s contribution to the
country’s gross domestic
product (GDP) was just about
1.5 per cent. “There is a strong
scope for job generation in the
mining sector, which currently

even at 1.5 per cent
contribution to GDP
generates 2 crore (20
million) jobs. So if the
mining sector is
developed, there is ample
scope for job
generation,” Duggal said.

Vedanta is into iron
ore mining business in
Goa and Karnataka.

Agarwal said Vedanta
Limited had witnessed the least
impact of the Covid-19 second
wave in terms of production as
well as operations due to the
precautionary measures taken
at plant sites.

Vedanta Limited is a
diversified natural resource
company with business
operations in India, South
Africa, Namibia, and Australia.
The company is into production
of oil and gas, zinc, lead, silver,
copper, iron ore, steel, aluminium
and power.

Kumar said a lot of “Covid
protocols” were actually part of
their product design, even
before the pandemic. Curated
open spaces and designed
greens which serve utilitarian
benefits, unit layouts thought
through after detailed consumer
interactions and studies, such
as location of sockets, utility
space provision, lofts in
compact units, tower design
such that there is maximum cross
ventilation in all units, need-
based amenities (such as
children’s play area near
building, herb gardens or
various types of gardens for
specific purposes) were all part
of their design ethos since quite
some time.

demand, and petrol
consumption have all reported
a sequential improvement over
May and growth in June.

On the job front, companies
were at their least optimistic for
almost a year. “As a result, jobs
continued to be shed midway
through the year. The fall in
employment was marginal, but
took the current sequence of
month-on-month contraction
to 15 months,” said the report.

De Lima said companies
became increasingly worried
about when the pandemic
would end, which resulted in
downward revisions to output
growth projections. As a result
of subdued optimism, jobs were
shed again in June.

“Out of the three broad
areas of the manufacturing
sector monitored by the
survey, capital goods was the
worst affected in June. Output
here declined at a steep rate due
to a sharp fall in sales,” De Lima
said.

Falling new orders,
business closures, and the
Covid crisis triggered a
reduction in output among
Indian manufacturers. The
decline was moderate relative
to those seen in the first half of
2020, but ended a 10-month
sequence of growth, the report
said.

The June data pointed to
marked declines in both pre-
and post-production
inventories. The former posted
the first contraction in 10
months.

Amid reports of raw material
scarcity, transportation issues,
and states’ restrictions,
supplier performance worsened
again in June. However,
average lead times lengthened
only slightly.

Input costs increased
further in June, with firms
reporting higher prices for
chemicals, electronic
components, energy, metals
and plastics. The rate of
inflation was, however, the
joint-lowest in five months
(equal to May).

The PMI data is released
monthly in advance of the
comparable official economic
data. It is compiled from
responses to questionnaires
sent to purchasing managers in
a panel of around 400
manufacturers.

massive investments and
hiring and setting up new
plants, they were unable to
meet their PLI production
targets on account of the
pandemic and the Indo-China
border skirmish, which slowed
down component imports and
the transportation of plant and
machinery.

The Government of India
also banned visas for Chinese

engineers from
November 2020 to April
2021.

And when the visas
were released, the second
wave of Covid-19 struck
India, leading to
production grinding to a
halt once again.

Though all mobile
manufacturing is

expected to return to normal
slowly, it may not happen
before September 2021. This
will give companies around
seven months of full
production in the first year.

Finance Minister, Nirmala
Sitharaman, on June 28
announced that the PLI
scheme would be extended to
six years, instead of five.
Companies are free to choose
any five years.

 This should come as a big
relief to nine out of the 10 PLI
participants (Samsung is the
only company which achieved
its production target as it
already has a plant with enough
capacity) which were unable to
meet their production targets
in the first year.

Under the PLI scheme for
mobile devices, the
government has earmarked
over Rs 41,000 crore as
incentives on the production
of phones (for global
companies the incentive is for
phones with an invoice value
of above $200) for five years.

The five global
manufacturers include the
three contract manufacturers
for Apple Inc, Samsung and
Rising Star. The five home
grown companies, which
include Lava and Dixon
Technologies, are also eligible
in the scheme but the
conditions for investment and
production value is much lower
than for global players.
