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As Moon remains
elusive, India hopes
for ‘new dawn’

The process of controlled de-
scent starting with the rough
braking of the 1,471-kg lander
named after DrVikram A Sarab-
hai, father of the Indian space
programme, its progression to
fine braking (till the altitude of
2.1km),all considered “complex
and terrifying”, culminated with
a statement that contact with
Vikram was lost. While millions
of people waited with bated
breath to witness the lander's
touch down after the mission
was launched on July 22 to flaw-
lessly cover nearly 4 lakh km in
47 days in multiple manoeu-
vres, a mood of gloom de-
scended over the control centre
after ISRO chairman K Sivan
made a sombre announcement
in the presence of the PM after
some tense moments. “Vikram
lander descent was as planned
and normal performance was
observed up toanaltitudeof 2.1
km.Subsequently,communica-
tion from the lander to ground
stationswas lost,’said Sivan, his
voice choking.“The datais being
analysed”, he said at the control
centre at the ISRO’s Telemetry,
Tracking and Command Net-
work (ISTRAC).

The lander’s progress was
greeted with applause at the
control centre where 60 high
school students across the
country were also present each
time it crossed a critical phase
for the planned soft-landing at
around 1.55 am. The last 15
minutes of the mission when
the lander attempts to guide it-
self with the help of its own
propulsion system without any
support from ground control

has repeatedly been described
by Sivan as “15 minutes of ter-
ror”. A senior ISRO official said
the four-legged lander and the
six-wheeled rover ‘Pragyan’
housed inside that was planned
foraroll-out between 5.30 am
and 6.30 am to carry out exper-
iments may have been lost. If
Vikram had pulled off the his-
toric touchdown, the country
could havejoined the US,Russia
and Chinainsoft-landing on the
lunar surface. Though the in-
tended mission met with a re-
verse,an ISRO official said the
Chandrayaan-2 orbiter is
healthyand safein thelunaror-
bit, in some relief to the space
agency. “The orbiter is healthy,
intact, functioning normally
and safelyin the lunarorbit,’the
official said. The mission life of
the 2,379-kg orbiter is one year
and its payloadswill conduct re-
mote-sensing observations
from a 100-km orbit. Modi,
whoarrived here Friday night to
watch the touchdown of
Vikram, gave a morale boosting
pep talk to scientists immedi-
atelyafterthe setback.“Isee dis-
appointment on your faces. No
need to get dejected. We have
learnt a lot,” Modi said.“These
are moments to be courageous,
and courageous we will be! We
remain hopeful and will con-
tinue working hard on our space
programme.” Hours later, the
PM again delivered a message of
optimism, solidarity and hope
to scientists in an address,which
was broadcast live,after contact
with the lander was lost. “We
came very close but we need to
cover more ground in the times
to come. Learning from today
will make us stronger and bet-
ter.The nation is proud of our
space programme and scien-
tists. The best is yet to come in

our space programme.Thereare
new frontiers to discover and
new places to go. India is with
you,' Modi said. The nation is
proud of them and stands with
them, he said and later gave a
tight hug toan emotional Sivan,
who was in tears, unable to
come to terms over the unsuc-
cessful bid.

President Ramnath Kovind
expressed confidence that the
ISROwill one day overcome the
setback.Chief ministers,includ-
ing Arvind Kejriwal (Delhi) and
Pinarayi Vijayan (Kerala) and
leaders of all political partiesin-
cluding Rahul Gandhi of the
Congress and the film industry
extended their solidarity to the
scientists. Messages of encour-
agement for ISRO scientists
flooded Twitter as well. G Mad-
havan Nair, a former ISRO
Chairman duringwhose tenure
Chandrayaan-1waslaunched a
decade ago,said the mission has
achieved 95% of its objectives
despite thelander not touching
down. India’s 2008 moon mis-
sion had discovered the pres-
ence of water molecules on the
parched lunar surface.A former
NASA astronaut Jerry Linenger
said the lessons learnt from In-
dia’s “bold attempt”to soft land
theVikram modulewill help the
country during its future mis-
sions.Chandrayaan-2,a follow-
on mission, involved meticu-
lous planning with the
involvement of hundreds of top
scientists. Approved in 2008, it
is a ¥978-crore initiative (satel-
lite cost 603 crore, GSLV MKIII
cost X375 crore) and a successor
to Chandrayaan-1 mission, it
comprised an orbiter, lander
and rover. The orbiter carries
eight scientific payloads for
mapping the lunar surface and
study the exosphere (outer at-

mosphere) of the moon. ISRO
had deferred the lunar mission’s
launch last year after a loss in
communication with military
satellite, GSAT 6A.India’s Geo-
synchronous Satellite Launch
Vehicle, GSLV MKIII-M1, suc-
cessfullylaunched the 3,840-kg
Chandrayaan-2 spacecraft into
the Earth’s orbit on July 22, a
week after it was aborted at the
last minute due to a technical
glitch. The spacecraft began its
journey towards the moonleav-
ing the earth's orbit on August
14,and entered the lunar orbit
on August 20.0n September 2,
Vikram separated from the or-
biter, following which two de-
orbiting manoeuvres were per-
formed to bring the lander
closer to the moon.

Zomato lays off
541, says tech
advances led to
redundancies

Earlier this week, founder
and CEO Deepinder Goyal ina
tweet said the firm’s delivery
partners’ monthly income had
crossed X 200 crore for the first
time.The company’s tally of de-
livery partners stood at
2,30,000 (including part-time
workers) as on September
against 74,000 delivery jobs
created in the year-ago period.
In September alone, Zomato
aims toadd 10,000 new jobs as
a “result of direct employment
and contracts with Zomato”,
Goyal said. In a blog published
earlier this year, Zomato said
revenues from food delivery
jumped to $155 million in the
year to March 2019 from rev-
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enues of $38 million posted in
FY18. Delivery currently con-
tributesabout 75% to the firm’s
revenues,up from 55%in FY18.

This year the firm has hired
about 1,200 peopleacross func-
tions (not inclusive of last-mile
delivery fleet) and another
about 400 off-rolls positions.
“We are currently hiring in our
technology, product and data
sciences teams,” the company
spokesperson said.
Lipstick Index
shows full colour
in India

“The price points of lipsticks
are very attractive for any kind
of shopper,” he said. Lipstick In-
dex was coined by Leonard
Lauder, chairman at Estee
Lauder, suggesting consumers
splurge on small-ticket items
like lipstick when the economy
is muted. Economists have cu-
rated several indices to gauge
consumer confidence during
economic downturns. For in-
stance, George Taylor intro-
duced the Hemline Index,
which proposes that skirt hem-
lines are higher when the econ-
omy is doingwell and lower dur-
ing a lull period. Former US
Federal Reserve chairman Alan
Greenspan came up with the
dry-cleaning index, suggesting
dry cleaning sales fall during
slowdown. Greenspan’s men’s
underwear index proposes that
underwear sales plunge when
the economyis in a poor shape.

India’swedding seasonsand
cultural festivities all year round
keep lipstick sales going,besides
customers following interna-
tional trends. A major push for

driving sales of lipstick has been
e-commerce, companies note,
making it easier for brands to
acquire customers from tier II
cities and beyond. Consumers
from smaller cities are increas-
ingly contributing towards do-
mestic workforce — higher dis-
posableincomes nudge them to
spend on easy luxuries like lip-
stick as they aspire to climb the
social ladder. To suit this cate-
gory,L'Oreal launched a cheaper
variant of Maybelline lipstick in
December 2018 priced at 299.
“E-commerce as a channel is
leading the overall share of
growth in a very big way. Glob-
ally 119% of our sales are online,
with similar figures in India,”
L'Oreal’s Kaushik said. Samir
Modi said today’s Indian
woman has become more
knowledgeable and exposed
due to the advent of shopping
malls,cheaperaccess to thein-
ternet, popularity of social me-
dia sites like Instagram, Face-
book, YouTube, etc. Reena
Chabbra, CEO, Nykaa, points
out thatafewyearsago,noone
could have imagined launch-
ing bold colours like blue and
green or even metalliclipsticks,
but now consumers are open to
experimenting with these.

SC orders probe
into ‘anti-
competitive’
practices by Uber

“Given theallegation made,
...itis clear that if,in fact,a loss
ismade fortrips made, Explana-
tion (a)(ii) would prima facie be
attracted in as much as this
would certainly affect the ap-
pellant’s competitors in the ap-
pellant’s favour or the relevant
market in its favour. In so far as

‘abuse’ of dominant position is
concerned, under Section
4(2)(@),solongas this dominant
position,whether directly orin-
directly,imposes an unfair price
in purchase or sale including
predatory price of services,
abuse of dominant position also
gets attracted. This being the
case,on the facts of this case,on
this ground alone, we do not
think it fit to interfere with the
order made by the Appellate Tri-
bunal,’the Supreme Court said.

Earlier in 2017, the apex
court had put on hold the
Compat’s order that directed
fair trade watchdog
Competition Commission of
India (CCI) to probe afresh the
alleged abuse of dominance by
Uber. The Compat had in De-
cember 2106 ordered a probe
after Meru Travels Solutions
challenged the CCTI’s earlier de-

cision that refused to order a
probe into allegations against
Uber’s unfair practices includ-
ing predatory pricing. The tri-
bunal had directed CCI’s probe
unit director general to conduct
a fresh probe into the allega-
tions of abuse of dominance
and anti-competitive practices
by Uber. The CCI in February
2016 had rejected Meru’s
plaint, saying inability of the ex-
isting players to match the in-
novative tech of any player or
the model created for operating
inaparticularindustry can’t be
said to be creating entry barri-
ers in itself. With respect to
abuse of dominance, the CCI
defined the relevant market as
the market for radio cabs in
Delhi alone. The CCI disagreed
with the complainant that the
market was that of entire
Delhi-NCR.
