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NEW DELHI

After advancing over Delhi-
NCR, the Southwest Mon-
soon covered the entire coun-
try on Tuesday after a delay
of  five days, the India Mete-
orological Department (IMD)
said.

The Southwest Monsoon
usually covers the entire
country on July 8. The earlier
normal date for the monsoon

to cover the entire country
was July 15. Last year, the
IMD revised its onset date for
several areas.

It is also one of  the usual in-
stances when monsoon has
covered the national capital
in the end.

The monsoon covered its
last outposts - the desert town
of  Jaisalmer and Gangana-
gar in Rajasthan - on Monday
but evaded Delhi. It covered

Barmer, another desert dis-
trict in Rajasthan some two
weeks before its normal on-
set date. On Tuesday, several
parts of  the NCR received
rainfall following which the
IMD declared monsoon’s ar-
rival in Delhi.

“In association with the con-
tinued prevalence of  moist
easterly winds from the Bay of
Bengal in the lower levels
since past four days, en-

hanced cloud cover and scat-
tered to fairly widespread
rainfall, the Southwest Mon-
soon has further advanced
into remaining parts of  the
country including Delhi, re-
maining parts of  Uttar
Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana
and Rajasthan,” the IMD said.

These types of  several un-
comfortable questions the
jury put before both the min-
isters. The Health Minister
TS Singh Deo said some un-
warranted and uncomfort-
able situations occurred
during the pandemic be-
cause the government de-
partments lacked actual
data related to migrant
labourers.

Former Congress President
Rahul Gandhi and his sister
AICC general secretary Priyan-
ka Gandhi Vadra on Tuesday in-
teracted with poll strategist
Prashant Kishor on how to end
the crisis in Punjab due to ambi-
tious cricketer-turned former
minister Navjot Singh Sidhu
taking pot shots at Chief  Minis-
ter Captain Amarinder Singh. It
was Kishor who had brought
Sidhu in the Congress in 2017, af-
ter he quit the BJP as its Rajya
Sabha member.

Kishor also broached the issue
of  urgency to build up a credible
united front to take on Prime
Minister Modi in the 2024 Lok
Sabha elections as also in the As-
sembly polls in Uttar Pradesh in
the meeting held at the Tughlaq
Lane residence of  Rahul, with
Punjab in-charge general secre-
tary Harish Rawat and organisa-
tional general secretary KC Venu-
gopal.

Priyanka cancelled her press
conference in Lucknow as part of
the national campaign against
the inflation, specially to meet
Kishor, who had also met Chief
Minister Amarinder Singh at his
Kapurthala House residence
here. Kishor was recently ap-
pointed the principal adviser to
the Chief  Minister.

But not long after the Congress
won Punjab, powered by Kishor's
strategy, Amarinder Singh and
Sidhu fell out two years later
when the latter quit quit the Pun-
jab Cabinet.

Only on Monday, Harish Rawat

had stated that the elections
would be fought under the leader-
ship of  Capt Amarinder Singh
while there will be changes in the
Cabinet and the new Punjab Con-
gress President will be appointed
in another two, three days. Pres-
ent state party chief  is Sunil Ku-
mar Jakhar while indications are
that a Dalit or a Hindu may re-
place him to balance the caste
equations necessary for the As-
sembly elections early next year.

Online ke side...
It added that notably, older children showed more
emotional problems than younger children. “It is pos-
sible that older children might have been more emo-
tionally challenged by the absence of  their friends,
who play an important role in the emotional well-
being and regulation in middle childhood,” the
researchers said in their paper.

skipping, or accelerating through concepts as they
choose.

India’s first Covid...

"Should we not get to a stage in the
peace process with the Taliban, then maybe a time
(will come) where we would be seeking India's mili-
tary assistance," Farid Mamundzay, Afghanistan's
Ambassador to India, told NDTV.

25-member Brahmin...
According to information, complainant Ajay
Sharma, a resident of  Pooja Vihar Colony in
Gwalior, had lodged a complaint at the local police
station, accusing Umraiya (Dalit) families living in
the same locality of  threatening Brahmin families
over petty issues. Sharma said that Umraiya fami-
lies often threatened to get 'fake' cases registered
against them under the ST/SC Act. When no action
was taken, Sharma, along with the other members
of  his family, wrote to the PM and the district col-
lector threatening that they would become Muslims
if  no action was taken against the Umraiya fami-
lies. If  they became Muslims, no fake cases would be
registered against them, Sharma said. Meanwhile,
the Akhil Bharatiya Brahman Mahasabha
(Sanatan) wrote to Chief  Minister Shivraj Singh
Chouhan, demanding protection for Brahmin fami-
lies.

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� Soon after the meeting, Harish
Rawat, the Congress leader in
charge of Punjab, hinted at a
solution. "In the next three to four
days you will get good news for
both Sidhu and Amarinder Singh,"
he told reporters.

� Sources said Prashant Kishor's
meeting with the Gandhis was not
necessarily state-specific but part of
a "bigger strategy". The strategist
had earlier met with NCP chief
Sharad Pawar amid speculation of a
new front to take on the BJP in
2024. Both have said that there can
be no alliance against the BJP
without the Congress.

� In 2017,  Kishor was
instrumental in bringing Mr Sidhu
to the Congress just before the
Punjab polls. Mr Sidhu, who quit as
a BJP Rajya Sabha member, was
believed to be vacillating between
the Congress and Arvind Kejriwal's
Aam Aadmi Party (AAP).

� This was Rahul Gandhi's first
meeting with Prashant Kishor since
they collaborated in the Congress's
failed campaign for the Uttar
Pradesh election in 2017. The
Samajwadi Party-Congress alliance
flopped and the BJP came to power.

� Efforts of reconciliation between Amarinder and Sidhu have been on
without success. Since mid-September last year, Harish Rawat, the Congress in-
charge for Punjab, has been trying to broker a deal between the two leaders,
meeting them for lunch as well as speaking to them individually. While Sidhu
enjoys the confidence of Rahul Gandhi and Priyanka Gandhi-Vadra, Amarinder
relies on the support of party chief Sonia Gandhi and her loyalists.

� Sidhu, along with MLA wife Navjot Kaur, had joined the Congress in the
run-up to the 2017 Punjab assembly poll, after quitting as the BJP’s Rajya
Sabha MP.

� Amarinder was not keen on him then as well, but was assuaged by Rahul.

� The Gandhi scion felt Sidhu’s oratory skills and public appeal could act as a
pull among the young Sikh voters even though he lacked acceptance in the
party rank and file in the state.

Meanwhile, a tweet by Sidhu that Aam Admi Party “has
always recognized my vision and work for Punjab” is being
interpreted differently in political circles. While pro-Sindhu

group is saying that the tweet is aimed at AAP which is trying to
emerge as the main challenger to the Congress in the coming
assembly elections, anti-Sidhu group close to Amrinder Singh is
saying that it is a threat to the party high command that if Sidhu
was not accommodated suitably in the party, he may move on to
the AAP.

Supreme Court judge Justice DY Chan-
drachud has said that criminal laws, in-
cluding the anti-terror law, should not
be misused for quelling dissent and
courts must act as first line of  defence
against deprivation of  liberty.

Justice Chandrachud made these re-
marks in his address at the Indo-US
Joint Summer Conference on Indo-US
legal ties on Monday evening. He em-
phasised that no law can be employed to
harass citizens and take away their
freedom.

“Criminal law, including anti-terror
legislation, should not be misused for
quelling dissent or harassment to citi-
zens,” he said, citing his judgement in
Arnab Goswami case to emphasise that
courts must ensure that they continue
to remain the first line of  defence
against the deprivation of  liberty of  cit-
izens. Justice Chandrachud under-
scored that depravation of  liberty for
even a single day is “one too many” and
that judges must always be mindful of
the deeper systemic issues of  their de-
cisions.

“Today, the world’s oldest and largest
democracies represent these ideals of  a
multicultural, pluralist society where
their constitutions are focused on a
deep commitment and respect for hu-
man rights.”

Justice Chandrachud’s remarks have
come amid the outrage over the death of
84-year-old activist Stan Swamy, who
was arrested under the anti-terror law,
Unlawful Activities Prevention Act
(UAPA), in the Elgar Parishad case last
year. Swamy died last week in Mumbai
while fighting for bail on health
grounds.

Qaeda men in UP had support in Kanpur
Professor, builder among 8 nabbed

In a major crackdown oper-
ation on the nexus of  Al
Qaeda terrorists who were
arrested in Lucknow on
Sunday, the Anti-Terror
Squad (ATS) team has
nabbed eight from Kanpur.
These include a Professor
from Kanpur University, a
builder and a history-
sheeter criminal. These peo-
ple had provided mobile
SIM cards and other items
to the Al Qaeda terrorists.
The terrorists were in regu-
lar touch with them.

HOW IT UNFOLDED
These arrests in Kanpur
were made on Tuesday
from Jajmau, Chamanganj
and Nai Sadak locality. Ac-
cording to the police offi-

cials, the builder arrested
from Kanpur was providing
funds to the Al Qaeda ter-
rorists.
� The same builder was ac-
cused of  fund-
ing the anti-
CAA move-
ment few
months back.
� The officials
said that the
builder and a
history-sheeter
taken into cus-
tody from Kan-
pur had direct
links with the
terrorists.
� During interrogation, it
has been found that funds
were transferred from 13
bank accounts of  the Kan-
pur-based builder to the ar-
rested Al Qaeda terrorists.
The builder has received

funds from few foreign countries directly in his bank
accounts. The history-sheeter taken into custody has
been accused of  providing arms to the terrorists. 

ED STEPS IN
The Enforcement Directorate (ED) has been informed

about the dubious bank
transactions from the ac-
counts of  those taken into
custody. Very soon, a team of
ED will also start investiga-
tion in this matter. The ATS
team has suspected that the
terrorists were planning to
convert battery of  e-rick-
shaw into explosive and
use it in the blasts.  

It may be mentioned that
UP ATS had nabbed two

terrorists of  Al-Qaeda
from Lucknow on Sunday. The arrested terrorists
along with other were planning to rock UP before and
on Independence Day. These terrorists were also plan-
ning explosions in religious cities of  UP. Both the ar-
rested terrorist were members of  Ansar Gajwatul
Hind, an arm of  Al-Qaeda in India. The handler of
these terrorists was Al-Zaidi who is sitting in Peshwar
city of  Pakistan.

Two more persons, including a woman, tested positive earlier
in the day.The affected persons were identified as a35-year-old
man, hailing from nearby Poonthura and a 41-year-old woman,
native of  Sashtamangalam here, the minister said. The samples
were tested at the virology lab in the government medical college
here and at the Coimbatore-based laboratory respectively.
