NEW DELHI, FEB 3 /--/
The Delhi Disaster Manage-
ment Authority (DDMA) is
likely to deliberate on lift-
ing night curfew and re-
opening of schools during
its meeting on February4in
view of the decline in Covid
cases here, official sources
said on Thursday.

The number of daily cases
in Delhi has been on the de-
cline after touching the
record high of 28,867 on
January 13.

The city had recorded a
positivity rate of 30.6 per
cent on January 14, the high-
est during the ongoing wave
of the pandemic. It took just
10 days for daily cases to
drop below the 10,000-mark.
The DDMA, in its meeting
on Friday, is likely to dis-

cuss lifting of the night cur-
few, along with other relax-
ations, including reopening
of schools, gyms and spas,
sources said.

The DDMA is also likely
to review the city
government's order which
makes it compulsory to
wear a mask while driving
alone, after the Delhi High
Court termed it as "absurd"
and asked why the decision
was still prevailing.

In the last DDMA meet-
ing, the Delhi government
had recommended reopen-
ing of schools, saying it was
necessary to prevent fur-
ther damage to the social
and economic well-being of
children as the COVID-19
situation in the capital had
improved. Asserting that

online education can never
replace classroom studies,
deputy chief minister
Manish Sisodia had said the
government had closed
schools when it was not safe
for children, but "excessive
caution" was harming them.

A delegation of parents
led by Chandrakant
Lahariya, an epidemiologist
and public policy specialist,
had earlier met Sisodia and
submitted a memorandum
signed by over 1,600 par-
ents demanding that schools
be reopened.

Schools in the city were
briefly reopened before be-
ing closed again on Decem-
ber 28 last year in view of
the third wave of COVID-19
driven by the Omicron vari-
ant.

Shut shop if you cannot manage
resources, Delhi HC tells EDMC

NEW DELHI, FEB 3 /--/
The Delhi High Court
Thursday expressed dis-
pleasure over non-payment
of salaries by the East Delhi
Municipal Corporation to
its employees and said that
it should shut shop if it can-
not manage resources.

The high court said it
cannot set EDMC's house in
order for them and re-
marked that had it been a
private company, it would
have been asked to wound
up. The bench of Justices
Vipin Sanghi and Jasmeet
Singh was dealing with a
batch of petitions relating to
non-payment of salaries
and pensions to teachers,
hospital staff, sanitation
workers, engineers of the
municipal bodies. When the
bench was deferring the
hearing till February 28 due
to the unavailability of one
of the counsels, EDMC law-

yer urged the court to give a
short date and informed that
some of its doctors were on
strike over non-payment of
salaries.

The EDMC lawyer
stated that the corporation
was trying to augment its re-
sources and payment to doc-
tors and sanitation workers
was their priority but they
are in a jam of sorts. With
what basis can we ask them
to come back to work? They
are exposing themselves (to
COVID-19). Youneed to set it
in order, the court said. We
can't set your house in order.
Two months (backlog) is
shocking... If it was a pri-
vate (company), we would
have asked you to be wound
up. If you can't manage re-
sources, shut shop. They
have families to take care of,
itadded. In response to the
court's query if the Com-
missioner and the Deputy

Commissioner had also not
received their salaries, the
lawyer said that as per his
instructions dues to all em-
ployees, except sanitation
workers who were paid up-
to-date, have been paid till
October.

Senior advocate Rahul
Mehra, appearing for the
Delhi government, said the
government has released
the requisite funds and
there was no reason why
salary should not be paid.
Last year, the court had ex-
pressed its displeasure at
the state of cleanliness and
upkeep of the national capi-
tal while remarking that it
was not obliged to come to
the aid of municipal work-
ers and press for payment of
their salaries when they
were not discharging their
functions on ground, leav-
ingthe city in a dismal state.

Samajwadi Party govi
fried fo withdraw cases
against ferrorists: Nadda

KAUSHAMBI, FEB 3 /--/ BJP national president J P
Nadda on Thursday called the SP "supporter of anti-nation-
als", alleging that the party tried to withdraw cases against
"terrorists" when it was in power in Uttar Pradesh.

"Goons" is a small word for them, Nadda said here at
Sirathu after deputy chief minister Keshav Prasad Maurya
submitted his nomination papers for the state Assembly
polls. "They are supporters of anti-nationals," said Nadda,
alleging that the Akhilesh Yadav-led previous regime in the
state tried to withdraw cases against "terrorists" involved in
bomb blasts in the state. A special court in Gorakhpur has
awarded life sentence to one of them, Nadda said.

"In another incident, a CRPF camp in Rampur was at-
tacked, in which seven soldiers were Kkilled. The CBI ar-
rested seven people in the case but Akhilesh Yadav tried to
withdraw the case against them on the directions of the per-
son, who is currently fighting the elections from jail," Nadda
alleged, apparently referring to Samajwadi Party leader
Azam Khan. "Of the seven, four were awarded capital pun-
ishment and three got life imprisonment," he said. If such
people rule state, there will be "mafira raj",Nadda said.
"Their leaders are resting either in jails or are out on bail,"
he added. Nadda also accused opposition parties of being
promoting casteism and dynastic politics. He said the BJP
scrapped the special status of Jammu and Kashmir with the
strategy of Union Home Minister Amit Shah and conviction
of Prime Minister Narendra Modi. "We are busy in the con-
struction of the Ram temple but other parties are busy ob-
structing it. People who were responsible for firing on 'kar
sewaks' are now visiting temples," he said referring to an
incident during the Samajwadi Party regime in 1990.

He also credited PM Modi with the construction of a
new corridor at the Kashi Vishwanath temple in Varanasi.
Our party has brought a law against triple talaq, which the
parties who do politics of appeasement were not able to do
despite a Supreme Court order, Nadda claimed. "Modi has
provided Rs 5 lakh health insurance cover to poor people
of the country, he said. Hitting out at the Samajwadi Party,
the BJP president said, "They are saying that they will give
free electricity. When they were in power, they didn't even
gave electricity. We have ensured that electricity reaches
every corner of the state." The rally was also addressed by
BJP leader Dharmendra Pradhan and Apna Dal (S) chief
Anupriya Patel. They all sought votes for the Maurya from
Sirathu and for the NDA to form next BJP government in the
state.
