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Govt readies draft guidelines to
protect power consumers rights

THE POWERMINISTRY haspre-
pared draft rules providing for
rights of electricity consumers
forthefirsttime,an official state-
ment said on Wednesday.

“Union power ministryina
historic pro-consumer move
drafts Electricity (Rights of Con-
sumers) Rules, 2020; invites
suggestions/comments by Sep-
tember 30, 2020,” the ministry
said in the statement.

The objective is to provide
consumers better services and
facilities,it said adding that elec-
tricity consumers are the most
important stakeholders in the
power sector and the sector
exists because of them.

Having provided access to
electricitytoall citizens,itisnow
important to focus on con-
sumer satisfaction and for this,
it isimperative to identify the
key services, prescribe mini-
mum service levels and stan-
dards with respect to these ser-
vices and recognize them as
rights of consumers, it noted.

The draft rules propose a

THE PROPOSED AMEND-
MENT in the Electricity Act
2003 providing subsidy on
power to farmers via direct
benefit of transfer may not be
practicallypossible,sayexperts.

In the draft amendment,
the power ministry has pro-
posed to initiate direct benefit
transfers (DBT) in the power
sector by making payment of

Consumer Grievance Redressal
Forumwith 2-3 representatives
of consumers at various levels
starting from sub-division.

The draft also pertains to
timelyand simplified procedure
for connection. A person would
require only two documents for
connectionuptoaload of 10kw,
and no estimation of demand
charges forloadupto150kwto
expedite giving connection.

It also fixes the time period
for providing connection. The
time period will not exceed 7

Rlys to run 20 pairs of
Clone Special trains

ANTICIPATION OF A surge in
festive demand and the huge
travel requirements on specific
routes have prompted the Rail-
ways to run 20 pairs of Clone
Special trains from September
21. A clone train will be an
alternate train deployed to
ferry passengers having wait-
listed ticketand will runahead
of the original train.

Thisisasignificant develop-
ment as Clone trains have not
been operated by IR in the past
to ferry waitlisted passengers.
Reservations for these newpairs
will start on September 19 with
advanced reservation period of
10days. The move willnot only
ensure availability of on-
demand trains but also help
railways boost revenues.

The clone trains will be pri-
marily AC coaches to be opera-
tionalised on routes having
high patronage and demand
with limited stoppages and
higher speed allowing faster
transit time.The clone trainwill
bear the same number as the
original train but will stop only

at major stations, pertaining to
bookings forthose key stations.

While the tickets for 19
pairs of these trains will be
charged at the Humsafar
Express rates, it will be at par
with the Janshatabdi Express
rates for the clone train
between Lucknow and Delhi.

Accordingtothelist of trains
being run by the Railways, 10
trains will operate between
Bihar and Delhi under the East
Central Railways. These trains
will originate and terminate in
Bihar’s Saharsa,Rajendra Nagar,
Rajgir, Darbhanga and Muzaf-
farpur.Thetwotrainsoperating
underthe Northeast Frontierare
alsofrom Bihar: Katiharto Delhi
andback.The Northern Railway
willalsorun 10 trainswhichwill
operate between Delhi and
Bihar and back, West Bengal to
Delhi,PunjabtoWest Bengal, UP
to Delhi,among others.

TheWestern Railwaywill run
10trainsbetween Darbhangato
Ahmedabad, Delhi-Gujarat,Ch-
hapra to Surat, Mumbai to Pun-
jab, Ahmedabad to Patna.The
South Central Railwaywill oper-
atetwotrainsbetween Danapur
to Secunderabad and back.

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European Commission seeks public comments
on India’s plea to register basmati rice under Gl

THE EUROPEAN COMMIS-
SION has sought public com-
ments on India's plea to regis-
ter the name ‘Basmati’ under
geographical indication (GI).
The GI application was filed by
Indiain 2018.

Similar applications have
also been filed by Agricultural
& Processed Food Products
Export Development Authority
(Apeda)toregister thearomatic
rice variety under GI in Thai-
land and Malaysia.

Considering the past
instances of attemptstosellaro-
matic rice of other countries
under basmati, registration
under GI will help India to pro-
tect the namelegally.

Apedahasalso sought regis-
tration of ‘Basmati’under copy-
right law in some 15-16 coun-
tries where there is no concept
of GI, officials said.

Basmatiriceis grownbelow
the foothills of the Himalayas
in the Indo-Gangetic plains,
which include some areas in
Pakistan also. However, the

application by India does not
mention Pakistan.

The government recog-
nises 34 Indian rice varieties,
both traditional and evolved,
as basmati while Pakistan has
alsoafewmore.The European
Union,a major market for tra-
ditional varieties of basmati,
has also been buying a large
quantity of evolved varieties
since last one decade.

India’s basmati exports to
EU countries dropped 9% to
$207 million during FY20 and
was $63.7 million in the first
twomonthsofthe current fiscal.
The EU had a share of about 8%
in India’s total basmati rice
exports of $787 million during
April-May.

Until now, no state govern-
ment has reported distribu-
tion of relief to the farmers
affected by the locust attack.
Crop losses of farmers due to
the attacks are now covered
under the Pradhan Mantri
Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY).
Theyield losses are assessed via
crop cutting experiments and
compensation are given to
insured farmersas perthe pro-
visions of the scheme.

The Haryana government
has reported below 33% crop
loss in approximately 6,166
hectares area, while Madhya
Pradesh hasreported 10%]1oss
in soybean crop in 4,400
hectares in Damoh district,
according toa statement given
in the Parliament. The Maha-
rashtra government reported
below 33% of crop loss in
805.8-hectaresareain Nagpur,
Bhandara, Gondiya and Amra-
vati districts. The government
of Uttarakhand also reported a
loss of 2 hectares (5% loss) in
Pithoragarh district.

Rajasthan has further
issued instructions for survey-
ing to estimate croplosses.The
Uttar Pradesh government has
alsoissued orders to field units
for submitting the status of
crop losses. Significantly a
high-level virtual meeting on
Desert Locust in Southwest
Asian countries was held in
early March with representa-
tives of four member countries
(Afghanistan, India, Iran and

Pakistan) and the Plant Protec-
tion Division of FAO,Rome par-
ticipated in the meeting. Sub-
sequently, 24 virtual meetings
of technical officers of member
countries have been held so far
via skype for sharing of strate-
gic information on actual sta-
tus, movement and control of
locust in member countries.

Accordingly, the pest attack
has been notified as a natural
disaster by the Ministry of
Home Affairs and States can
undertake relief operations
under the State Disaster
Response Fund as per estab-
lished procedure and the
norms for assistance.

The ministry has included
admissibility of hiring of vehi-
cles, tractors with spray equip-
ment for spraying of plant pro-
tection chemicals for pest
control; hiring of water
tankers; and purchase of plant
protection chemicals forlocust
control under new norms of
assistance under State Disaster
Response Fund (SDRF) and
National Disaster Response
Fund (NDRF). This has also
facilitated the stateinitslocust
control operations.

the variety was grown in the
state.The Chennai-based Intel-
lectual Property Appellate Board
(IPAB) in February 2016 had
directed the GI Registrytoissue
a certificate of registration to
Apedaandreconsiderafreshthe
plea of inclusion of 13 districts
of Madhya Pradesh.

Apeda,whichhadapplied for
the GI tag for basmati rice in
2008 and got the registration
after seven years of legal battle,
had moved the Intellectual
Property Appellate Board in
2014 challenging GI Registrar’s
first decision (in December
2013) that directed it to file an
amended GI application by all
areaswherebasmatiriceis culti-
vated, including Madhya
Pradesh, Rajasthan and Bihar.

While other states stayed
away from the legal battle, MP’s
chief minister Shivraj Singh
Chouhan made it a political
issuebyraisingitduringassem-
bly election and has since been
pursuingit.
